This report highlights the situation of the educational system in the West Bank and Gaza Strip. It focuses on the progress reflected by main indicators on the educational process through conducting comparisons to detect all the changes related to this matter.

These statistics are based on comprehensive surveys of all Palestinian educational institutions in the West Bank and Gaza Strip through the joint effort of the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS), and the Ministry of Education (MOE).

This report differs from the education statistical yearbook published by PCBS and MOE .It contains analyses of data available from the different databases built during the period of the scholastic years 1994/1995 – 1998/1999.

PCBS hopes this report will be a useful reference for the Palestinian institutions and individuals.

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Glossary
Concepts and terms used in this report are defined as follows:
Academic Secondary

Education:
An educational program of literary, scientific and sharia’ tracks.  It is consisting of the first and the second secondary grades.



Basic Stage:
The first ten scholastic years on which other stages of education depend.



Class:
A group of students (pupils) at any educational stage who make up one grade or more and share one classroom.






Classroom:
A room used specifically for teaching students by a teacher.



Crowdedness Rate:
Total number of students divided by the number of existing classrooms.



Drop-out Student:
A student who left school during the last scholastic year and who did not transfer to another school.



Government School:
Any educational institutions run by MOE or any other ministry or governmental instrument.



Kindergarten:


Any educational institution licensed by MOE offering education to four or five year olds.

Kindergarten Consists of the first and second grades.

Private School:
Any licensed local or foreign non-governmental educational institution.



Promoted Student:
A student who has successfully completed all subjects and is promoted to the following grade.



Repeater:
A student who fails one or more subjects and therefore is not promoted to the following grade.



School Shifts:




One -Shift\Evening:    
This means that the school building is used for evening classes only.



One -Shift\Morning:
This means that the school building is used for morning classes only.



Two-Shifts with One       Administration:
The school building is used by one school for two shifts a day with the same administration.



School Gender:
The student body can be either male, female or co-educational.



School:
Any educational institution excluding kindergartens, regardless of the number of students and the grade structure.



Secondary stage:
The stage consisting of two scholastic years following the basic stage.  That is, years 11 and 12 of schooling.



Status:
The status of the student is either promoted or repeater.



Student/Pupil:
Anyone attending an educational institution.



Supervising Authority:
The body legally and administratively responsible for running the school.  It can be governmental, UNRWA, or private.



Teacher:
A person with specialized qualification that is responsible for teaching students at an educational institution. 



UNRWA School:
Any school run or supervised by UNRWA.



Vocational Secondary Education:
Vocational secondary education includes commercial, industrial and agricultural tracks. It consists of the first and second secondary grades.



Years of Service:
The total numbers of years an employee works at any educational institution.

Summary Results

1. Students:

 Excluding kindergarten students, the total number of students increased from 617,868 to 812,722 from 1994/1995 1999/1998-.  The growth rate during this period was 31.54%. 

 The gross enrollment ratio ranged from 105.69% in the lst grade to 43.01% in the 12th grade in 1994/1995, and from 104.81% in the 2nd grade to 49.79% in the 12th grade in 1998/1999. 

 The net enrollment ratio ranged from 80.77% in the lst grade to 22.71% in the 12th grade in 1994/1995, and from 83.61% in the 2nd grade to 30.16% in the 12th grade in 1998/1999. 

 The percentage of overage students decreased from 9.94% in lst grade in 1994/1995 to 3.51% in 1998/1999. 

 The percentage of overage students decreased from 34.23% in 12th grade in 1994/1995 to 28.27% in 1998/1999.

 The repetition rate for males decreased from 5.80% in 1993/1994 at the basic stage to 2.97% in 1997/1998.

 The repetition rate for females decreased from 5.22% in 1993/1994 at the basic stage to 2.44% in 1997/1998.

 The repetition rate for males decreased from 4.46% in 1993/1994 at the secondary stage to 1.15% in 1997/1998.

 The repetition rate for females decreased from 1.68% in 1993/1994 at the secondary stage to 0.68% in 1997/1998.

 The drop-out rate for males increased from 2.03% in 1993/1994 at the basic stage to 2.04% in 1997/1998.

 The drop-out rate for females decreased from 1.77% in 1993/1994 at the basic stage to 1.47% in 1997/1998.

 The drop-out rate for males decreased from 5.39% in 1993/1994 at the Secondary Stage to 4.31% in 1997/1998.

 The drop-out rate for females increased from 7.61% in 1993/1994 at the Secondary Stage to 8.28% in 1997/1998.

 The average number of students per teacher at the basic and secondary stages slightly decreased from 31.1 to 29.6 students per teacher for the period of 1994/1995 - 1998/1999.

 The average number of students per class in the basic and secondary stage remained stable for the period 1994/1995 - 1998/1999.  It was 37.1 at the basic stage and 30.2 at the secondary stage.

 The pass ratio on the General Secondary Certificate Examination for males in all streams decreased from 56.65% to 51.67% for the period of 1994/1995-1997/1998. 

 The pass ratio on the General Secondary Certificate Examination for females in all streams decreased from 72.30% to 66.65% for the period of 1994/1995-1997/1998.

2. Schools:

 Including kindergartens the number of schools increased from 1,910 to 2,514 for the period of 1994/1995-1998/1999.

 The percentage of governmental schools decreased from 56.75% to 48.93% for the period of 1994/1995-1998/1999 compared with the total number of schools and kindergartens.

 The percentage of UNRWA schools decreased from 13.56% to 10.54% for the period of 1994/1995-1998/1999 compared with the total number of schools and kindergartens.

 The percentage of private schools increased from 6.86% to 7.80% for the period of 1994/1995-1998/1999 comparing with total number of schools and kindergartens.

 The percentage of kindergarten schools increased from 22.83% to 32.73% for the period of 1994/1995-1998/1999 compared with the total number of schools and kindergartens.

 The percentage of governmental owned schools increased from 81.73% to 83.66% for the period of 1994/1995-1998/1999 compared with the total number of governmental schools.

 The percentage of UNRWA owned schools increased from 88.8% to 89.06% for the period of 1994/1995-1998/1999 compared with the total number of UNRWA schools.

 The percentage of schools having a laboratory room was 39.74% in 1998/1999. 

 The percentage of schools having craft workshops room was 5.62% in 1998/1999.

 The percentage of schools having a library room was 39.33% in 1998/1999.

3.  Classes:

 The number of basic stage classes increased from 15,436 to 20,087 for the period of 1994/1995-1998/1999.

 The number of secondary stage classes increased from 1,502 to 2,182 for the period of 1994/1995-1998/1999.

 The growth rate of basic stage classes was 30.13% for the period of 1994/1995 - 1998/1999.

 The growth rate of secondary stage classes was 45.27% for the period of 1994/1995 - 1998/1999.

 The growth rate of male classes was 27.11% at the basic stage and 34.64% at the secondary stage for the period of 1994/1995 - 1998/1999.

 The growth rate of female classes was 33.14% at the basic stage and 62.52% at the secondary stage for the period of 1994/1995 - 1998/1999.

 The growth rate of co-ed classes was 30.60% at the basic stage and 32.39% at the secondary stage for the period of 1994/1995 - 1998/1999.

4. Teachers:

 The number of teachers at schools and kindergartens increased from 21,054 to 30,162 for the period of 1994/1995 - 1998/1999. The growth rate during this period was 43.26%.

 The percentage of teachers in schools with secondary or lower certificates decreased from 4.34% to 2.71% for the period of 1994/1995 - 1998/1999.

 The percentage of teachers in schools with Higher Diploma Degree decreased from 58.26% to 46.59% for the period of 1994/1995 - 1998/1999.

 The percentage of teachers in schools with Bachelor’s Degree increased from 35.31% to 49.07% for the period of 1994/1995 - 1998/1999. 
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
