A glimpse on  Classification:
A new classification of crops had been developed and that is an Indicative Crop Classification (ICC) of 2010, is considered one of the most important models that will use the standard as evidence in the agricultural census, which meets the Food and Agriculture Organization requirements and in accordance with the Palestinian privacy.
Structural  classification:

This Indicative Crop Classification (ICC) was developed on the basis of rating the main product. (UN2004a) (CPC) and classified the CPC goods and services in types based on the nature of the product and industry of the region. As well as, crop products are classified mainly according to the type of crop.
And gives the (ICC) structure for a broad level to classify crops. For the categories of 1-8 corresponds to the ICC with the CPC at the class level, as generally consistent grade level. At the sub-grade level, both classifications are similar.
Uses of the classification:

There are some privacy with respect to agricultural crops and livestock in the Palestine due to crucial need, in detail, on the species that have  been added to crops or splitting of  crops in  FAO directory  and have been divided and given codes within the sequence coding approach of  FAO, while maintaining the special symbols groups of Agriculture to facilitate the process of meeting international needs.
