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Preface

Since its establishment in 1993, the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS) has used
its best efforts to provide basic official statistics to Palestinian officials and members of the
public on most aspects of the Palestinian life in the Palestinian Territory.

Status of Cultural Institutions report include data about cultural institutions, the distribution
of the cultural institutions in the Palestinian Territory, their locations, as well as the
characteristics of staff, members, buildings, basic establishment and constructional
requirements, programs and activities, and their devices and equipments. A comprehensive
survey covered all operating cultural institutions in the Palestinian Territory (cultural centers,
theatres, museums, local radio and television stations, public libraries and publishing and
distribution institutions) through obtaining its frame from the Ministry of Culture, Ministry of
Information, culture survey conducted since 1998, and the establishment census, 2004.

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics hopes that the Palestinian institutions and the
public will make use of these information in planning and policy making.

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A comprehensive survey of the cultural institutions in the Palestinian Territory was conducted
between November 7" and December 1%, 2005. The number of institutions is 427 including
308 in the West Bank and 119 in Gaza Strip; moreover, the number of operating institutions is

300 including 216 in the West Bank and 84 in Gaza Strip.

Survey results showed that 97.1% of the cultural centers in the Palestinian Territory
(95.9% in the West Bank and 100% in Gaza Strip) are run by administration board.

The number of administration board members includes 896 male members and 299
female members.

79.3% of the administration board are elected (81.2% in the West Bank and 75.0%
in Gaza Strip).

Results indicated that approximately 81.0% of the cultural centers in the Palestinian
Territory receive financial or in kind support from local community; the figure
includes 79.5% for the West Bank and 84.6% for Gaza Strip.

Data showed that approximately 63.2% of the cultural centers in the Palestinian
Territory occupy rented offices, 23.0% on the other hand occupy owned property.

Results showed that 60.3% of the cultural centers in the Palestinian Territory have
libraries (62.3% in the West Bank and 55.8% in Gaza Strip).

74.3% of cultural centers which having libraries have special section for children in
their libraries, (76.3% in the West Bank and 69.0% in Gaza Strip).

Data showed that approximately 36.8% of cultural centers are equipped to receive
individuals with special needs (41.0% in the West Bank and 26.9% in Gaza Strip).

There are 40 public libraries in the Palestinian Territory including 31 operating
libraries (20 in the West Bank and 11 in Gaza Strip); the rest (9) are not operating.

The number of people who benefit from the services offered by public libraries in
2005 is 244,530; 93.7% in the West Bank and 6.3% in Gaza Strip.

80.6% of public libraries utilize communication and information technology since
they have computers; 71.0% of public libraries have library classification systems;
61.3% have television sets; 35.5% provide computers to be used by their customers;
and 29.0% provide their customers with an access to the internet.

Survey results showed that there are 58 radio and television stations in the
Palestinian Territory; 45 operating stations (40 in the West Bank and 5 in Gaza
Strip) and 13 non operational stations.

The radio stations in the Palestinian Territory are 21 (16 in the West Bank and 5 in
Gaza Strip).



The television stations in the Palestinian Territory are 22 all located in the West
Bank.

Results showed that there are two radio and television stations in the Palestinian
Territory.

Data showed that 75.6% of stations produce joint programs involving other parties;
97.8% produce local programs.

Survey results indicated that the number of theaters in the Palestinian Territory are
15 including 14 operating theaters distributed evenly on the West Bank and Gaza
Strip (7 each); the remaining 1 theater is not functioning.

Results showed that 42.9% of the Palestinian Territory theatres have specialized art
bands including 57.1% in the West Bank and 28.6% in Gaza Strip.

35.7% of theatres of artistic bands have trainers for such bands; 28.6% in the West
Bank and 42.9% in Gaza Strip.

There are 13 museums in the Palestinian Territory 5 of which are public museums (4
in the West Bank and 1 in Gaza Strip). 8 are non operational museums.

The number of publishing and distribution institutions in the Palestinian Territory,
according to the survey, is 88 including 31 functional houses (23 in the West Bank
and 8 in Gaza Strip); the rest (57) are non operational.

Data showed that showed that 20.0% of publishing and distribution institutions do
publishing only; 10.0% do printing only; and 70.0% print and publish at the same
time.

According to results, 80.6% of Publishing and Distribution Institution print books
(91.3% in the West Bank and 50.0% in Gaza Strip).

There are 96 people working in Publishing and Distribution Institution 81.2% males
and 18.8% females.

Results showed that 40.4% of the operating cultural institutions in the Palestinian
Territory have financial or funding problems; 20.7% have problems concerning lack
of devices, equipment, and buildings.

Introduction

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS) has published the Palestinian statistical
data to decision makers on population facts in Palestinian society. Accordingly, it carried out
several surveys on different categories of the Palestinian society, one of which has been
designated to the cultural institutions Survey, 2005.

1.1: Objectives of the Survey

This survey aims to provide data about the distribution of the cultural institutions in the
Palestinian Territory, their locations, as well as the characteristics of the staff, members,
buildings, basic establishment and constructional requirements, programs and activities, and
their devices and equipment.

1.2: Report Structure

This report includes five chapters. Chapter One is a general introduction about the subject of
the survey, its objectives and structure of the report. Chapter Two displays concepts and
terms used in the survey. Chapter Three presents the main finding of the survey. Chapter
Four covers the methodology used in planning and conducting the survey. Chapter Five
discusses the quality of data.

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Chapter Three
Main Findings

3.1: Cultural Centers

According to the survey findings, the number of cultural centers in the Palestinian Territory is
213 including 174 operating centers; 122 of which are in the West Bank and 52 in Gaza Strip.
Survey results also showed that there are 39 non operational cultural centers in the Palestinian
Territory.

Survey results showed that 97.1% of the cultural centers in the Palestinian Territory
(including 95.9% in the West Bank and 100% in Gaza Strip) are run by administration board.
The number of administration board members includes 896 male members and 299 female
members. 79.3% of the administration board are elected, 81.2% in the West Bank and 75.0%
in Gaza Strip.

Results indicated that approximately 81.0% of the cultural centers of the Palestinian Territory
receive financial or in kind support from local community; the figure includes 79.5% for the
West Bank and 84.6% for Gaza Strip. Results also indicated that approximately 63.2% of the
cultural centers of the Palestinian Territory occupy rented offices; 23.0% on the other hand
occupy owned property.

Results showed that 60.3% of the cultural centers in the Palestinian Territory have libraries
(62.3% in the West Bank and 55.8% in Gaza Strip) and 74.3% of cultural centers which
having libraries have special section for children in their libraries. The results also indicated
that approximately 36.8% of cultural centers are equipped to receive individuals with special
needs (including 41.0% in the West Bank and 26.9% in Gaza Strip).

3.2: Public Libraries
There are 40 public libraries in the Palestinian Territory including 31 operating libraries (20 in
the West Bank and 11 in Gaza Strip); the rest (9) are not operating.

There are 127 people working for public libraries including 59.8% males and 40.2% females.
Survey results showed that 15.0% of public libraries staff have less than secondary school
level of education and 85.0% have secondary or higher education. The number of people who
benefit from the services offered by public libraries is 244,530; 93.7% in the West Bank and
6.3% in Gaza Strip. According to results, 80.6% of public libraries utilize communication and
information technology since they have computers; 71.0% of public libraries have library
classification systems; 61.3% have television sets; 35.5% provide computers to be used by
their customers; and 29.0% provide their customers with an access to the internet.

3.3: Radio and Television Stations

Survey results showed that there are 58 radio and television stations in the Palestinian
Territory; 45 operating stations (40 in the West Bank and 5 in Gaza Strip) and 13 non
operational stations.

The radio stations in the Palestinian Territory are 21 including 16 in the West Bank and 5 in
Gaza Strip. On the other hand, the number of television stations in the Palestinian Territory is
22 all located in the West Bank. Results showed that there are two radio and television
stations in the Palestinian Territory. 75.6% of stations, according to findings, produce joint
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programs involving other parties; 97.8% produce local programs. There are 517 people
working for radio and television stations including 406 males and 111 females. Results
showed that 21.3% of such staff have less than secondary certificate levels of education and
78.7% have secondary school certificate or higher.

3.4: Theaters

Survey results indicated that the number of theaters in the Palestinian Territory is 15 including
14 operating theaters distributed evenly on the West Bank and Gaza Strip (7 each); the
remaining 1 theater is not functioning. According to results, there are 125 people working for
theatres including 101 males and 24 females. Survey results showed that 17.6% of theater
staff have less than secondary school level of education and 82.4% have secondary or higher
education.

Results showed that 42.9% of the Palestinian Territory theatres have specialized art bands
including 57.1% in the West Bank and 28.6% in Gaza Strip. 35.7% of theatres of artistic
bands have trainers for such bands including 28.6% in the West Bank and 42.9% in Gaza
Strip. The number of artistic bands trainers is 24 (all males) including 2 in the West Bank who
have a major in theatrical studies. The remaining number of trainers (22) is in Gaza Strip
including 8 with a major in theatrical studies and 14 without such certificates.

3.5: Museums

There are 13 museums in the Palestinian Territory (5 of which are public museums includes 4
in the West Bank and 1 in Gaza Strip). There 8 non operational museums in the Palestinian
Territory. There are 11 people working for the museums including 7 males and 4 females.
Survey results showed that 45.5% museum staff have less than secondary school level of
education and 54.5% have secondary or higher education.

3.6: Publishing and Distribution Institutions

The number of publishing and distribution institutions in the Palestinian Territory, are 88
including 31 functional houses (23 in the West Bank and 8 in Gaza Strip); the rest (57) are
non operational.

Results showed that 10.0% of publishing and distribution institutions do publishing only;
20.0% do printing only; and 70.0% print and publish at the same time. Additionally,
according to results, 80.6% of Publishing and Distribution Institution print books (including
91.3% in the West Bank and 50.0% in Gaza Strip). There are 96 people working for
Publishing and Distribution Institution including 81.2% males and 18.8% females.

3.7: Technical Problems
According to results, 40.4% of the operating cultural institutions of the Palestinian Territory
have financial or funding problems; 20.7% have problems concerning lack of devices,
equipment, and buildings.
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Chapter Four

Methodology

4.1: The Survey Questionnaire

Developing the Survey Questionnaire according to national needs of data and international
recommendation, the Survey Questionnaire and indicators were discussed with main data
works.

4.2: Sample and Sampling Frame

4.2.1: Sample Frame

A comprehensive survey covered all operating cultural institutions in the Palestinian Territory
(cultural centers, theatres, museums, local radio and television stations, public libraries, and
publishing and distribution) through obtaining its frame from the Ministry of Culture, the
Ministry of Information, culture survey, and the establishment census, which conducted
in 2004.

4.2.2: Sample Size
The sample size of the cultural institutions of the Palestinian Territory was 427 including 308
in the West Bank and 119 in Gaza Strip.

4.3: Reference Date
This survey was conducted during the period between November 7 and December 1, 2005.

4.4: Field Work Operations

4.4.1: Instructions and Training manual

The training manual covered all aspects dealing with fieldwork and filling in questionnaires.
Moreover, it dealt with the tasks of each fieldworker, interviewing, and questionnaires’
completion. More training manuals for supervisors and editors were prepared in order to
secure team training and success of project. A training course was held in Ramallah and in
Gaza city.

The training of trainees was divided into two parts: The first part discussed general issues
such as designing statistical surveys, reaching selected institutions, interviewing, tasks and
duties and running the fieldwork. The second part emphasized the objectives of the Survey
and allowed exercises on filling in questionnaires.

4.4.2: Main Fieldwork
A plan for the fieldwork for both regions was placed. At this stage, the fieldwork team and

the tools (questionnaires, sample lists) were prepared. Two teams were set up to carry out the
fieldwork:

Team one: It included 12 interviewers, 4 supervisors, and 3 assistants. They were divided in
the northern, middle, and southern areas of the West Bank.

Team two: Included 4 interviewers, 2 supervisors and 2 assistants. They were divided in the
northern, central, and southern parts of Gaza Strip.
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4.4.3: Data Editing in the Field
The project’s management developed a clear mechanism for editing the data and trained the
team of editors accordingly. The mechanism was as follows:

e Receiving completed questionnaires on daily basis;

¢ Checking each questionnaire to make sure that they were completed and that the data
covered all eligible. Checkes also focuse on the accuracy of the answers to the
questions.

¢ Returning the uncompleted questionnaires as well as those with errors to the field for
completion.

4.4.4: Following up and Supervision

Special follow-up patterns were designed for handing in and receiving questionnaires for all
levels as well as the daily accomplishments of the interviewers. Supervisors had the task of
allocating work to the teams using the map and the list. They provided daily and weekly
reports to the fieldwork coordinator and the project’s administration explaining the completed
interviews, refusal cases, the inapplicable cases such as vacant housing units, interviews were
results were not determined, and the cases that could not be communicated (after three contact
attempts). The reports also included the technicians and coordinators’ supervisory field visits.

4.5: Data Processing

4.5.1: Preparation of Data Entry Programme

At this stage data entry programme has been prepared using ACCESS package. Data entry
screens have been designed. Also, rules of entry have been put, in a manner that guarantees
successful entry of questionnaires and verification instructions to check data after each entry.
These instructions examine the variables on the questionnaire level.

4.5.2: Data Entry

After having designed data entry programme and testing it to verify readiness; and, after
having trained staff on dealing with data entry programme, data entry started on November
20*, 2005 and was completed on December 29", 2005. The process of data entry was
correlated with receipt of questionnaires from the field, whereby 15 staff members have been
engaged in data entry and verification of questionnaires. Data entry has taken place during
two shifts, morning and evening, to secure achievement of data entry on time.
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Chapter Five

Data Quality

Sampling rather than comprehensive enumeration has been used to collect data in this survey.
Therefore it is liable to one kinds of errors. Non-sampling errors can occur at the various
stages of survey implementation whether in data collection or in data processing. They are
generally difficult to be evaluated statistically. They cover a wide range of errors, including
errors resulting from non-response, sampling frame coverage, coding and classification, data
processing, and survey response (both respondent and interviewer-related). The use of
effective training and supervision and the careful design of questions have direct bearing on
limiting the magnitude of non-sampling errors, and hence enhancing the quality of the
resulting data.

The PCBS has not yet undertaken any non-response study. Such a study may indicate, that
non-response is more frequent in some population groups than in others. This is rather normal
and such information is necessary to be able to compensate for bias resulting from non-
response errors. Errors in data processing, such as coding and punching.

The data underwent checking and completion of missing information in the office and logical
checks were computerized as well as manually, including call-backs if needed. Response
errors which resulted from misunderstanding of the questions, interviewers’ bias in asking the
questions and in probing. Thorough training, supervision, and various quality control checks
were used to minimize bias resulting from these kinds of errors.
