For the purpose of correlating area with population, a number of settlements of
Jerusalem —J1- were joined together in this report, and as a result the number of
formal settlements was reduced from 22 settlements in the year 2003 into 16 settlements
in year 2004 and 200S. It should be emphasized that this decrease does not point in any
way to recession in settling in that area.
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Preface

The Israeli settlements activities in the Palestinian Territory constitute the most dangerous
threats of the Israeli occupation, that hamper the establishment of a national Palestinian
livable state in the West Bank and Gaza Strip. By the guidance of the Israeli government, the
majority of the Israeli organizations and institutions are working on the implementation of an
organized program that aims to the expansion of settlements in the Palestinian Territories.
Indeed, the settlements network and it’s accompanied changes in the demographical and
topographical aspects is considered as at rue obstacle to achieve a justice and fair solution of
the Arab-Israeli conflict in it’s Palestinian track.

The Israeli-Jewish settlements movement doesn’t only affect the political and security
stability in the Palestinian Territory; but, it destroys the social, economic, and environmental
balance of the Palestinian society and Palestinian land. This movement retards the
development of the Palestinian society, pollute the Palestinian environment, play a significant
role in controlling, destroying and cantonizing the Palestinian society and Territory.
Moreover, using the Israeli settlements as military bases to launch there continued war,
incursions and hostilities against Palestinian people. The effects of building Israeli settlements
on Palestinian land have been devastating to Palestinian localities, which pay heavy price for
the expansion of such settlements, and for the daily assaults of Israeli settlers which seen and
heard by Israeli soldiers without taking any action against halting such assaults.

We have proceeded working in publishing an annual periodic series of this report which
represents the domain developments upon the Israeli settling condition in the Palestinian
Territory, we focus on representing a quantitative description to a number of main indicators
related to settlements and settlers.

This report contains statistical data about the population, the social, economic, and geographic
indicators of the Israeli Settlements standing on the West Bank, this report presents statistical
information about the number of settlers and settling levels and nature, in addition to the
geographical spread and the ruling ideology and other related subjects.

PCBS hopes that the main findings of this report will contribute to building a general frame
about the situation of the Israeli settlements in the West Bank, in addition to providing reliable
and useful statistics for Palestinian planners and decision-makers.

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Executive Summary

Formal Settlements:

According to 2005 data, the number of formal settlements in the West Bank totaled 144, the
most of them were in Jerusalem Governorate (26 settlements) 16 of them were Annexed by
Israel. The municipal area of occupied sites totaled 378,088 thousand square meters in 2001,
the largest area was in Jerusalem Governorate at approximately 28.9% of the total municipal
area of occupied sites in the West Bank.

The Settlers Population:

Data indicate that the number of settlers in the West Bank in 2005 reached 451,441 settlers
including 191,575 in Jerusalem Governorate (J1). In demographic terms, the percentage of
settlers in the West Bank, according to 2005 data equaled 15.8% of the total persons living in
the West Bank with the highest percentage at Jerusalem Governorate at 38.0% (43.3% of J1).
The lowest percentage was in Jenin Governorate, at 0.7%.

The Nature of Settling in the Palestinian Territory:

In 2005, the number of formal urban settlements in “Remaining West Bank™ totaled 26
distributed among population sectors as follows: 17 settlements with a population of 2,000-
5,999 settlers; 3 settlements with a population of 6,000-9,999; the rest live in settlements of a
population of 10,000-42,999 settlers.

The data of the same year pointed out that there were 22 formal rural settlements in the West
Bank occupied by less than 200 settlers; 37 settlements occupied by 200-499 settlers; and the
rest (43 settlements) were occupied by 500-1999 settlers. The population of Moshavs,
Collective Moshavs and Kibbutz lived in settlements with a population of less than 500
settlers.

Overwhelming Ideology:
The data in this section at the end of 2005:

The settlers’ population of rural settlements is distributed among 102 settlements, including
40 religious settlements with a population of 33,179 settlers, 36 secular settlements with a
population of 10,643 settlers, and 8 mixed settlements with a population of 6,839 settlers.
There are no available data with respect to religious ideology of the remaining settlements.






Chapter One
Introduction

During the ongoing years of occupation, the Israeli Authorities employed their gigantic
potentials to change the facts on the ground through the establishment and expansion of the
Israeli Settlements. Israeli measures continued in war and peace times, within a twofold
strategy of construction of an Israeli society on the occupied land and devastation of the
Palestinian society through the disassociation of the Palestinian communities and formation of
cantons.

The preparation and dissemination of documented and updated statistics related to Israeli
settlements on West Bank is extremely needed as a major tool for the decision— makers.

PCBS has undertaken the provision of statistical data regarding Israeli settlements in the West
Bank, in terms of the demographic features of the settlements in question. The collected data
is a reference material for analytical studies dealing with the future prospects of the
settlements’ communities, and a step for developing a comprehensive database with respect to
the settlements issue, and eventually it will be an information tool in the hands of all those
who are concerned, including strategic planners, decision-makers and researchers.

Concepts and Definitions

A special land allocated for civil or semi military Israeli colonization
founded by the Israeli occupation on the occupied Palestinian Territory
since 1967.

The Eastern Strip: includes the Jordan Valley area and the shores of
the Dead Sea (outside the Green Line), as well as the eastern slopes of
the mountain range that bisects the entire West Bank from north to
south.

The Mountain Strip: the area on or adjacent to the peaks of the
mountain range. This area is also known as the watershed line or the
mountain-peak area.

The Western Hills Strip: includes the western slopes of the mountain
range, and extends to the Green Line to the west.

Greater Jerusalem Strip: this area extends across a wide radius around
West Jerusalem. Although in purely geographical terms this area lies
mainly in the Mountain Strip, it has unique characteristics that demand
separate attention.

Gaza Strip: this strip lies between Israel, Egypt, and Mediterranean
Sea.

The average height of land above the level of the Mediterranean Sea in
relation to main population center.

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Chapter Three
Main Findings
3.1 Formal Settlements:
According to 2005 data, the number of formal settlements in the West Bank totaled 144, the
most of them were in Jerusalem Governorate (26 settlements) 16 of them were Annexed by

Israel.

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The area of Built-Up Land of the Occupation Sites in West Bank totaled 187,092 thousand
square meters in August 2005, the largest area was in Jerusalem Governorate at
approximately 23.7% of the total area of Built-Up Land of formal settlements in the West
Bank.

3.2 The Settlers Population:
Data indicate that the number of settlers in the West Bank in 2005 reached 451,441 settlers
including 191,575 in Jerusalem Governorate (J1).

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In demographic terms, the percentage of settlers in the West Bank, according to 2005 data
equaled 15.8% of the total persons living in the West Bank with the highest percentage at
Jerusalem Governorate at 38.0% (43.3% of J1). The lowest percentage was in Jenin
Governorate, at 0.7%.

3.3 Phases of Settlements Building:

The number of formal settlements increased between 1967 and 2005 from 1 settlement in
1967 to 144 in 2005. On May 20, 1972 (Israeli Census Day), the number of settlers in the
“Remaining West Bank™ and Gaza Strip did not exceed 1,500. The same number grew to
259,866 in 2005.

In Jerusalem(J1), the number of settlers totaled 11,221 by the end of 1972; however, the same
number rose to 33,599 settlers in 1977, and to 59,079 settlers in 1981, and by the end of 2005,
the same number increased to 191,575 settlers.

Settlers in the Palestinian Territory increase their number to about 35 times during the period
1972-2004. In comparison, the Jews in Palestine and in the Arab Occupied Territory increase
their number around 32 times during the period 1931-2004.

3.4 The Nature of Settling in the West Bank:

In 2005, the number of formal urban settlements in “Remaining West Bank™ totaled 26
distributed among population sectors as follows: 17 settlements with a population of 2,000-
5,999 settlers; 3 settlements with a population of 6,000-9,999; the rest live in settlements of a
population of 10,000-42,999 settlers.

The data of the same year pointed out that there were 22 formal rural settlements in the West
Bank occupied by less than 200 settlers; 37 settlements occupied by 200-499 settlers; and the
rest (43 settlements) were occupied by 500-1999 settlers. The most population of Moshavs,
Collective Moshavs and Kibbutz lived in settlements with a population of less than 500
settlers.

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3.5 Regional Councils:

The regional councils are administrative authorities encompassing a number of settlements.
Such councils are represented by Yesha, which is a high council representing the settlers in
the “Remaining West Bank”. However, Yesha does not represent J1 or the other formal
settlements Annexed by Israel.

The following data are for the end of 2005: There are 6 regional councils in the Remaining
West Bank:
e Shomeron: The number of formal settlements represented by this regional council
totaled 34 with a population of 66,141 settlers;
* Arvot Ha’ Yardin (the Jordan Valley): The number of formal settlements represented by
this regional council totaled 19 with a population of 4,749 settlers;
* Matte Binyamin: This council represents 31 formal settlements with a population of
115,839 settlers;
* Megilliot: The number of formal settlements represented by this regional council totaled
5 with a population of 869 settlers;
* Gosh Ezyon: This council represents 16 formal settlements with a population of 46,603
settlers;
* Har Hevron (Mount Hebron): This council represents 14 formal settlements with a
population of 11,903 settlers;

3.6 Geographical Dispersion:

Eastern Strip:

This strip, at the end of 2005, includes 28 formal settlements with a population of 5,618
settlers representing 1.3% of the whole settlers in the Palestinian Territory.

Mountain Strip:
This strip, at the end of 2005, includes 31 formal settlements with a population of 38,002
settlers representing 8.4% of the whole settlers in the Palestinian Territory.

Western Hills Strip:

This strip, at the end of 2005, includes 48 formal settlements with a population of 116,525
settlers representing 25.8% of the whole settlers in the Palestinian Territory.
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Greater Jerusalem Strip:
This strip, at the end of 2005, includes 37 formal settlements with a population of 291,296
settlers representing 64.5% of the whole settlers in the Palestinian Territory.

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3.7 Overwhelming Ideology:
The data in this section are at the end of 2005:

The settlers’ population of rural settlements is distributed among 102 settlements, including
40 religious settlements with a population of 33,179 settlers, 36 secular settlements with a
population of 10,643 settlers, and 8 mixed settlements with a population of 6,839 settlers.
There are no available data with respect to religious ideology of the remaining settlements.

3.8 Organizational Affiliation:

This division applies to formal rural settlements. The majority of settlers living in formal
rural settlements are affiliated with Amana Movement (30,533 settlers living in 38
settlements).
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Chapter Four
Methodology

a. Data about occupation sites was extracted from the database, which was created to supply
data about Israeli settlements in the Palestinian Territory.

Database includes a group of indicators as follows:

b. Data about occupation sites were extracted from the database, which was created to supply
data about Israeli settlements in the Palestinian Territory.

c. Data was analyzed by using SPSS and MS-Excel program.

d. For the purpose of correlating area with population, a number of settlements of Jerusalem —
J1— were joined together in this report, and as a result the number of formal settlements
was reduced from 22 settlements in the year 2003 into 16 settlements in year 2004 and
2005. It should be emphasized that this decrease does not point in any way to recession in
settling in that area.

e. Data don’t include Gaza Strip Settlements, because of the Israeli withdrawal from Gaza
Strip in 2005.

f. The area of evacuated settlements in Jenin Governorate (Homesh, Sa-Nur, Kaddim,
Gannim) during Sep 2005, is included in the total area of settlements in the West Bank,
because these settlements are changed to military closed area, and not moved to
Palestinian Authority supervision. The data of these settlements are excluded from the
total number of formal settlements.

g. The most important notes on the indicators regarding their comprehensiveness and
accuracy are as follows:

= Lack of inclusiveness of some data from all sources.

= Data derived from the Israel Central Bureau of Statistics publications doesn’t include
that part of Jerusalem that was Annexed by Israel in 1967, in addition to settlements
that were Annexed by Israel from Ramallah and al-Bireh or Hebron Governorates.

= The Statistics presented in this report are derived from various sources, which are not
fully consistent. Therefore it’s advisable to take this in consideration while using
these statistics.
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
