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Introduction

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS) since its establishment
worked to provide statistical data disaggregated by sex to ensure developing
its statistics in abidance to the gender concept, which is based on the fact
that women empowerment does not mean or requiremarginalizing men, it
simply comes through the promotion of women's economic role and
enabling them toenter the labor market to achieve equity in employment,
wages and training. Therefore, the social, economic, and political
empowerment of women are perquisites for national development.

This report is the most recent publication by PCBS which is considered a
part of the series of many specialized reports on gender issues, that can be
accessed for further details through PCBS website or through a direct
communication with PCBS. It aims to shed light on the status of men and
women in the Palestinian society and to provide the necessary data for
policy-making pertinent to gender equity.

The report presents a selected group of key indicators on gender issues from
many relevant perspectives: demographic indicators, education indicators,
health, labor force indicators. In addition to the indicators on public life,
taking into account the indicators contained in the national framework of
gender, which had been prepared in partnership with the United Nations
Economic Commission for Western Asia (ESCWA).

The data in this report depends on the results of some of the surveys that has
been conducted by PCBS, in addition to the administrative records of
governmental and non-governmental institutions.

We do hope that this report be an additional and useful tool for the policy
and decision makers in the area of women empowerment and gender
equality.
