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Introduction

The implementation of the Population, Housing and Establishments Census 2017 aims to
provide a comprehensive and modern statistical database that creates a digital profile of the
Palestinian society in all areas. It additionally fulfills the national needs and in accordance to
international recommendations and UN recommendations on the contents of the Census.
Consequently, the Census serves as the backbone of planning and developmental policies and
strategies formulation during the upcoming decade. This census is the third ever census to be
implemented in Palestine, where the first census was implemented in 1997 and the second one
was implemented in 2007. Census implementation constitutes a legal, developmental and
statistical entitlement in abidance to the General Statistics Law 2000.

Most countries implement population censuses once every ten years, as per UN
recommendations. Such effort requires a stable and natural environment, which is not
available in Palestine because of the procedures of the Israeli occupation and obstacles
including the Annexation Wall and settlement expansion. The Wall suffocates those living
behind it. On top of this, there are inaccessible military areas not to mention the challenges
faced in Jerusalem. On the other hand, there are technological challenges including lack of 3G
technology at that time because of the restrictions imposed by the occupation. As a result, the
PCBS had to develop a clear comprehensive plan to overcome the challenges and take into
account the particularities of the Palestinian context and field difficulties.

The current Census was innovative in its use of modern data collection technology. All phases
were implemented using tablets and GIS. Furthermore, special applications were designed for
every phase including maps updating, pilot census, delineation, listing and actual population
count through to the post enumeration survey. This helped save time and effort in addition to
enhancing the quality, harmony of data. Consequently, it became easier to analyze data and
reinforce administration and monitoring of fieldwork.

Different crews implemented the census, including managers, assistants, supervisors, crew
leaders, enumerators and logistical support teams. They worked day and night to accomplish
the census, which generated 11,000 temporary jobs for young graduates in the different
phases. They worked for different periods that ranged from one to eight months. This round
of census was marked by its fully automated operations including automation of assessment
of workers and trainees. This comprised daily tests and final exams. Training halls were
equipped with the necessary infrastructure, which saved time and effort needed to select work
teams without any human intervention, in compliance with good governance requirements.

The Census is a perfectly national project. Since the outset of preparation and
implementation, PCBS initiated ongoing dialogue and consultation with different ministries
and official and private organizations as well as civil society organizations. It organized
bilateral meetings, symposia and workshops to reach national consensus on the contents of the
census. All energies and efforts were employed for its success together with a broad publicity
campaign, in coordination with local governmental and non-governmental media outlets. The
campaign aimed to raise citizens’ awareness of the importance of the census and motivate
them to cooperate with its crews. The message of the census reached every house, family and
citizen. The entire Palestinian society consolidated efforts and used its human and material
resources including premises, offices, training halls, equipment and other resources. The
society was also very instrumental in facilitating the work of field teams and solving the
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obstacles they faced including non-response. The census was in brief an honorable scene of
national belonging to implement the slogan “together, we build our nation”.

As we present to you today the detailed final results of the Census, which were published in a
record time, we express our extreme happiness and pride of this achievement. We aspire to
optimal investment of its data so as they can be translated into services to citizens. We hope
census data will contribute to achieving the vision of the government “citizen first”, as
development is not possible without statistics.

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Chapter One

Terms, Indicators and Classifications

1.1 Terms and Indicators

The following terms and indicators are defined in accordance with the glossary and guide
statistical indicators issued by PCBS and certified on the latest international recommendations
in statistics and consistent with international systems.

Population Census:

The total process of planning, collecting, compiling, evaluating, disseminating, and analyzing
demographic, economic and social data at the smallest geographic level pertaining at a specific
time, to all persons in a State, and citizens who are temporarily outside the borders of the State.

Geographical, Administrative and Statistical Divisions
According to current administrative divisions, Palestine is divided into two geographic regions:
the West Bank and Gaza Strip.
1. West Bank is divided into 11 Governorates (Jenin, Tubas & Northern Valleys, Tulkarm,
Nablus, Qalgiliya, Salfit, Ramallah & Al-Bireh, Jericho & Al Aghwar (Ariha), Jerusalem
(Al Quds), Bethlehem (Beit Lahm), and Hebron (Al Khalil)).
2. Gaza Strip is divided into 5 Governorates (North Gaza, Gaza, Deir Al Balah, Khan
Yunis, Rafah).

Locality:

A permanently inhabited place which has an independent municipal administration, or a
permanently inhabited separated place not included within the formal boundaries of another
locality and not have an independent administrative authority.

Type of Locality:
Localities have been divided into three types: Urban, Rural, Camp
1. Urban: Each locality that run by local municipality regardless the population size and
other provided services based on Ministry of Local Government criteria.
2. Rural: Each locality that run by local council (not a municipality) and does not meet the
definition of urban or camp based on the Ministry of Local Government criteria.
3. Camp: It refers to all localities run by the United Nations Refugees and Work Agency in
the Near East (U.N.R.W.A)).

Building:

A building is any independent free-standing structure comprising one or more rooms or other
spaces, covered by a roof and usually enclosed within external walls or dividing walls that
extend from the foundations to the roof. However, a building may consist of a roof with
supports only, that is to say, one without constructed walls; in some cases, a roofless structure
consisting of a space enclosed by walls may be considered a building.

A building may be used or intended for residential, commercial or industrial purposes or, it
may therefore be a factory, shop, detached dwelling, residential building, warehouse, and so
forth, the building may be vacant, closed, deserted, under preparation or under construction.

Housing Unit:

A housing unit is a separate and independent place (a building or part of a building) intended
for habitation by a single household, or one not intended for habitation but occupied as housing
unit by a household at the time of the census. The housing unit may be an occupied or vacant,
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an occupied non-conventional housing unit or any other place occupied as housing unit by a
household at the time of the census. This category includes housing unit of various levels of
permanency and acceptability for habitation.

Collective Households:

Collective living quarters include structurally separate and independent places of abode
intended for habitation by large groups of individuals or several households and occupied at the
time of the census. Such quarters usually have certain common facilities, such as cooking and
toilet installations, baths, lounge rooms or dormitories, which are shared by the occupants.
They may be further classified into hotels, rooming houses and other lodging houses,
institutions and camps.

Household:
One person or a group of persons with or without a household relationship, who live in the
same housing unit, share meals and make joint provision of food and other essentials of living.
In PHC-2017, the household includes:

1. Original members of the household living in the household home on the night of 1%

December 2017

2. Visitors from outside Palestine who spent the night of 1% December 2017 in the household
home (relatives or non-relatives)

3. Visitors from the same country (residents of the West Bank and Gaza Strip) (the entire
family) if they are spending the period from 01-24 December 2017 with the household.

4. Home servants, drivers, cooks or the like who work for the household and regularly live
with it.

5. New-borns who are born before the night of 01 December 2017, who are still alive on the
night of 1 December 2017, whether they were in the household home or still at hospital.

6. Individuals living with the household and who spent the night of 1% December 2017 with

the household and passed away after the night of 1% December 2017.

7. Individuals living with the household, but who were not present on the night of 1%

December 2017 with the household; they including the following groups:

¢ Individuals who spent the night of 1st December 2017 visiting another household in
Palestine.

e Workers of night shifts in factories, hospitals, airports, crossing points or any other
workplace.

e Household members who spent the night of 1st December 2017 travelling on public
roads within Palestine.

e Fishermen who spent the night of 1st December 2017 on boats and ships in territorial
waters.

e Household members working with security apparatuses wherever they are on the night
of 1st December 2017.

e Household members residing with the household and who happen to be temporarily
outside Palestine for a period of less than a year for purpose of work and who return
regularly every year; or who are on business, tourism, visits, pilgrimage, umra (semi-
pilgrimage, Islamic ritual), treatment or other trips.

e Patients who spent the night of 1% December 2017 in hospitals and their escorts as well
as any members who spent the night of 1% December 2017 in the detention and arrest
centers in police states and the like.

e Household members who spent the night of 1% December 2017 in worship places (like
mosques, churches)
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e Household members who usually reside with the household, but were in a hotel inside
Palestine on the night of 1% December 2017.

e Students who study abroad regardless of the duration of their absence abroad.

e Students who study in universities, institutes and other centres inside Palestine
regardless of their whereabouts on the night of 1 December 2017.

e Household members detained in Israeli prisons regardless of the duration of their
imprisonment/ detention.

e Household members residing regularly with the household, but who are not present with
their family on the night of 1% December 2017, regardless of the reason.

The following categories shall be excluded of the list of household members:

1. Household members who passed away before the night of 1 December 2017.

2. Household members born after the night of 1* December 2017.

3. Household members who on the night of 1% December 2017 were regular residents of
senior people houses, orphanages or public students housing (students who do not
have a regular place of residence in Palestine), psychiatric asylums, Palestinian
prisons. Residents of such places will be counted in their place of residence.

The type of households that underwent enumeration may be divided into:
1. Private Households: The households included in the aforementioned definition of the
household.
2. Collective (Institutional Households): It refers to the households enumerated in the
aforementioned collective households.

Palestinian Household:
It is the private household whose head holds the Palestinian nationality.

Types of Private Households:

1. A one-—person- household: It is the household comprised of one individual.

2. Nuclear household: It is the living household comprised of a couple only; a couple and a
son or a daughter (own not adopted son or daughter) or more; or a male head of a
household with a son or a daughter or more; or a female head of a household with a son or
a daughter or more. It is worthy to note that no other relatives or non — relatives live with
this household.

3. Extended Household: A household of at least one nuclear household together with other
relatives.

4. Composite Household: Refers to household consisting of at least one nuclear household
with other non-relatives.

Head of household:

It refers to the person who usually lives with the household and is recognized as the head of the
household by its other members. Often, he\she is the main decision maker and is responsible
for financial support and welfare of the household.

Average Household Size: (Indicator)

It refers to the average number of household members calculated through dividing the total
number of members of a certain category by the number of households for that particular
category.

Sex:
It is classified into male and female.

Age in Completed Years:
The completed age in years of the person enumerated, which is the difference between the date
of birth and the census reference period.

Original Nationality:
It refers to the political identity of the individual as Palestinian, Jordanian, Egyptian, Brazilian,
French, etc.

Mother’s usual place of residence (place of birth):
It refers to the mother's usual place of residence at the time of her child's birth.

Usual place of residence:

It refers to the name of the locality or country in which the person spends most of his time
during the year (lived there six months and above), irrespective of whether it is the person’s
same place of existence during the Census, or the place in which he works and performs related
activities or the place in which his original household is based or not.

Previous Usual Place of Residence:
It is the place (if existing) where the person stayed for a minimum of six months before he
moved to the current usual place of residence.

Religion:
It refers to the spiritual belief of the person.

Refugee Status:
This status relates to the Palestinians who were forced to leave their land in Palestine which
occupied by Israel in 1948. It applies to their male sons and grandchildren.
1. Registered Refugees: It applies to registered refugees holding refugee registration cards
issued by UNRWA.
2. Non-Registered Refugees: It applies to unregistered refugees who do not hold refugee
registration cards issued by UNRWA.
3. Non-Refugee: It applies to any Palestinian not categorized under any of the two
aforementioned status.

Difficulty/disability:

Individuals with disabilities include those who have long-term physical, mental, intellectual, or
sensory impairments which, in interaction with various barriers, may hinder their full and
effective participation in society on an equal basis with others.

Seeing Difficulty/disability:

Individuals who have some difficulties or disability in seeing that limits their ability to perform
their daily duties, for example, may not be able to read, or see road signs while driving a car,
may not be able to see well with one eye, or tunnel vision, or problem with vision that they
perceive to be a problem.

Hearing Difficulty/disability:

Individuals who have some hearing difficulties or disability that contribute to the reduction of
their ability to perform any part and aspect of their day, such as difficulty hearing someone
talking in a busy place or with noise, or cannot hear someone speak directly and at normal
volume (without shouting or higher volume), and determine whether they are unable to hear
with one ear or both.
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Mobility Difficulty/disability:

Individuals who have difficulties or disability to navigate and walk on foot, which may limit or
not the performance of daily activities. For example, may find it difficult to walk a short
distance, or a problem going up and down stairs or uneven terrain, or cannot walk any distance
without a break or stop, or cannot walk without relying on a stick, or crutch, or walking device,
or cannot stand on their feet for more than a minute and need a wheelchair for movement from
one place to another. It covers disabilities or difficulties that people with disability face inside
or outside homes. It also covers difficulties that people face during walking for more than 15
minutes, Its also includes individuals who can't use their hands and fingers for holding tools or
writing or anything else, or can't raising two liters of water at eye level, using their hands..

Remembering and concentrating Difficulty/disability:

Includes difficulties in the following: memory, concentration, decision-making, understanding
speech, reading, identifying individuals, directions and using a map, calculations, reading and
thinking, such as individuals who have difficulty in understanding and performing daily
activities. For example, finds it difficult to find locations, cannot focus on work, or forgets
where they are or forgets which month it is, forgets to take medication or to eat, lacks
understanding and knowledge of what is going on around him. It also includes the person's
inability to understand things or deal with others. It includes forgetting to do something
important, people who suffer from lack of memory like where things have been put in the
house, as well as difficulty in concentration on doing things for more than 10 minutes.

Communication Difficulty/disability:

Inability to exchange information and ideas with others and engage with them through the use
of speech, or use signs, or write the information they want to share with others. This may be
due to the result of a deficiency in hearing or speech, or lack of intellectual capacity to interpret
and understand others.

Cause of Difficulty/disability:
Cause of difficulty/disability is the main reason behind that difficulty/ disability, the causes are
as follows:

1. Congenital: if the main cause of difficulty/ disability is due to prenatal reasons, include
genetic causes.

2. Pregnancy\ Birth related: If the cause of the difficulty/ disability of the individual is
conditions related to the mother's pregnancy or childbirth, ie the reasons for pregnancy or
childbirth itself.

3. Hiness: If the cause of the major difficulty/ disability is due to a particular disease such as
poliomyelitis.

4. Psychological/ physical abuse: means that person with disability resulted from physical
or psychological abuse from one of his family, teacher in the school, unknown person, or
unknown site. Individuals who have subjected to psychological or physical torture inside
Israeli occupation prisons or by Israeli occupying forces or the settlers are excluded.

5. Aging: In the sense that the individual suffers from difficulty/ disability because of the
pyramid and old age and this case applies only to the elderly (60 years and more).

6. Work injury: If the difficulty/ disability is the result of a work injury during the
performance of the individual's work.

7. Traffic accident: difficulty/ disability resulting from traffic accidents of various types or
accidents of run.

8. Other accident: difficulty/ disability is caused by any other accident such as falling from
above buildings, fire, drowning, shooting accidents etc., with the assurance that any of
these reasons if during work is considered a work injury .
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9. Israeli measurments: If the individual has any difficulty/ disability due to any attack by
the Israeli army or the settlers, the beating, shooting or other attacks during the Intifada or
the successive Israeli aggression on the Gaza Strip and others.

10. War: If the cause is the result of injury during a war and does not include the first or
second intifada.

11. Stress: A state of extreme psychological tension, intolerance, occurs because of external
factors that pressure the individual, and create a state of imbalance and disorder in the
behavior.

12. Other: If the cause of the major difficulty/ disability is not mentioned above.

Health Insurance:
Indemnity coverage against financial losses associated with occurrence or treatment of health
problems.

Types of Health Insurance:

e Government insurance: means the insurance of the Palestinian Ministry of Health.

e Private insurance: Insurance is supervised and operated by private insurance companies
such as Trust, Arab, Mashreq, Gaza and other companies. These companies issue health
insurance for employees of institutions and companies, and individuals for an agreed fee.
This insurance covers specific treatment services (health centers, Hospitals, doctors,
pharmacies, laboratories, etc).

e Israeli insurance: is the insurance for the Jerusalem identity holders, which is supervised
and managed by the Israeli Ministry of Health through private companies providing
therapeutic services, including Israeli social security.

e UNRWA insurance: Every registered refugee and has a registration card (provisions),
who is entitled to receive treatment services at UNRWA centers for free.

Chronic Disease:

A disorder or impairment of the normal state of well-being which need continuous treatment,
diagnosed by a specialist. Such as the following chronic diseases: blood pressure disease,
diabetes, stomach ulcers, heart disease, cancer, kidney disease, liver disease, arthritis,
osteoporosis, thalassemia, epilepsy, asthma, chronic back pain.

Kindergarten:
Any educational institution licensed by MOE offering education to four or five year olds.
Kindergarten Consists of the first and second grades.

Educational Attendance:
Attendance means registering the person in any formal education stage irrespective of whether
it took the form of continuous attendance or distant learning. Formal education stages include
the elementary stage, preparatory stage, (both of which are referred to as the basic stage),
secondary stage, and higher education stage.
1. Attending: It applies if the person is currently enrolled in a regular educational
stage.
2. Attended and left: It applies if the person unsuccessfully left a regular educational
stage, i.e., without obtaining any degree.
3. Attended and graduated: It applies if the person successfully graduated from a
regular educational stage and did not enroll in any stage after that.
4. Never attended: It applies if the person is not currently enrolled and was never
enrolled in any regular educational stage.

Educational Attainment:
It refers to the highest successfully completed educational attainment level. The educational
level for persons aged 10 years and over.

Illiterate: It applies to persons unable to read or write in any language and who were never
awarded a certificate from any formal education system.

Can Read and Write: It applies to persons who are able to read and write without completing
any of the educational stages. Such persons are generally able to read and write simple
sentences.

Specialization:
It refers to the name of the subject the person successfully completed.

Place of study:
For persons who completed the elementary stage and above, the place of attaining the highest
educational attainment (level).

Employed:

Persons aged 7 years and over who were work at least one hour during the reference period, or
who were not at work during the reference period, but held a job or owned business from which
they were temporarily absent (because of illness, vacation, temporarily stoppage, or any other
reason). The employed person is normally classified in one of two categories according to the
number of weekly work hours, i.e. 1-14 work hours and 15 work hours and above. Also the
absence due to sick leave, vacation, temporarily stoppage, or any other reason.

Labour Force Status:
A person’s work status in terms of being inside or outside the labour force and also classified as
follows:

1. Employed 1-14 work hours: Persons aged 7 years and over who were at work for at
least one hour or were not at work during the reference week but held a job or owned a
business from which they were temporarily absent and usually working hours 1-14 hours
per week.

2. Employed 15-34 work hours: Persons aged 7 years and over who were at work for at
least one hour or were not at work during the reference week but held a job or owned a
business from which they were temporarily absent and usually working hours 15-34
hours per week.

3. Employed 35-45 hours or more: Persons aged 7 years and over who were at work
during the reference week and held a job or owned a business from which they were
temporarily absent and usually working hours 35-45 hours per week.

4. Employed 46 hours or more: Persons aged 7 years and over who were at work during
the reference week and held a job or owned a business from which they were temporarily
absent and usually working hours 46 hours or more per week.

5. Does not work but want to work — Ever employed actively seeking a job during the
Last 4 weeks: Those individuals aged 7 years and over who worked for more than two
weeks continuously during the past reference period, i.e. this individual did not work
even for one hour during the reference week (last week that precedes the night of
reference period), although he wants to work and actively seeking a job during the last 4
weeks preceding the interview, by one method of the following: registration at
employment office, or registration at a labour union, or asking friends or relatives, or a
personal visit to the premises, or reading the newspaper in order to obtain jobs, or
searching for a building or land or machinery or equipment in order to establish a private
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project or seek financial resources. Note: this category is those who worked in the
previous two weeks continuously for the last three years.

6. Does not work and wants to work — never employed actively seeking a job during
the last 4 weeks: Those individuals aged 7 years and over who did not work at all during
the last period, were not absent from a job, were available for work and actively seeking a
job during the last 4 weeks preceding the interview, by one method of the following:
registration at an employment office, or registration at a labour union, or asking friends or
relatives, or a personal visit to the premises, or reading the newspaper in order to obtain
jobs, or searching for a building or land or machinery or equipment in order to establish a
private project or seek financial resources.

Does not work and does not want to work:

Individuals aged 7 years or over for whom the concept of employed or unemployed does not
apply, are classified outside the labour force in the sense that this individual did not work even
one hour during the reference period, nor is looking for work and does not wish to work and
falls under this definition:

7. Full-time studying / training: Individuals aged 7 years and above who regularly study
in order to obtain a qualified skill and not linked to work during the reference period. It
should be noted here that household chores and hobbies are excluded from the concept of
employment.

8. Full-time housekeeping: females aged 7 years and above not working and not looking
for work and not attending regular study and aims to serve the household. This does not
include the servicing other households for payment in kind or cash .

9. Disabled /old age / illness: An individual aged 7 years and above who cannot do any
kind of work due to chronic illness or disability. This category also includes all
individuals who are unable to work because of old age.

10. The existence of income: If an individual is able to work but does not work and did not
wish to work nor look for work because there is revenue or a source of income.

11. Retirement: If an individual is able to work but does not work and did not wish to work
nor look for work because of his retirement.

12. Other: Includes any individual for which all the previously stated did not apply, such as
a prisoner, or individual capable of work but not wishing or looking for work and who
has no income, such as sons and daughters who are not attending school and do not apply
to any situation mentioned previously.

Main Occupation:

Occupation refers to the kind of work done during the reference period by the employed
person, or the kind of work done previously if unemployed, irrespective of the Economic
Activity or the employment status of the person. Occupations are grouped together mainly on
the basis of the similarity of skills required to fulfill the tasks and duties of the job.

Main Economic Activity:
Is the main work of the establishment based on the (ISIC, rev4) and that contribute by the large
proportion of the value added, whenever more than one activity exist in the establishment.
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Sector:
large group of the economy, grouped according to their place in the production chain, by their
kind of work (product or service) or ownership. ...etc, the sector classified as follows:

1.

National private (indoor): if the employed and unemployed ever worked persons owned
enterprises by 51% or more of their capital to one person or group of persons or private
institutions residing in Palestine.

National private (outdoor): Comprise all persons who worked as self employed and do
not work for fixed establishment; instance for that the street venders who worked as own
account, own account taxi deriver, or the worker in construction without being employed
as permanent worker for any establishment or contractor or farmer who works in his
own farm.

Foreign private (indoor): if the employed and unemployed ever worked persons in an
establishment owned by 51% or more from its capital to individuals or non-resident
enterprises in Palestine, including branches of foreign companies in Palestine that does
not include diplomatic and official missions to these governments.

Foreign private (outdoor): Comprise all persons who worked as self employed and do
not worked at fixed establishments in Israel or Arab Countries.

National government: All establishments (ministries, departments and agencies) that
belongs to the state of Palestine. This includes institutions that belongs to these ministries
in governorates, in addition to schools and government hospitals.

Local Authority: Municipalities and village councils and its belonging facilities, public
parks, public libraries and electricity generators that belongs to the village council and
the like.

Foreign Government: Its an establishments that belongs directly to the foreign
Government, such as embassies and diplomatic missions, consulates and diplomatic
missions.

Non profit organization: Includes the charitable association and the nonprofit
establishments such as the unions, all women and youth organizations, churches and the
establishments attached to it.

Cooperative Company: It's an associations registered in the Ministry of Labour as
associations for specific purposes and can be targeted profit or non-profit.

10. UNRWA: Includes all institutions belongs to the United Nation for Relief and Works

Agency for Palestinian Refugees, whether administration offices and services, schools
and clinics and training centers.

11. International Organization: Includes various United Nations organizations (except for

UNRWA), such as UNESCO, UNDP and a like, and similar international institutions
(such as the International Red Cross and the World Bank, the International Monetary
Fund ..)).

Employment Status:
It refers to the employment status of the employed or unemployed ever worked persons. The
employment status is categorized as follows:

1.

Employer: A person who works in an establishment that is totally or partially belonging to
him \ her and hires or supervises the work of one or more waged employees. This includes
persons operating their projects or contracting companies provided they employ a
minimum of one waged employee. Shareholders are not considered employers even if they
are working in it.

. Self-employed: A person who work in an establishment that is totally or partially

belonging to him\her (partner) and do not hires any wage employees. This includes self
employed who work to own selves outside establishments.
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3.

Regular wage employee: A person who works for another person or for the account of a
particular establishment/ enterprise under or it's supervision and receives remuneration in
wage, salary, commission, tips, piece rates or another remuneration kind, Taking into
account that there is an agreement (oral / written) between the employer and the worker to
guarantee some rights for the employee. This item includes persons employed in
governmental, non — governmental and private institutions along with those employed in
a household enterprise in return for a specific remuneration, UNRWA, regular employee/
national private sector / Foreign Private Sector.

Irregular wage employee: A person who works for another person or for the account of
an establishment/ enterprise under it's supervision irregularly, such as casual employees,
employees on a daily or weekly basis without any formal attachment with the work. and
when they are out of work in the reference period, they are not classified as workers.
Unpaid family member: A person who works without pay in an economic

enterprise operated by a related person in the same household.

Place of work:
It refers to the working place of the employed person and the last working place of the
unemployed ever worked. Place of work is classified as follows:

1.

At home: It applies if the employee works inside housing unit. However, it does not apply
to cases in which a grocery with its own door (for instance) is close to the housing unit. In
this case, the place of work is considered in the same locality.

In the same locality: It applies if the employee works inside his locality.

In the same governorate: It applies if the employee works in one of the localities
belonging to the same governorate.

In other governorate: It applies if the employee works in one of the localities belonging to
a different governorate.

In Israel: It applies if the employee works in the Palestinian Territory which occupied by
Israel in 1948. Note that the Jerusalem governorate is considered to be within the
Palestinian governorates.

In Israeli Settlements: It applies if the employee works in one of the Israeli settlements
established in parts of Palestine which occupied in 1967.

Abroad: It applies if the employee works in another country except Palestine and Israel.

Marital Status:

The status of those aged 14 years and over in terms of marriage traditions and laws in the
country.

May be one of the following cases:

1.

Never married: It applies if the person aged 14 years has not been married or Legally
married (according to customs and traditions applicable in the country).

Legally Married: It applies if the person-aged 14 years has an official marriage document
(issued by a competent court) but has not been actually married yet according to customs
and traditions applicable in the country. The divorced, widowed, and married twice do not
belong to this category.

Married: It applies if the person aged 14 years is actually and officially married
(according to customs and traditions applicable in the country) irrespective of his \ her past
marital status as well as of whether the couple were together during the reference period or
not. The person married to more than one wife is classified married.

Divorced: The person aged 14 years who previously married and legally divorced but was
not married again.

Widowed: The married person aged 14 years whose marriage was split by the death of the
spouse and was not married again.
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6. Separated: The individual 14 years old and over who was married, but his/her marriage
was revoked for some reason without any legal or official registration, and he/she did not
marry again.

Age at first marriage in completed years:
It refers to the age of the individual in years at the time of his/her actual marriage.

Live Birth:
It refers to any live birth who shouted, cried or shown any signs of live upon delivery,
irrespective of whether he died after that or not.

Living Children:
Infants born alive and are still living regardless of age.

Definitions of Jerusalem J1 & J2:

For pure statistical purposes, Jerusalem Governorate was divided into two parts. (Area J1)
includes those parts of Jerusalem which were annexed by Israeli occupation in 1967. Those
parts include the following localities: (Kafr A'gab, Beit Hanina, Shu'fat Camp, Shu'fat, Al
'Isawiya, Sheikh Jarrah, Wadi al Joz, Bab as Sahira, As Suwwana, At Tur, Jerusalem (Al

This chapter presents the main results for key indicators of the Population and Housing Census
2017 which was carried out during the period (1/12/2017-24/12/2017) on the individual and

household Level.

2.1 Population Final Results

Around 70.8% of Population are living in Urban Areas

Final results showed that the total population of the West Bank' on the midnight of
30/11-1/12/2017 was 2,881,957 persons, including 1,470,293 males and 1,411,664 females.
This number includes 51,419 persons estimated based on the post enumeration survey, where
the under coverage rate was 2.0% of the total population in the West Bank?. (see table 1).

The number of population in the West Bank is distributed by locality type into 2,004,005 or
70.8% of the total population living in urban areas, 686,913 persons or 24.3% of the total
population living in rural areas, and 139,620 persons or 4.9% of the total population living in
refugee camps. (see table 1). In comparison to 2007 census, the percentage of the total
population living in urban areas was 68.7%, 25.9% living in rural areas, and 5.4% living in
refugee camps. (see table 1).

2.2 The Basic Demographic and Social Characteristics of the Population

2.2.1 Population Age Structure

Around 43.4% of Population are Under 18 Years of Age

The final results showed that the number of persons aged 0-17 years in the West Bank totaled
1,215,452 persons or 43.4% of the total population in the West Bank, the number of persons
aged 18-29 years was 638,062 persons or 22.8% of the total population, while the population
aged 60 years and over totaled 152,443 persons or 5.4 % of the total population, (see table 2).

2.2.2 Refugee Status

95.3% of Palestinians in Refugee Camps are Refugees

The number of refugees in the West Bank totaled 741,448 or 26.6% of the total Palestinian
population in the West Bank. They are distributed as follows: 469,268 in urban areas (23.8% of
the total Palestinian population of the urban areas), 140,397 in rural areas (20.7% of the total
Palestinian population of the rural areas), and 131,783 in refugee camps (95.3% of the total
Palestinian population of the refugee camps). (see table 6).

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2.2.3 Basic Characteristics of Education

Illiteracy Rate among Palestinian Females Aged 15 Years and over is
Higher than that of Males

The findings showed that the total number of illiterates Palestinian population in the West Bank
aged 15 years and over was 62,736 comprising 3.6% of the total Palestinian population aged 15
years and over. Illiteracy is more prevalent among females than males, since there were 15,081
illiterate males or 1.7% of the total number Palestinian males population aged 15 years and
over, and 47,655 illiterate females or 5.5% of the total number Palestinian females population
of the same age group. Regarding locality type, the highest illiteracy rate was among
Palestinian population aged 15 years and over living in rural areas with 4.8%, followed by
among Palestinians living in refugee camps with 3.6%, and the lowest rate was among who live
in urban areas with 3.2%. (see table 18).

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In comparison with the 2007 Census, illiteracy has dropped. The rate of the Palestinian illiterate
population reached 7.0% of the total Palestinian population aged 15 and over in 2007 in the
West Bank; of which 3.3% were males and 10.7% were females, whereas, regarding the
distribution of illiteracy rate by locality type produced these results: illiteracy rate was 6.1% in
urban areas, 9.1% in rural areas, and 7.3% in refugee camps.

The number of the Palestinian population in the West Bank® with associate diploma and higher
reached 347,255 persons or 19.7% of the total number of the Palestinian population aged 15
years and over in the West Bank. Those specialized in Business and administration
specializations and Education specializations occupied the first place; 24.3% for those
specialized in Business and administration specializations, followed by education
specializations were 21.5% of Palestinians with associate diploma and higher. (see table 21).

In comparison with 2007 census, the results showed that business and administration science
occupied the first place at 20.1%, this was followed by specializing in Education science and
teachers rehabilitation were 15.2% of Palestinians with associate diploma and higher.

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2.2.4 Basic Characteristics of Labour

Unemployment Rate of the Palestinian Population Aged (15 Years and over)
in Rural Areas is the Lowest

The number of economically active Palestinian population aged 15 years and over in the West
Bank* was 728,424 with 46.2% of the total Palestinian population aged 15 years and over in the
West Bank, including 607,991 males with 76.0% of the total male population aged 15 years and
over, and 120,433 females with 15.5% of the total female population for the same age group.
(see table 23).

The unemployment rate was 13.2% of the total population aged 15 years and over in the West
Bank, where the number of unemployed persons totaled 96,429 persons for the same age group.
The highest unemployment rate by locality type was found in refugee camps at 20.0% of the
Palestinian population aged 15 years in camps, followed by 12.9% in urban areas, and 12.7% in
rural areas. (see table 23).

In the same context, results showed that the total number of Palestinian employed population
aged 15 years and over was 631,995 persons, comprising 86.8% of the total economically
active Palestinian population in the West Bank. Craft and related Trade workers occupation
comprised the highest percentage among the other main occupations with 23.2%, followed by
elementary occupation with 21.2% of the total employed Palestinians aged 15 years and over.
On the other hand, Construction activity comprised the highest percentage among the economic
activities with 25.6%, followed by Wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles economic activity with 16.2%. (see tables 24, 25).

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2.2.5 Basic Characteristics of Disability

The Highest Percentage of Palestinian Population with Disability is in the Camps

The final results of the Census showed that the total number of Palestinian population® with
disability in the West Bank totaled 44,570 persons with 1.8% of the total Palestinian population
in the West Bank. Regarding their distribution by age groups, results showed that the number
of Palestinian population with disability in the age group 0-14 years was 6,167 persons with
13.8% of the total Palestinian population with disability in the West Bank, 24,570 persons in
the age group 15-64 years with 55.1%, and 13,833 persons aged 65 years and over with 31.0%.
(see table 36).

The number of Palestinian population with disability in the West Bank is distributed by locality
type into 28,563 persons in urban areas with 1.7% of the total Palestinian population living in
urban areas, 12,170 persons in rural areas with 1.8% of the total Palestinian population living in
rural areas, and 3,837 persons in camps with 3.0% of the total Palestinian population living in
the camps, where mobility disability comprised the highest percentage in urban areas, rural
areas, and camps, among the other types of disabilities with 0.8%, 0.9%, 1.6% respectively.
(see table 37).

The number of illiterate Palestinian population aged 15 years and over with disability in the
West Bank was 13,239 persons with 34.5% of the total Palestinian population aged 15 years
and over with disability in the West Bank, comprising 4,301 males with 20.6% of the total
Palestinian males aged 15 years and over with disability, and 8,938 females with 50.9% of the
total Palestinian females aged 15 years and over with disability. On the other hand, the total
number of illiterate Palestinian population 15 years and over in the West Bank was 3.6%; of
which 1.7% the percentage of illiterate males, and 5.5% was the percentage of illiterate females
of the same age group. (see tables 18, 39).

2.3 Number of Private Households

4.8 the Average Size of the Palestinian Households

The final results of the census showed that the number of Palestinian private households in the
West Bank totaled 593,567 households, comprising 424,094 households in urban areas with
71.4%, 140,406 households living in rural areas with 23.7%, 29,067 households living in the
camps with 4.9% of the total Palestinian private households in the west Bank. In this context,
the average size of the Palestinian households was 4.8 person, where the highest average size
was 4.9 in the rural compared with urban and camps. The number of nuclear households in the
West Bank reached 506,440 or 86.3% of the total number of the Palestinian households. (see
table 8).
