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Introduction

Violence is considered a social phenomenon that is being practiced at different levels and in
various forms. This phenomenon is not only limited on a certain segment or a level. The
Palestinian Society, likewise any other society, suffers from the violence phenomenon, where
it, in many cases, leads to household separation, divorce and the spread of homicides in the
society, which rose rapidly in past few years.

The Violence Survey in the Palestinian Society 2019 is a specialized valuable survey which
was implemented in Palestine for the third time. The first survey was conducted in the year
2005 and the second followed in 2011. This survey is of great importance as it sheds light on
the phenomenon of violence in the Palestinian society including all of its types such as violence
occurring within the households and communities. The current version provides an opportunity
to compare its findings with those of previous versions to observe the change in size of this
deep-rooted phenomenon in the Palestinian society, its abundance, changes in trends and any
related developmental and humanitarian characteristics. The survey’s current version aims at
providing a comprehensive and updated database on violence targeting women, children, the
youth, the elderly and persons with disabilities, inside and outside the household, which would
assist decision and policy makers of social, health, educational, legal as well as economic
policies to prepare plans and programs and to design evidence-based interventions to uplift
these marginalized social segments, meet their needs and provide them with much needed
services.

The Violence Survey in the Palestinian Society 2019 was conducted in light of the increasing
need to fill the data gaps present in the two previous years. It also comes in response to
international demands related to the Sustainable Development Agenda 2030 and in response to
the need to provide these indicators to realize national priorities. In addition, the survey also
meets the needs of all partners including governmental and non-governmental organizations
and civil society institutions.

Objective:
Preparing a methodology for recalculating calculate violence rates out of the data of the
Violence Survey in the Palestinian Society 2019.

Sub-objectives:
Adopting the classification of acts of violence in the Palestinian society and for all modules.
xI Adopting data cleaning mechanism (completion cases, targeted groups of each model,
repetition cases (duplication), missing cases).
X Adopting the mechanism of calculating the violence rates for all the survey’s modules.

Modules used in the Violence Survey in the Palestinian Society 2019.

Currently married or ever married women aged (14 — 64) years.

Children (males and females) aged (0-11) years.

Children (males and females) aged (12-17) years.

Individuals (males and females) aged (18 — 64) who have never been married.
Currently married or ever married men aged (14-64) years.

Elderly persons (65 years and above).

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First: Classification of acts of violence/abuse

e The United Nations in the Guidelines for Producing Statistics on Violence Against Women
stated that there are four main classifications for violence against women (noting that the
Guidelines did not mention the social violence classification, as this phenomenon is
considered a social one), these classifications are as follows:

1. Physical Violence
e Slapping her
e Throwing something harmful towards
her
e Pulling or plucking her hair
e Hitting her with something
e Beating her with the fists or with other
things
e Kicking, biting or pulling her
e Strangling or burning her
e Threatening her with a knife, gun or any
other weapon.

2. Sexual Abuse

4. Economic Abuse

e This form of violence that occurs when
a husband denies a wife access to her
own or family's financial resources,
usually as a form of abuse or control, in
order to isolate, dominate and control
her, or to impose other negative
consequences on her personal, economic
and social well-being, including the
following:

e Depriving her from accessing to marital,
family and personal financial resources.

¢ Depriving her from accessing to her and
the family's properties and durable
goods.

e Depriving her from accessing to labour
market and education.

e Depriving her from participating in the
decision making related to the economic
status.

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eBased on the above, this classification was used to reclassifying the 41 acts/behaviors of
violence that might be practiced by the husband in the currently married or ever married women
aged (14-64) years model. Also, the social abuse were reclassified as well as the acts taken from
a classification that is according to the UNSD Guidelines, as the below table:

e The UN Guidelines for Producing Statistics on Violence Against Women tapped into and
focused on the violence phenomenon against married women. However, the classification of
violence acts/behaviors was used and applied on the rest of the modules of the survey by
measurement.
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Second: Data Cleaning Mechanism
The data cleaning mechanism is carried out in accordance with the data processing process
followed at PCBS. All modules of the questionnaire underwent data cleaning as the following:
1. Non-completed cases were deleted.
2. Missing cases were eliminated.
3. All segments that are not included in the target group of each model were deleted.
4. The repeated cases in each model were deleted separately, except the model of elderly
persons aged 65 years and above, as the methodology here was comprehensive
inventory.

Third: The calculation mechanism of the indicators

As it is the case in the classification, the guidelines discussed the mechanism for calculating the
indictors of violence against women. This mechanism will be used in calculating violence
indicators against the rest of the targeted groups in the questionnaire’s modules, as follows:

¢ The violence rates are calculated (including all types of violence (economic, physical, sexual,
psychological)) as being the number of currently married or ever married women who reported
of one experience of violence or more divided by the number of currently married or ever
married women; representing it as a percentage, through:

1. Calculating the number of women who reported being exposed to any form of violence
at least for one time (Numerator), noting that the cases of “don’t apply” and “I don’t
know” become “did not experience violence” and the missing cases are eliminated.

2. Calculating the number of currently married or ever married women who exposed to
violence by the husband (Denominator).

3. Calculating the percentages of currently married or ever married women and were
exposed to violence by the husband.

The number of women who reported being exposed to any form of
Violence rates= violence at least for one time
Total respondents

For calculating the numbers, the calculation mechanism within the rows sum was used after
recoding the answers for ensuring not dropping out any case of violence exposure cases.
Knowingly, the Multi Response Rate Mechanism was used to calculate the violence prevalence
rate in the preliminary results. This mechanism works by calculating the number of cases
exposed to acts of violence and not the number of women exposed to violence (where it
calculates the number of times that the women were exposed to from all acts and then t divides
the number by the total cases exposed to acts of violence).

Fourth: The reasons for the possible differences/variations between the results of the new
methodology and the preliminary results

Based on the above, the difference that appeared between the results of the new methodology
and the preliminary results of the survey was due to the following reasons:

1- The UN Guidelines for Producing Statistics on Violence Against Women focused on
four main classifications for the violence phenomenon against women (physical,
psychological, sexual and economic); thus, the act/behaviors of violence were
reclassified, taking into account the elimination and distribution of social violence acts
among the other types of violence according to the above guidelines.

Calculating the violence rates for violence modules using the same mechanism

according to the mechanism of calculating the indicators of the violence against women
stated in the UN Guidelines as mentioned in third article concerning the calculation
mechanism, and not as it was calculated in the preliminary results using Multi Response
Rate Mechanism.

The result of eliminating the missing cases and omitting all incomplete cases, as well as
omitting the groups that are not included the targeted segments out of each module and
omitting repeated cases in each module.
