It has been able to accomplish several statistical tasks by relying on
primary sources, including censuses and surveys. In addition, it has cooperated with public
and private sector institutions in using secondary sources, such as administrative records, to
derive further statistical data.

We are pleased to present the Twenty three Statistical Yearbook of Palestine 2022. This book
is part of our efforts to provide continuous time series data that make it possible to study
general trends in different fields through a comprehensive statistical reference that covers
most demographic, social, economic, and geographic enviroment fields. This book provides
official statistics on various aspects of life in Palestine, along with available statistics on
Palestinians throughout the world. Yearbook comprises five main sections on Palestinian
demographic, and economic data.

In arabic part the first chapter discusses demographic and social characteristics of
Palestinians in those parts of Palestine that are still under Israeli military occupation and the
second chapter covers the land and palestinian enviroment and the third chapter discuss
statistical information about palestinian economic. The forth chapter discusses the conditions
of Palestinians in the Occupied Palestinian Territory in 1948, who live under full Israeli
administration and jurisdiction. The fifth chapter addresses the most prominent
characteristics of Palestinians in the Diaspora, particularly in countries that host Palestinian
refugees: Jordan, Syria, and Lebanon.

We hope that the Yearbook will bridge gaps in information and serve as a major basic
reference for official statistics on Palestine. The information provided by this Yearbook
should enhance development and assist decision makers in formulating decisions and plans
based on informed and professional foundations.

Geography of Palestine:

Historical Borders of Palestine:

Palestine is bordered to the north by the Syrian Arab Republic and the Lebanese Republic, to
the west by the Mediterranean Sea, to the south by the Arab Republic of Egypt, and the Gulf
of Agaba, and to the east, by the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan.

Palestine’s Climate:

Palestine is located within the region of the Mediterranean climate, which is characterized by
its moderation, but the most important thing that distinguishes it is that it is hot and dry in
summer and cold and rainy in winter. In Palestine, the climate varies with the diversity of
topography.

Bodies of Water in Palestine:
There are many springs in Palestine, where there are about 860 springs spread in the
mountainous areas and the valley.

As for the rivers of Palestine, most of them are short and seasonal, and the most important
rivers of Palestine are the Jordan River, which is 320 km long. There is a number of short
rivers that descend from the western foothills of the mountainous heights to flow into the
Mediterranean Sea, the most important of which are Al Magtaa River, Al-Qarn Valley, Al
Zarga'a River, and Al A'uja River.

Palestine overlooks the coast of the Mediterranean Sea for about 224 km and Al-Agaba Gulf
for about 10.5 km. There is also Tiberias Lake, which is the only water surface found in
Palestine. It is 21.5 km long and 12.3 km wide

Governorates of Palestine

The area of historical Palestine is 27,027 km?, where the area of the West Bank is 5,660 km?
and the area of Gaza Strip is 365 km2. Palestine consists of 16 governorates (Jerusalem, the
capital of Palestine, Jenin, Tubas and the northern valleys, Tulkarm, Nablus, Qalgiliya, Salfit,
Ramallah and Al-Bireh, Jericho and Al-Aghwar, Bethlehem, Hebron, North Gaza, Gaza, Deir

In 2017, Palestinian refugees constituted 42.2% of the total population: 26.3% in the
West Bank and 66.1% in Gaza Strip.

The average household size in Palestine was 5 persons in 2021: 4.7 persons in the West
Bank and 5.6 persons in Gaza Strip.

Vital Statistics

Gaza governorate recorded the highest number of marriages in Palestinein 2021 with
7,282 contracts while Jericho & Al Aghwar governorate recorded the lowest number of
marriages with 499 contracts.

The number of registered divorces at Sharia courts in Palestine in 2021 was 9,794 cases;
5,605 cases in the West Bank and 4,189 cases in Gaza Strip. Gaza governorate recorded
the highest number of divorce cases in Palestine with 1,380 cases while Jericho & Al
Aghwar governorate recorded the lowest number with 111 cases.

The Data of registered births and registered deaths does not include Jerusalem ID holders,
The number of live births registered in Palestine in 2021 was 141,092 of which 82,822
in West Bank and 58,270 in Gaza Strip.

While the number of registered deaths in the same year in Palestine was 16,755 of which
9,948 in the West bank and 6,807 in Gaza Strip.

1.2 Gender

Violence against Women

59.3% of currently married or ever married women (15-64 years) in Palestine were
exposed to violence “at least once” by their husbands in any form; 52.3% in the West
Bank compared to 70.4% in Gaza Strip.

19.2% of currently married or ever married women (15-64 years) in Palestine were
exposed to violence “at least once” practiced by others, regardless of its form; 19.8% in
the West Bank and 18.4% in Gaza Strip.

9.8% of currently married or ever married women (15-64 years) in Palestine were exposed
to violence in places outside the home, regardless of its form; 10.1% in the West Bank
and 9.3% in Gaza Strip, during the past 12 months preceding the interview day in 2019.

7.6% of currently married or ever married women (15- 64 Years) were exposed to
violence through telecommunication (any threatening, blackmailing, or harassing
different people or parties through calls or messages) in Palestine.

9.6% of currently married or ever married women (15-64 years) in Palestine were exposed
to some forms of cyber violence through social media networks.

Child

Children in Palestine constitute nearly half of the population, which means that investing
in this segment of society is important to guarantee their rights and provide them with
opportunities to live in dignity and safety.
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The number of children under the age of eighteen, estimated in the mid of 2022 in
Palestine, reached 2,352,850 children, of whom 1,202,379 were males and 1,150,471
were females.

1.3 Health

The number of governmental and non-governmental hospitals in Palestine reached 89
hospitals in 2021, 54 in the West Bank and 35 in the Gaza Strip. It has a capacity of 7,296

beds, distributed among 4,270 beds in the West Bank, and 3,026 beds in Gaza Strip.

In 2021, the main cause of deaths for children under-five in the West Bank was conditions
in the prenatal period, which amounted to about 48.6%, followed by congenital
malformations with a rate of 34.2%.

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In 2019-2020 indicated that 8.7% of children under-five suffer from stunting, 2.1% suffer
from underweight, 1.3% suffer from wasting, and 8.6% suffer from overweight. % of
weight gain among children.

The percentage of individuals 18 years and over who smoke one or more smoked tobacco
products (manufactured cigarettes, hand-rolled cigarettes, cigars, and water-pipes) in
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Palestine reached 31.3% of the total individuals 18 years and over in 2021, 40.1% in the
West Bank, and 17.0% in Gaza Strip.

The percentage of disability in Palestine reached 2.1% in 2017, of which 1.7% in the West
Bank and 2.6% in Gaza Strip, while this percentage was 2.0% in 2007 in Palestine, 2.2%
in the West Bank and 1.8% in Gaza Strip. This is according to the narrow definition of
disability, which includes a lot of difficulty, and can't at all.

1.4 Labour and Wages
In 2021, the labour force participation rate for persons (15 years and above) in Palestine
was 43.4%: 68.9% for males and 17.2% for females.

In 2021, revised unemployment rate was 26.4% in Palestine: 22.4% for males against
42.9% for females.

1.5 Living Standards

Poverty:

Poverty is a multidimensional phenomenon consisting of monetary (economic well-
being) and non-monetary (social well-being) aspects.

In the case of Palestine, it is the monetary poverty that mainly drives the poverty index,
as the monetary poverty rate in Palestine reached 29.2% for the year 2017 (13.9% in the
West Bank and 53.0% in Gaza Strip),

The multidimensional poverty rate reached 24.0% for the same year (10.6% in the West
Bank and 44.7% in Gaza Strip, and in terms of the adjusted poverty rate (MO0), it was
4.3% in the West Bank and 19.4% in Gaza Strip).

1.6 Education and Culture

The total number of schools in Palestine in 2021/2022 was 3,142 comprising 2,369
schools in the West Bank and 773 schools in Gaza Strip.

The total number of students was 1,358,410 students: 1,092,572 students at basic stage
and 265,838 students at secondary stage.

The average number of students per class in the basic stage by supervisory authority was
30.1 in governmental schools, 40.0 in UNRWA schools, and 22.5 in private schools. The
average number of students per class in the secondary stage was 29.5 in governmental
schools, 29.3 in UNRWA schools and 19.5 in private schools.

1.8 Security and Justice

Reported Criminal Offenses:

The number of reported criminal Offenses in 2021 in Palestine reached 37,037 in the West
Bank. (excluding Jerusalem J1)

Criminal Offenses were concentrated in assault on others by 34.6%, theft 7.8%, assault
on private and public property 10.6%, threatening 13.3%, drug crimes 7.0%, while the
rest of the criminal acts were distributed among kidnapping and attempts to kidnap, fraud
and forgery, Arson, murder and attempts to murder and other criminal Offenses.

Juvenile:

The number of juveniles who were referred to the Juvenile officer in the West Bank
reached 1,992 in 2021, and the largest number of juveniles was in Jenin Governorate,
with 267 juveniles.

The crimes committed by these juveniles were distributed among 788 harm/threatening,
272 cases of robbery and theft, 34 cases of drugs and the rest were various crimes such
as resisting an employee, Arson, disturbing public order and others.

Road Traffic Accidents:

The number of road traffic accidents in the West Bank reached 14,105 in 2021.

Road traffic accidents resulted in 11,176 injuries, distributed as 10,112 mild injuries, 734
moderate injuries, 197 serious injuries, and 133 fatal injuries.

Most road traffic accidents occurred during the year 2021 in Ramallah & Al-Bireh
governorate, with 3,220 accidents.
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Civil Court Matters:
e The number of civil court matters received in Palestine reached 380,933 cases (311,908
matters in the West Bank, and 69,025 matters in Gaza Strip) for the year 2020.

e The percentage of decided matters out of the total of civil court matters received and
carried from the previous year in Palestine was 42.6% (39.7% in the West Bank and
60.6% in Gaza Strip).

2.1 Agriculture

e The number of agricultural holders in Palestine reached 138,339 holders during the
agricultural year 2020/2021, (114,048 holders are in the West Bank, representing 82.4%
of the total number of agricultural holders, and 24,291 holders are in Gaza Strip,
representing 17.6% of the total number of agricultural holders in Palestine). By gender,
127,332 holders are males (92%) and 10,653 holders are females (7.7%) and 354 holders
of non-household holdings (0.3%) in the agricultural year 2020/2021.

(73.4%) were plant holdings. 19,909 holdings (14.2%) were animal holdings, While

in Palestine.

Cultivated area with field crops, vegetables and tree horticulture:

The total cultivated area in Palestine in the agricultural year 2020/2021 amounted to
1,096,321 dunums, of which 979,752 dunums (89.4%) in the West Bank, and 116,569
dunums (10.6%) in Gaza Strip.

The cultivated area with field crops in Palestine amounted to about 217,206 dunums,
(19.8%) of the total area cultivated with crops. The area cultivated with vegetables
reached 202,285 dunums. (18.5%) of the total area cultivated with crops, and the area
cultivated with tree horticulture reached 676,830 dunums, (61.7%) of the total area
cultivated with crops in the agricultural year 2020/2021.

(92.5%) in the West Bank and 57,897 heads (7.5%) in Gaza Strip.

The number of goats as on 01/10/2021 in Palestine reached 239,966 heads, of which
231,328 heads (96.4%) in the West Bank and 8,638 heads (3.6%) in Gaza Strip.

2.2 Environment and Natural Resources

The cultivated land area in the State of Palestine reached about 1,021.5 km2 during the
year 2021, representing about 17.0% of the total area of the State of Palestine, of which
676.9 km2 is a permanent cultivated land area and 344.6 km2 is a temporary cultivated
land area, while the irrigated cultivated area amounted 230.1 km2, representing about
22.5% of the total cultivated land area.

The cultivated land area in the West Bank was about 937.4 km2, representing about
91.8% of the total cultivated land area, while the cultivated land area in Gaza Strip was
about 84.1 km2, representing about 8.2% of the total cultivated land area. Cultivated land
area in Jenin governorate was the highest percent of Cultivated land area with 25.9%,
followed by Hebron governorate with 13.1%.

As for the lowest percent of cultivated land area was Gaza and Jerusalem (include J1)
governorates with a percent of 0.9 and 1.0% respectively of Cultivated land area

The quantity of annual available water in 2020 was 448.4 MCM, of which 299.1 MCM
was pumped from water pumped from Palestinian wells, 90.3 MCM was purchased from
the Israeli Mekorot water company, and 53.3 MCM was discharged from water springs.

Energy:

e The amount of imported electric energy in Palestine amounted to about 6.5 million MWh,
and the amount of imported gasoline reached about 298 million liters, and about 751
million liters of diesel and about 2.1 million liters of kerosene, in addition to about 204
thousand tons of liquefied petroleum gas during the year 2020.

Emissions:

e The amount of emissions generated from the energy, agriculture and waste sectors in
Palestine during year 2020 was estimated at about 4,829 thousand tons of carbon dioxide
(CO2) equivalent.

2.3 Buildings and Housing Conditions

Housing Density

e The results showed that the average housing density (number of persons per room) in
Palestine in 2021 was 1.5 persons per room: 1.6 persons per room in urban areas, 1.4
persons per room in rural areas and 1.8 persons per room in refugee camps.

e The average housing density (number of persons per room) by region was: 1.4 persons
per room in the West Bank and 1.7 persons per room in Gaza Strip.

Type of Housing Unit:

e 53.0% of the Palestinian households live in apartment housing units (36.3 % in the West
Bank and 77.8% in Gaza Strip), 45.3% of the households live in houses (61.5 % in the
West Bank and 21.0% in Gaza Strip), 0.5% of the households live in villas (0.7% in the
West Bank and 0.2% in Gaza Strip), and 1.2% of the households live in other types of
housing units (independent room, tent, marginal or other), where 1.5 % in the West Bank
and 1.0% in Gaza Strip in 2020.

e 78.0% of the households in Palestine live in owned housing units, in which 82.6% in the
West Bank and 71.2% in Gaza Strip in 2020.

e The number of hotels that responded to the survey at the beginning of 2021 was 94
operating hotels. Yet, this number decreased at the end of 2021 and reached 89 hotels,
with an average of 3,927 rooms, and an average of 8,328 beds.

e During 2021, the total number of guests in operating hotels in the West Bank was
180,632.

o The total number of guest nights was 338,596 during 2021.

e The average number of employed persons were 1,898 hotel workers: 1,495 males and
403 females during 2021.

e Average Room occupancy percentage was 13.8% in 2021.

e Average Bed occupancy percentage was 11.1% in 2021.

2.5 Israeli Violations

o There were 151 settlements in the West Bank by the end of 2021; of which 26 settlements

were in Jerusalem Governorate distributed as follows: 16 settlements in Jerusalem (J1),
and 10 settlements in Jerusalem (J2).

o Data indicates that there were 719,452 settlers in the West Bank by the end of 2021. The
majority of those settlers (326,523) live in Jerusalem Governorate. This figure comprises
239,951 settlers within Jerusalem Governorate (J1).

3. 1.1 National Accounts

Gross Domestic Product :
o GDP for Palestine at constant prices was USD 15,027 million during the year 2021, it
showed an increase of 7% compared to the year 2020.

Gross Domestic Product Per Capita:
o GDP per Capita for Palestine at constant prices was USD 3,045 during the year 2021, it
showed an increase of 4% compared to the year 2020.

3.2.1 Prices and Price Indices

e The overall CPI for Palestine during 2021 Recorded an Increase by 1.24% compared with
2020 (1.95% in Jerusalem J1, 1.41% in the West Bank, and 0.27% in Gaza Strip).
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Yearly percent changes in Consumer price index in Palestine for: 2010 — 2021
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Increase in the CPI during 2021 was due to the increase in the prices of goods and services
in transportation group by 4.39%, which had a share of 14.26% of the total consumer
basket.

The prices of Petrol increased by 12.05%, and Diesel by 8.62%, the prices of goods and
services in housing, water, electricity, gas and other fuels group increased by 3.65%,
which had a share of 9.06% of the total consumer basket;

The prices of Actual rentals paid by tenants for main residence increased by 10.51%, and
Gas by 5.92%, the prices of goods in food and non-alcoholic beverages group increased
by 0.86%, which had a share of 28.15% of the total consumer basket; the prices of
vegetable oils increased by 8.68%, fresh chicken by 6.72%, other sugar and sugar
substitutes by 3.95%, and Fresh meat by 3.25%, while; the prices of potatoes and other
tubers decreased by 9.60%, dried vegetables by 8.19%, eggs by 5.39%, fresh vegetables
by 2.02%, and rice by 1.73%.

Producer Price Index:

The overall PPI in Palestine with its base year (2019=100) reached 98.04 in 2021, which
indicates an increase by 2.67% compared to 2020.

Prices of PPI for 2021 increased due to the increase in the prices of goods in water supply;
sewerage, waste management and remediation activities by 25.02%, electricity, gas,
steam and air conditioning supply activities by 4.35%, manufacturing activities by 3.80%,
and mining and quarrying activities by 0.68%.

The prices of goods in Agriculture, forestry and fishing activities decreased by 2.73% in
2021 compared to 2020.

The prices of local exported products increased by 6.72%, and the prices of locally
consumed products increased by 2.23% in 2021 compared to 2020.

3.2 Business Statistic

3.2.1 Construction

There were 8,370 employed persons in the Construction activity in 2021. and the value
of the enterprises output in the construction activity was USD 181.9 million; intermediate
consumption totaled USD 86.9 million; and the value added was USD 95.0 million in
2021.

Building Licenses:

A total of 10,928 building licenses were issued in 2021, the area of licensed buildings
(residential and non-residential) totaled 4,930 (1000 m2).

The total number of building licenses issued in 2021 increased by 34.3% compared with
2020, where the number of new dwellings in 2021 increased by 31.7% compared with
2020.

3.2.2 Industrial Sector

There were 116,038 employed persons in the industrial activity in 2021, and the value of
the enterprises output in industrial activities was USD 4,989.4 million, intermediate
consumption totaled USD 2,581.5 million, and the value added was USD 2,407.8 million
in 2021.

3.2.3 Transportation

There were 7,577 employed persons in the transport and storage activity in 2021, and the
value of the enterprises output in transport and storage activities was USD 119.5 million;
intermediate consumption was USD 36.6 million; and the value added was USD 82.9
million in 2021.

Licensed Vehicles:

The total number of licensed vehicles at the end of 2021 in the West Bank was 300,226
vehicles and the highest percentage of licensed vehicles was for private cars, which
amounted to 85.4% of the total licensed vehicles in the West Bank, followed by trucks
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and commercial cars, which amounted 8.7%, followed by taxis with a rate of 3.1%, while
the remaining vehicles formed 2.8%.

New Registered Vehicles:

e The total number of new registered vehicles at the end of 2021 in the West Bank was
30,783 vehicles, and the highest percentage of registered vehicles was for private cars,
which amounted to 82.0% of the total registered vehicles in the West Bank, followed by
trucks and commercial cars, which amounted to 7.9%, followed by taxis with a rate of
2.6 %, while the remaining vehicles formed 7.5%.

3.2.4 Information and Communications

e There were 9,472 employed persons in the information and communications activity in
2021. the value of the enterprises output in information and communication activities was
USD 498.9 million; intermediate consumption was USD 115.4 million; and the value
added was USD 383.5 million in 2021.

3.2.5 Services

e There were 161,265 employed persons in services activities. and the value of the
enterprises output in the services activities was USD 2,988.8 million; intermediate
consumption totaled USD 695.1 million; and the value added was USD 2,293.7 million.

3.2.6 Finance and Insurance

e There were 14,856 employed persons in financial intermediation enterprises in 2021, and
the value of output in financial intermediation enterprises was USD 1,059.6 million in
2021. While The value of intermediate consumption in financial intermediation
enterprises was USD 308.0 million in 2021, the gross value added in financial
intermediation enterprises was 751.6 USD million.

3.2.7 Internal Trade

e 1In 2021, there were 206,685 employed persons in the internal trade activity, The value of
the enterprises output in internal trade activities was USD 4,546.9 million; intermediate
consumption totaled USD 806.3 million; and the value added was USD 3,740.6 million.

3.3 External Sector
3.3.1 Registered Foreign Trade

Imports:
e The total value of registered imported goods in 2021 was USD 7,829.7 million, which
marks an increase of 29.1% compared to 2020.

Exports:
e The registered exported goods totaled USD 1,357.6 million in 2021 marking an increase
of 28.7% compared to 2020 .

Trade Balance:

o The deficit in the trade balance in goods (the difference between exports and imports)
totaled USD 6,472.1 million in 2021, showing an increase of 29.2% compared to 2020.
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3.3.2 Balance of Payments

Current Account:

The balance of payments in the year 2020 recorded a deficit of USD 1,903 million in
current account (goods, services, income, current transfers) compared with a deficit of
USD 1,780 million in 2019 reflecting an increase of 7%.

The trade balance of goods recorded a deficit of USD 4,775 million. This reflects an
decrease of 13% compared with the 2019 deficit. The trade balance deficit with Israel
was the main cause of the overall trade balance deficit.

This account recorded a deficit of USD 906 million compared with a deficit of USD 993
million in 2019. The decrease in the services balance deficit was caused by a decrease of
imports in travel services.

Income Balance:

A surplus of USD 2,490 million was recorded in this account, representing a decrease of
18% compared with 2020. The increase in this surplus was caused mainly by the increase
of the compensations of employees working in Israel, which totaled USD 2,407 million,
reflecting an increase of 18% compared with 2019. Investment income received from
abroad totaled USD 217 million, reflecting a decrease of 10% compared with 2019.
Balance of Current Transfers: The balance of current transfers (voluntary or compulsory,
not a result of an economic transaction) recorded a surplus of USD 1,285 million in 2020,
reflecting a decrease of 24.0% compared with 2019, Current transfers by donors
represented 22% of the total value of receipts from abroad (inflows to Palestine)

Capital and Financial Account:

This account recorded a surplus of USD 1,334 million in 2020, mainly due to the surplus
in the financial account (direct investments, portfolio investments, other investments and
reserve assets), which totaled USD 903 million as a result of the surplus in currency and
deposits in other investments, while the capital account achieved a surplus of 432 million
UsSD.

3.3.3 International Investment Position

International Investment Position (external assets — foreign liabilities) for Palestine at the
end of 2021 revealed that the net IIP amounted to about USD 3,158 million.

The total stocks of External Assets for Palestine amounted to USD 9,241 million, the
Foreign Direct Investment abroad contributed to 4%, Portfolio Investments abroad
reached 15%, while Other Foreign Investments abroad (mainly currency and deposits)
reached 71% and Reserve Assets amounted to 9%.

At sector level, the external investments of banks sector represented a large share of the
external assets, standing at 73% of the total value of external assets.

The total stocks of Foreign Liabilities in Palestine (Stocks of non-residents invested in
Palestine) amounted to USD 6,083 million.

The Foreign Direct Investment in Palestine contributed to 50%, Portfolio Investments in
Palestine reached 14% and Other Investments in Palestine (mainly loans and deposits
from abroad) amounted to 36%. According to sectoral level, the foreign investments in
banks sector contributed a major value in the foreign liabilities, represented by 35% of
the total value of foreign liabilities on the Palestinian economy.

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3.3.4 External Debt

e The Gross External Debt on different sectors of the Palestinian economy reached USD
2,244 million increased by 8% compared with previous year.

o The debt on government sector represented 59%, while debt on banks sector reached 35%,
and debt on other sectors (Nonbank financial corporations, non-financial corporations,
NGOs and households sectors) amounted to 5%, and the lending between affiliated
companies reached 1%.

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Palestinians in the Occupied Palestinian
Territory in 1948

Palestine Catastrophe (Nakba) of 1948 resulted in the occupation of more than three quarters
of Palestine. Thus, Israel was established on that part of Palestine occupied in 1948, which
represents 78% of historical Palestine. The Palestinian population who remained in their
homeland came under direct and complete Israeli sovereignty. They were considered Israeli
citizens and were subject to various policies and practices that sought to obliterate the
Palestinian identity and culture.

Statistically speaking, all data on Palestinians living in this part of historical Palestine
occupied in 1948 were considered part of the Israeli statistical system. Thus, all Israeli
statistical issues and publications include data on the Palestinian population.

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics strove hard to compile, tabulate and disseminate
statistical data on the Palestinians living in Israel despite the difficulties, including the
scarcity of separate data available on those Palestinians, in addition to the complications
associated with compiling statistical data about them.

Nevertheless, data disseminated in this chapter constitutes a general statistical diagnosis of
the Palestinian reality in Israel. This chapter presents statistics on the Palestinians in Israel
including demographic, educational and labor force characteristics. It is worth noting that
such statistics are derived from the reality of living conditions in Israel. Thus, any possible
comparisons for any of the statistical indicators should be made with those pertinent to the
population in Israel and not with the Palestinians in other places. Some changes occurred in
the data of this chapter which refers to revision and modification as in its sources.

The data of this chapter does not include Palestinians and Arabs residing within the borders
of the territories occupied in 1967 and subsequently annexed to Israel, which are determined
mainly in that part of Jerusalem Governorate, which was annexed by the Israeli occupation
by force following its occupation of the West Bank in 1967 and the Syrian Golan Heights.

Population:

e The total population of those areas at the end of 2021 was 1.575 million (excluding the
residents of occupied East Jerusalem and the Golan Heights).

e The total fertility rate for Palestinian women during 2021 was 2.85 births.

e The average size of the Palestinian household was 4.35 persons in 2021.

Labour Force:
e The labour force participation among the Youth (18 -35 Years) was 64.7%: 77.8% for
males, and 51.1% for females in 2020.

Education:

e There were 667 schools, including 584 primary schools and 83 schools for children with
special needs in 2021/2022, 225 intermediate schools and 402 secondary schools in
2021/2022.

Population:

e The number of Palestinian refugees registered in the records of the United Nations Relief
and Works Agency for Palestine (UNRWA) in Jordan, Syria, Lebanon and Palestine
reached about 6.5 million refugees in December 2021.

Health:
e There were 27 primary healthcare centers in Lebanon, 23 in Syria, and 25 in Jordan and
65 in palestine at the end of 2021.

Education:
e The total number of UNRWA schools was 161 schools in Jordan, 102 schools in Syria
and 65 schools in Lebanon and 374 in palestine at the end of 2021/2022.

o The total number of refugee students in UNRWA schools was 119,781 in Jordan, 39,144
in Lebanon and 49,431 in Syria and 336,354 in palestine at the end of 2021/2022.

o The total number of teaching staff in UNRWA schools was 4,557 in Jordan, 1,876 in
Syriaand 1,786 in Lebanon and 11,658 in Palestine at the end of 2021/2022 in 2017/2018.

e The number of vocational and technical training centers was 10 centers: 3 centers in
Jordan, 1 in Syria and Lebanon, and 5 in Palestine; 3 centers of which are in the West
Bank and the other 2 are in Gaza Strip.
