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Introduction

Measurements of the informal sector (IS) and informal employment are important not only for
improving labour statistics but also necessary for achieving exhaustive coverage of the economy
in GDP estimates. Setting up a system for regular collection of data on the IS requires adoption
of the most suitable strategy from among the diverse options of possible methods available.

The 1-2 Survey methodology approach, which is a specific kind of mixed household-
enterprise survey, was adopted in order to provide a more comprehensive assessment of
how it can help to enhance the guidelines on measuring the informal sector and
informal employment. ~ The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS) has conducted
this survey for collection of informal sector statistics on employment and GDP and informal
employment following the integrated ‘1-2’ survey approach. The present report presents the main
findings of the survey.

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics is pleased to issue this report that has been prepared
based on the final results of the specialized survey completed in 2022. The survey was
conducted on a random sample of households and household's projects outside establishments,
covering the main economic activities including construction, internal trade, transport, storage,
communication and services carried out in the Palestinian economy.

Data presented in this report is a basic source to get acquainted with this sector. PCBS hopes
that data presented in this report meet the needs and purposes of users in the fields of planning,
development policies and decision-making. PCBS also hopes the results meet the needs of
students, researchers and those who are interested in the issues of this sector due to its
significance to the Palestinian economy.

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Chapter One
Concepts and Definitions

Work:

All activities performed by persons in order to gain profit or wage either monthly wage,
weekly, daily, on piece for profit or family gain, in cash or in kind. One hour or more of
such activity constitutes work. Work also includes unpaid activity on a family farm or
business.

Employed:
Persons aged 15 years and over who were at work at least one hour during the reference
week, or who were not at work during the reference week, but held a job or owned business
from which they were temporarily absent (because of illness, vacation, temporarily stoppage,
or any other reason). Employed persons are classified according to employment status as
follows:
1. Employer:
A person who work in an establishment that is totally or partially belonging to him\ her and
hires or supervises the work of one or more waged employees. This includes persons
operating their projects or contracting companies provided they employ a minimum of one
waged employee. Shareholders are not considered employers even if they are working in it.
2. Self-employed:
A person who operates his or her own economic enterprise or engages independently in a
profession or trade, and hires no employees.
3. Paid- employed (wage employee):
A person who works for a public or private employer or under it's supervision and receives
remuneration in wage, salary, commission, tips, piece rates or in kind ...etc. This item
includes persons employed in governmental, non — governmental and private institutions
along with those employed in a household enterprise in return for a specific remuneration.
4. Unpaid family worker:
A person who works without pay in an economic enterprise operated by a related person
living in the same household.

Reference Period:

e The reference period in the 1% phase was last week which start on Saturday morning and
end on Friday evening in 2022 (the question was asked for all persond aged 10 years and
over).

e The reference period in the second phase was the previous finnacial year 2021 of the
interview for all economic activities except the agriculture sector.

Informal Sector:

The 1993 SNA suggests that for the countries with informal sector of a significant size, this
should be shown as a separate sub-sector of the household sector!. Distinguishing informal
sector enables the national accountants to measure its contribution to the national economy,
which would meet the emerging need of data for this sector.

It is, however, necessary to note here that the internationally accepted definition of informal
sector does not lead to dichotomous sub-sectoring of the household sector, into formal and

1 As per the 1993 SNA, the household sector consists of all resident households. Defined as institutional units,
households include unincorporated enterprises owned by households, whether market producers or producers for
own final use, that do not constitute quasi-corporations.

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informal sub-sectors. The Fifteenth International Conference of Labour Statisticians (15
ICLS), held in January 1993, suggested a trichotomy — an enterprise is formal, informal or
neither. The last category includes household enterprises.

The four main criteria of defining informal sector, as adopted by the 15th ICLS, refer to the
following three criteria:

(a) Legal organization (Individual business/partnership with members of household/ Partnership
with other);

(b)Tax Registration (the enterprise/ project don’t have a tax record);

(c) Type of accounts (no complete set of account).

(d) Small size of the enterprise/ project which mean it employs less than 5 employees.

Recommended Definition of Informal Sector in Palestine

HUEM: For the present survey, informal sector in Palestine was defined as all HUEMs
without registration in the tax registration and didn’t has a set account.

Household Project: An enterprise owned by a household family member and do not qualify
as an ‘establishment’ is defined as a ‘household project’.

Employees in an establishment/project that is not registered in the tax record, and this
project/establishment does not have an accounting record.

Informal Employment:

All jobs in informal sector plus all jobs of informal nature in other sectors of the economy.

The distinct categories of jobs considered relevant for measuring informal employment are:

() Own-account workers who are producers for sale or barter working in informal sector;

(I1) Employers working in informal sector;

(111 All contributing family workers (these are entirely of informal nature);

(IV) Employees working in the informal sector (ruling out the possibility of formal job
contract in informal sector); and

(V) Informal Jobs: Employees are considered to have informal jobs if their employment
relationship is, in law or in practice, not subject to national labour legislation, social
protection or entitlement to certain employment benefits (severance pay, paid annual or
sick leave, etc.).

Enumeration Area:
A group of housing units (about 150) with clear boundaries on the ground. It is constituted of
one locality or part of a locality.

Gross Domestic Product (GDP):
GDP is an aggregate measurement of production of goods and services taking place in the
domestic economy in a given time period.

Value Added:

Value added is a central concept of production and refers to the generated value of any unit
that carries out any productive activity. Gross value added is defined as the value of gross
output less than the value of intermediate consumption. The net value added is defined as the
gross value less than the value of fixed capital consumption. The net value added reflects the
performance of economy in a better way. However, since it is difficult to measure the fixed
capital consumption accurately, the estimate of gross value added is used more commonly.
Value added at producers’ price is the difference between the value of output at basic prices
and the value of the intermediate consumption at purchase price plus taxes (less subsidies) on
production.

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Inside Establishments:

Work which is performed by employer or self employed inside the establishment, while
criteria that identify the establishment is:

1. Performed economic activity: which mean the establishment/enterprise presents service to

the other.

2. Existence of a fixed place to perform the economic activity: the establishment/enterprise
Is an independent building or part of building, which mean that the mobile places or
place of work for construction projects or the roads are economic establishment.

3. There is an owner for the establishment/enterprise whether individual or performed
economic activity.

4. There is a manager for establishment/ project

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Chapter two
Main Findings

2.1 Employed

1,062,200 employed person in Palestine in 2022 excluding agriculture sector; of which
891,200 males and 171,000 females; there of 794,400 in the West Bank and 267,800 in Gaza
Strip.

52.6% of total employed persons worked as informal employment; 52.8% in the West Bank
and 51.9% in Gaza Strip; of which 56.4% of males and 32.4% of females.

49.5% of the self-employed workers and employers worked in the informal sector projects;
thereof 45.1% in the West Bank and 64.7% in Gaza Strip respectively. In the other side the
results showed that 51.7% of wage employees worked in informal sectors in Palestine; 53.0%
in the West Bank and 48.0% Gaza Strip respectively.

74.6% of persons who finished their preparatory education worked in informal employment;
73.7% in the West Bank 77.5% in Gaza Strip.

Among the occupation groups, the highest proportion 84.5% of those elementary occupations,
followed by craft and related trade workers 63.1%, service and sales workers 47.9% and
professionals, technicians, associates and clerks 30.9%.

2.2 Informal Sector Projects
The informal sector projects contribute about 9.0% of Palestinian Gross Domestic Product in
2021.

The survey’s results showed that there were 104,169 informal sector projects during 2021 in
Palestine. As seen from Figure (1), 40.7% of these projects were engaged in industry and
construction activities. Besides the services & transport and storage & information and
communications activities 37.3%, and internal trade 22.0%.

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2.3 Number of Employed Persons in the Informal Sector Projects

The number of employed persons in the informal sector, was estimated to 185,392 Figure (2)
shows that activities of industry and construction had the highest share (61.0%), followed by
services & transport and storage & information and communications activities (24.1%), and
internal trade (15.0%).

The workers in the informal sector projects are distributed according to gender with 86.4%
males (the percentage of males paid employee is 36.8%, and the percentage of unpaid male
employment reached 63.2%), compared to 13.6% for females (the percentage of paid female
employees 8.1%, while the percentage of unpaid female employees 91.9%).

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2.4 Compensations of Employees in the Informal Sector Projects

Total value of compensations of employees working in the informal sector projects during
2021 in Palestine was US$ 556.1 million. As seen from figure (4), the major part (97.2%) of
the compensation went to industry and construction workers, followed by transport and
storage & services & information and communications activities (2.4%), and internal trade
activities (0.4%).

2.5 Output of the Informal Sector Projects

The results indicate that the value of output of the informal sector projects in Palestine was
US$ 1,547.5 million. This value was distributed by economic activity as follows: Industry and
construction activities 77.6%, transport and storage & Services &information and
communications activities 18.9%, internal trade activeties 3.5%.

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2.6 Value Added of the Informal Sector Projects

The surveys’ results indicated that the value added of the informal sector projects in Palestine
was US$ 1,212.5 million. This value was distributed by economic activity as follows:
Industry and construction activities 84.5%, services & transport and storage & information
and communications activities 11.8%, internal trade activities 3.7%.

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Chapter Three
Methodology

The PCBS regularly conducts annual LFSs, using a master sample of primary stage units and
a rotational panel sampling of the households within the primary stage units. The LFS is
conducted in four rounds, each carried out in one quarter of the surveyed year.

The questionnaire designed for phase 1 of the survey had the provisions of identifying
informal employment as well as the HUEMSs, including the informal sector enterprises, and it
was attached to the regular LFS questionnaire. The questionnaire for the phase 2 was
designed mainly for collection of production related data from the HUEMSs that were
identified during the first phase. The main fields included in it were meant for estimating the
following information: number of employees with their different categories and
compensations; value of output in the main and secondary activities according to different
economic activities; value added and contribution of activities included in the survey in GDP;
data on inputs, outputs, and marketed production; data on employers and data on organization
of the project.

3.1 Survey Design

The design of the informal sector survey methodology was based on the design of the labor
force survey sample in cooperation with experts at the International Labor Organization, and
the following table shows the distribution of the informal sector survey sample from the labor
force survey sample for the year 2021/2022.

Where the sample of the informal sector survey was distributed over four quarters of the year
2022, all households with the first and third repetitions were asked about the projects of the
informal sector, and if the conditions apply, the informal sector form was filled, there was an
additional sample from the Gaza Strip from the year 2021 for the third quarter and the fourth
quarter of the year 2021.

The number of projects reached 1273 projects distributed across the West Bank and Gaza
Strip, with 582 and 691 projects respectively.

3.2 Questionnaire Design:

The questionnaires designed to cover all economic activities, excluding the agriculture sector,
and covered the activites of the major production and the production of other supplementary
goods and services. The questionnaire of the 1% phase designed for identifying the workers

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engaged in the informal sector as well as those with informal employment. The following
items were added to the labor force survey (first phase) questionnaire:

e The availability of book accounts of the project /establishment;

e The registration of the project /establishment in the tax administration;

The 2" Phase questionnaire included the following items:
e Number of employees, their classifications and compensations;
e The production value from the main and secondary economic activity;
e Data about the inputs and production for marketing;
e Data about the employer; and
¢ Data about the establishment’s organization.

3.3 Weighting
The fundamental objectives of the weights calculation procedures were improving of
informal sector projects:

1. Estimation efficiency.
2. Address non response case.
3. Reducing the bias .

The main procedural steps taken were
Step 1: Derive initial weights for households. by the reciprocals of the inclusion probabilities
generated by the PPS sampling algorithm.

Step 2: Adjust the weights of households for nonresponse.

Step 3: Calibrate the weights obtained at step 2, using as calibration suitable household level
dipending on demographic estimates of household

Since informal sector can be detected by all quartars and iterations (eg, for the first quartar:
11, 12, 13, and 14), the numbers estimated by the full sample of households do not necessarily
equal the number of informal sector shaded in table above. Therefore, the weights of the
households (which have projects in the informal sector) were multiplied by a coefficient of 2,
assuming that half of the sample produced a number of projects, and the second part is
supposed to give approximately the same number, regardless of the iterations.

Data Collection:

The data collection was organised in two phases. Data of informal sector was collected
through interviews — generally interviewing a proxy respondent in phase 1 - and mostly
interviewing the owner of the project in phase 2.

The first phase was mainly meant for collection of LFS data, which included formal and
informal employment in both sectors (formal and informal). At the same time, the persons
who manage household projects in informal sector according to the criteria of informal sector
were identified in the first phase. The second phase was to collect data from each household
project from the person who manages the project and not from any other person in the
household. If the person does not exist in the housing unit, the interviewer asked the
household members about the person’s work place. If the work place was found to be near to
the housing unit, the interviewer reached the person at his work place, and if not the
interviewer went the next day to the person’s work place or interviewed him at the housing
unit.
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About the projects that do not need financial capital, these projects could be inheritance or
vendors. Regarding the decrease of number of emplyed in formal sector in Gaza Strip, the
reason could be due to the current status and the strict closure which was imposed at Gaza
Strip since the mid of 2007.

3.4 Fieldwork operations:

3.4.1 Training & selection of field workers

The purpose of the training courses was to equip participants with the main skills needed to
conduct interviews. Two training courses were held, one in Ramallah for trainees in the West
Bank, and one in Gaza city for trainees in Gaza Strip using video conference. Each course
consisted of two parts: one on labour force survey including survey design, questionnaire
design, concepts and definitions, fieldwork procedures, and the other part on informal sector
survey, as well as fieldwork organization and field supervision.

Each training course included lectures and field exercises. Each course lasted 3 days, training
of 20 interviewers and 4 supervisors.

e Selection of specialized fieldwork team of economic background; the team was trained
theoretically and practically on the survey’s questionnaire.

e The main fieldwork team was selected according to the training course and to their marks in
the final test.

3.4.2 Office auditing and Coding

The audit and coding was done only for Jerusalem (J1), due to the use of paper forms, and
then the economic activity was coded according to the Palestinian Industrial of Economic
Activities (Fourth Revision), where the economic activity of all the employed and
unemployed who had previously worked was classified at the level of the fifth scale. The
occupations were also coded based on the International Classification of Occupations - 2008,
and the profession was coded at the level of the sixth digit

After completing editing process, questionnaires were sent to coding using coding manuals.

3.5 Data processing:

The questionnaire is programmed on tablets in order to collect and store data, and this
shortens several stages where data is collected, checked and entered in one stage, and this
technology requires high skill in using the devices and an understanding of the form to know
all the options available to obtain correct and accurate data from the source, as it was used in
Data collection in this survey took place in the West Bank and Gaza strip while east
Jerusalem (j1) was excluded
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Chapter four

Quiality

4.1 Accuracy of the Data
Data quality issues related to the use of the LFS as the initial vehicle for collecting data on
informal sector enterprises are discussed below in some detail.

4.1.1 Sampling Errors
Since the data reported here is based on a sample survey and not on a complete enumeration,
it is subjected to sampling as well as non-sampling errors.

Sampling errors are random outcomes of the sample design, and are, therefore, in principle
measurable by the statistical concept of standard error. A description of the estimated
standard errors and the effects of the sample design on sampling errors are provided in the
previous chapter.

Data of this survey is affected by statistical errors due to use of sample, Therefore, the
emergence of certain differences from the real values as obtained through censuses. Variance
calculation of the most important indicators of the survey was calculated. Dissemination levels
of the data were particularized at the regional level in the West Bank and Gaza Strip.

4.1.2 Non-Sampling Errors

Non-statistical errors are probable in all stages of the project, during data collection or
processing. This is referred to as non-response errors, response errors, interviewing errors, and
data entry errors. To avoid errors and reduce their effects, great efforts were made to train the
fieldworkers intensively. They were trained on how to carry out the interview, what to discuss
and what to avoid, carrying out a pilot survey and practical as well as theoretical training
during the training course.

Also data entry staff were trained on the data entry program that was examined before starting
the data entry process. To have a fair idea about the situation and to miminize and limit
mistakes, there was continuous contact with the fieldwork team through regular visits to the
field and regular meetings with them during the different field stages. Problems faced by
fieldworkers were discussed to clarify any issues.

Non-sampling errors can occur at the various stages of survey’s implementation whether in
data collection or in data processing. They are generally difficult to evaluate statistically. They
cover a wide range of errors, including errors resulting from non-response, sampling frame
coverage, coding and classification, data processing, and survey’s response (both respondent
and interviewer-related). The use of effective training and supervision and the careful design
of questions have direct bearing on limiting the magnitude of non-sampling errors, and hence
enhancing the quality of the resulting data.

e Errors in data processing, such as coding and punching. The data underwent checking and
completion of missing information in the office and logical checks were applied manually and
through computerized routines, including call-backs if needed.
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4.1.3 Response and None Response Rates

The survey was conducted by errors of non-response through field researcher visits,
household refusal to cooperate or refusal of the project owner to give data. The overall non-
response rate in the 2" phase of the survey was 8%, which is considered low.

The results also indicated that the data and estimates are statistically credible (small relative
error) at the level of the overall core totals.
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
