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Introduction

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics places at the core of its interest the issue of
providing the official figure on the progress of the Palestinian society in its social, economic
and geographical dimensions. By accomplishing these tasks, we aim at providing the
Palestinian planner and decision-maker with full opportunity to make well-informed,
evidence-based development decisions.

In light of the importance of culture and its role in building humanity and the resulting impact
on the building of the society as a whole, the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics carried
out a survey on the culture of households and individuals in Palestine. This report comes as a
direct expression of PCBS interest in providing the necessary quantitative data on this
dimension in the process of formation of the Palestinian human being.

The report on the main results of the Household Culture Survey, 2023 comes as part of PCBS
policy of providing statistical indicators on the culture of households and individuals. We
hope that institutions, official departments, and researchers will take the initiative to study the
results and benefit from them in the areas of planning and policymaking.

The report reviews the thematic indicators of the role of culture in implementing the
Sustainable Development Goals Agenda 2030, which were identified by UNESCO in terms of
the aspects of integration and participation, in addition to many indicators and quantifiable
information related to cultural activities and the media to spread culture. Many indicators
have been derived from the habit of reading, reading newspapers, listening to the radio,
watching television, relationship with cultural institutions, practicing cultural activities, the
desire to engage in cultural activities, as well as the main reasons that led to not practicing
these activities. It also provides data on many topics related to the use of media, whether
audio, visual or print.

This report consists of four chapters in addition to the introduction. The first chapter deals
with concepts and terminology, while the second chapter presents the main results of the
survey. The third chapter of the report addresses the methodology used in the survey, and the
fourth chapter addresses data quality control procedures.

We hope that we have succeeded in bridging an additional gap in the information aspect about
households culture and activities, and we hope that this effort will be of benefit to the
Palestinian planner and decision-maker in making effective decisions in the field of culture.

Chapter One

Concepts and Definitions

Comedy Stories:
Phrases formulated for fun and entertainment, which people share cross-generationally since
they are usually linked to the legacy and traditions of the people.

Dubbed Series:
Soap operas dubbed into Arabic are foreign productions with an over-voice of
Arabic actors to replace the original language.

Folktales:
A folktale is a long story describes the events in detail, and usually revolves around a
particular topic, which is either factual or fictional.

Home Library:
A collection of books classified in a way that facilitates using and finding needed material
with speed and ease.

Jerusalem J1: Includes that part of Jerusalem, which was annexed forcefully by Israel
following its occupation of the West Bank in 1967. This part includes the following localities:
Kafr 'Agab, Beit Hanina, Shu'fat Camp, Shu'fat, Al 'Isawiya, Sheikh Jarrah, Wadi al Joz, Bab
as Sahira, As Suwwana, At Tur, Jerusalem (Al Quds), Ash Shayyah, Ras al 'Amud, Silwan,
Ath Thuri, Jabal al Mukabbir, As Sawahira al Gharbiya, Beit Safafa, Sharafat, Sur Bahir,
Umm Tuba.

Listening to Radio:
Whether the person is accustomed to listening to radio and follows up broadcasted programs
regardless of place and time of listening.
1. Always: for individuals (10 years and above) who listen to radio on a daily basis.
2. Sometimes: for individuals (10 years and above) who listen to radio but not on a daily
basis.
3. No: for individuals (10 years and above) who do not listen to radio at all.

Locality Type:

Localities have been divided into three types: Urban, Rural, Camps

Urban: Any locality whose population amounts to 10,000 individuals or more. This applies to
all governorates/districts centers regardless of their size. Besides, it refers to all localities
whose populations vary from 4,000 to 9,999 individuals provided they have, at least, four of
the following elements: public electricity network, public water network, post office, health
center with a full — time physician and a school offering a general secondary education
certificate.
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Rural: Any locality whose population is less than 4,000 individuals or whose population
varies from 4,000 to 9,999 individuals but lacking four of the aforementioned elements.
Camp: It refers to any locality referred to as a refugee camp and administered by the United
Nations Refugees and Work Agency in the Near East (U.N.R.W.A)).

Myths:
A myth is the story of fabulous exaggerated and impossible to obtain, and is usually the talk
of the entertainment or for driving determination and enthusiasm among the audience.

Puzzles and Riddles:
They include questions that require quick answers and the ability to analyze
words and their meanings; they are usually a good pastime

Reading Books:

The person reads regularly for the sake of increasing knowledge of promoting culture except
preparation for lectures or exams or any other purpose. Type and time reference of reading
are not of special interest here.

Stories:
A story is a narrative of real or imaginary events with occurrence probability; a

story is usually oral.

Watching TV:
Whether the person is accustomed to watching T.V programs regardless of type or place and
time of watching.
1. Always: for households or individuals (10 years and above) watching TV on a daily
basis.
2. Sometimes: for households individuals (10 years and above) watching TV but not on a
daily basis.
3. No: for households individuals (10 years and above) do not watching TV at all.
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Chapter Two
Main Findings

2.1 Sustainable Development Indicators

The report reviews the thematic indicators of the role of culture in implementing the
Sustainable Development Goals 2030, which were identified by UNESCO with regard to the
aspect of integration and participation, as the results of the Households Cultural Survey, 2023
regarding tolerance/acceptance of/between cultures indicate that 70.5% of the individuals (10
years and above) do not object having friends, acquaintances and people belonging to a
different religion, 74.7% in the West Bank and 64.0% in Gaza Strip. (See table 85).

As for the issue of trust between people, the survey results indicated that 11.7% of the
individuals (10 years and above) said that most people can be trusted (in general), while
88.3% of the individuals (10 years and above) said that they can be trusted (in general). In
Palestine, they reported that it is necessary to be extremely careful when dealing with other
people, with 88.2% in the West Bank and 88.6% in Gaza Strip. (See table 86).

Regarding the extent of the positive view among members of the Palestinian society towards
gender equality, the results of the survey indicated that 51.7% of the individuals (18 years and
above) agree that university is more important for females than for males, while the
percentage of the individuals (18 years and above) who agree to that women are better than
men as political leaders is 18.6%, and the percentage of the individuals (18 years and above)
who do not agree that men should be given more opportunities to work than women when job
opportunities are few is 23.4%. (See tables 90-92).

As for participation in cultural or artistic activities, the survey results indicated that 17.9% of
the individuals (10 years and above) visited archaeological or historical sites during the past
12 months, while the percentage of the individuals (10 years and above) who visited a
museum or more during the past 12 months was 4.9%, and the percentage of the individuals
(10 years and above) who attended one or more concerts during the past 12 months was 2.3%.
(See table 77).
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2.2 Availability of Home Library

According to the survey findings for 2023, 27.5% of the households in Palestine have a home
library (23.6% in the West Bank and 34.1% in Gaza Strip). Whereas, this percentage in
Palestine was 27.0% in 2014 (See tables 1 and 4).

By locality, the results showed that 29.4% of the households in urban areas have a home
library, compared with 27.1% in camps and 18.0% in rural areas. Results also showed that
there is a significant disparity among households with a home library from one governorate to
another. (See table 4).

2.3 Reading Books

The survey findings for 2023 showed that in Palestine 20.6% of the individuals aged 10 and
above read books (not including preparation for lectures or exams); 18.5% in the West Bank
and 23.7% in Gaza Strip. As for results by gender, the percentage was 15.1% among males
and 26.3% among females. Whereas, this percentage in Palestine was 32.6% in 2014 (See
tables 1 and 6).

The percentage of the individuals who read books by the purpose of reading was as follows:
97.4% to improve skills and knowledge, 22.5% for study and research and 14.1% for work
purposes. (See table 7).

2.4 Obtaining and Reading the Newspapers

Findings of the survey, 2023 indicated that 4.7% of the Palestinian households obtain daily
newspapers; 5.8% in the West Bank and 3.1% in Gaza Strip, compared with 20.4% in 2014.
(See tables 1 and 15).

Findings also showed that 10.9% of the individuals aged 10 years and above in the Palestinian
society read newspapers; 11.8% among males and 10.0% among females. The results were
6.2% in the West Bank and 18.1% in Gaza Strip. (See table 16). In addition, 35.9% of the
individuals (10 years and above) do not read newspapers because there is an alternative, while
35.8% do not read newspapers because they are not interested in reading newspapers. (See
tables 16 and 23).

2.5 Reading Magazines

The survey findings for 2023 showed that 1.9% of the individuals aged 10 years and above in
Palestine read magazines; 1.5% among males and 2.4% among females. (See table 25). This
percentage for Palestine was 10.6%in 2014.

2.6 Listening to Local Radio Stations

Findings for 2023 showed that 41.2% of the households listen to radio stations; 31.2% in the
West Bank and 57.3% in Gaza Strip. Results indicated that the household first choice radio
program was the news by a percentage of 63.0%; 61.9% in the West Bank and 64.3% in Gaza
Strip. (See tables 31 and 33).

Findings for 2023 also indicated that the percentage of the individuals (10 years and above)
who listen to radio in Palestine was 24.7%; 27.9% among males and 21.4% among females.
The most prime time for listening to the radio was between 8 o’clock in the morning and 12 at
noon as indicated by about 55.4% of the individuals (50.8% among males and 61.6% among
females). In the same context, 47.4% of the individuals stated that they do not listen to the
radio because there is a better alternative than radio. (See tables 34, 37 and 39).

2.7 Watching Television and Local Television Stations

Results also indicated that 59.6% of the individuals aged 10 years and above watch television;
68.8% in the West Bank and 45.4% in Gaza Strip. The prime time for individuals watching
TV from 20:00 - 22:00 hours, as indicated by 35.1% of the individuals aged 10 years and
above; 34.5% in the West Bank and 36.4% in Gaza Strip. (See tables 44 and 45).

Moreover, results showed that 21.9% of the households that have a TV watch local television
stations; 19.8% in the West Bank and 30.6% in Gaza Strip. Results also indicated that
households first choice was to watch news and sports programs; (52.6% and 18.3% of
households, respectively). (See tables 53 and 55).

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2.8 Watching Palestine TV Channel and Listening to the Voice of Palestine Radio
Station

Findings of the survey, 2023 revealed that 17.6% of the households that have a TV watch
Palestine TV Channel on a daily basis; 17.4% in the West Bank and 18.0% in Gaza Strip.
32.3% of the households watch Palestine TV Channel between 20:00 - 22:00 hours. (See
tables 56 and 57). In 2014, the percentage of the households that have a TV and watch
Palestine TV Channel on a daily basis was 39.1%.

Results also indicated that 51.1% of the individuals aged 10 years and above listen to the
Voice of Palestine, compared with 54.9% in 2014 (See tables 1 and 38).

2.9 Watching Translated and Dubbed Series

Survey findings, 2023 revealed that 9.7% of the households that have a TV watch a translated
series on a daily basis; 9.9% in the West Bank and 9.3% in Gaza Strip. By locality, urban
areas ranked the highest with 10.7%, followed by rural areas and camps with 7.1% and 5.5%,
respectively. (See table 47). Whereas this percentage was 16.9% in 2014.

Moreover, findings revealed that 14.5% of the households that have a TV watch a dubbed
series on a daily basis; 12.5% in the West Bank and 19.4% in Gaza Strip. By locality type,
camps ranked the highest with 18.2%, followed by urban and rural areas with 14.6% and
12.3%, respectively. (See table 49). This percentage was 32.8% in 2014

2.10 Listening to Music

The survey findings showed that 54.4% of the individuals aged 10 years and above listen to
music; 55.3% among males and 53.5% among females. There is a significant difference
between the West Bank and Gaza Strip in this regard; 64.1% in the West Bank and 39.5% in
Gaza Strip. (See table 27).

Results also indicated that 94.4% of the individuals aged 10 years and above of those who
listen to music listen to Arabic music and 5.6% listen to foreign music. (See table 28).

2.11 Practicing Cultural Activities at Educational Institutions

Survey findings showed that 40.2% of the individuals aged 10 years and above in school or
university during the scholastic year 2022/2023 engaged in memorizing the Quran, 39.4%
engaged in sport activities, and 28.9% engaged in academic and technological activities. In
addition, 24.4% of the individuals practiced health and environmental activities, 23.6%
engaged in debating, creative writing and reading, and 18.8% engaged in scout activities and
voluntary work. (See table 29).

2.12 Performing Cultural Activities during Free Time

Survey findings showed that 39.8% of the individuals aged 10 years and above used the
computer or internet in their free time (42.0% among males and 37.6% among females);
32.9% watched television and videos (29.8% among males and 36.0% among females); 8.8%
meet with friends and relatives and attend social occasions (9.9% among males and 7.8%
among females); 6.3% read newspapers, books and magazines (4.3% among males and 8.3%
among females); and 5.3% practice sports and play games (8.8% among males and 1.8%
among females). (See table 71).

2.13 Willingness to Practice Cultural Activities

Survey findings also showed that 13.0% of the individuals aged 10 years and above are
willing to be involved in cultural activities in their free time but did not participate in them;
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12.0% in the West Bank and 14.2% in Gaza Strip (10.8% among males and 15.2% among
females). By locality type, camps ranked the highest with 20.2% followed by urban and rural
with 12.9% and 8.3%, respectively. (See table 72).

2.14 Membership in Public Institutions

Survey findings showed that 6.0% of the individuals aged 10 years and above are members of
sport clubs, 3.4% are members of trade union/syndicate, and 1.5% are members of societies.
Whereas, 7.1% were members of sport clubs, 4.6% were members of societies, and 3.9%
were members of unions. (See tables 1 and 76).

2.15 Household talk about Some Traditional Cultural Themes

Survey findings showed that 76.4% of the households in Palestine tell stories about real life
and 62.6% tell folktales. In addition, 53.9% of the households talk about sayings and
proverbs, 52.6% talk about political issues, 43.3% tell comedy traditional tales, 40.3% talk
about wise sayings and proverbs, 39.2% talk about myths, and 30.7% talk about folkloric
poetry and songs. (See table 87).

2.16 Dressing up the Traditional Palestinian Costumes

According to the survey findings, 4.1% of the households in Palestine have members who
wear traditional Palestinian costumes on a daily basis. While 57.6% of the households in
Palestine have members who wear traditional Palestinian costumes sometimes (in occasions).
(See table 89).

2.17 Households Monitoring their Children (5-17 Years)

Findings of this survey revealed that 91.1% (91.8% in the West Bank and 89.8% in Gaza
Strip) of the households monitor the type of programs their children (5-17 years) watch on
television. Moreover, 77.9% of the households (79.3% in the West Bank and 74.9% in Gaza
Strip) control the hours their children (5-17 years) spend on TV each day. (See tables 59 and
60).

Results also revealed that 82.4% (84.6% in the West Bank and 73.2% in Gaza Strip) of the
households monitor the type of programs their children (5-17 years) use on computer.
Moreover, 72.1% of the households (73.1% in the West Bank and 68.0% in Gaza Strip)
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control the hours their children (5-17 years) spend using computer each day. (See tables 59,
60).

Furthermore, results revealed that 92.6% (92.7% in the West Bank and 92.5% in Gaza Strip)
of the households monitor the type of programs their children (5-17 years) use on internet.
Moreover, 81.7% of the households (81.5% in the West Bank and 82.2% in Gaza Strip)
control the hours their children (5-17 years) spend using internet each day. (See tables 59 and
60).

Regarding their children’s friends, 97.2% of the Palestinian households have adequate

knowledge of their children’s friends: 97.2% in the West Bank and 97.3% in Gaza Strip. (See
table 63).
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Chapter Three
Methodology

3.1 Survey Objectives
The Household Cultural Survey, 2023 aims mainly to provide thematic indicators of the role
of culture in implementing Sustainable Development Goals 2030, which was identified by
UNESCO with regard to the aspect of integration and participation, in addition to providing
many indicators and quantifiable information related to cultural activities and modern media
to spread culture, such as the following:
» Evaluating the extent to which culture contributes in building social cohesion and
promoting integration and participation.
» Evaluating the extent of everyone’s participation in cultural life and his/her freedom of
cultural expression, including artistic freedom and freedom of creativity.
» Methods of transferring practices, locations, elements, and cultural expressions of values
and skills that lead to social integration.
» Availability of a home library and the topics of the available book, a culture of reading,
“practicing the habit of reading newspapers.”
» The demand for listening to the radio or watching television, the time an individual
spends listening or watching, and the programs that are listened to or watched.
 Visiting cultural institutions and engaging individuals in cultural activities.
» Demand for television and radio broadcast stations, sources of news and information,
and basic sources of entertainment and amusement.
« The spread of newspapers and magazines, how to obtain them, and the newspaper
sections that have the largest number of readers.
« The extent to which the household monitors the type of television programs that the
child watches, and the number of hours he/she spends watching television

3.2 Survey Questionnaire

The survey questionnaire was developed based on the requirements identified after discussion
with stakeholders. A workshop was conducted at PCBS premises as part of the user producer
dialogue to discuss the indicators of the survey.

The survey contains identification data of the questionnaire, quality controls, and three main
sections:

Section |: Data on household members that include identification fields and the
characteristics of household members (demographic and social) such as the relationship of
individuals to head of household, sex, birth date, and age.

Section 1l: Household data include information on the availability of a library and its
contents, access to newspapers, listening to radio stations, and ownership of a TV and DVD.
This section also includes information on topics related to time spent watching TV, preferred
TV programs and household monitoring of children (5-17 years old).

Section I11: Data on individuals (10 years or above) include information about reading
newspapers, magazines and periodic publications, the habit of reading books and the type of
books read. Data also include watching television, listening to the radio, and listening to the
Voice of Palestine, in addition to participating in cultural activities by individuals in their free
time and the locations frequented.

3.3 Sampling Design

The total sample size of the survey was 6,500 households. The sample is a stratified clustered
systematic random sample. The design consists of three phases:
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Phase I: Random sample of 260 enumeration areas;

Phase 11: Selection of 25 households from each enumeration area selected in phase one in a
systematic random manner.

Phase I11: Selection of an individual (10 years or above) in the field from the selected
households; KISH Tables were used in the selection process to ensure random selection.

3.4 Weights Calculation

The weight of the statistical unit (sampling unit) in the sample is defined as the mathematical
reciprocal of the probability of choosing the unit, and Household Cultural Survey, 2023
sample is a stratified, random cluster with three stages:

« In the first stage, the weight of the enumeration areas is calculated based on the
probability of selecting each enumeration area from the stratum.

 In the second stage, the household weight is calculated from each enumeration area.

» We find the product of multiplying the weight of the first stage by the weight of the
second stage, and we obtain the weight of the initial household.

« We adjust these weights based on household estimates in mid-2023 by (governorate,
type of locality) and thus we obtain the final household weight.

« The weight of an individual in the age group of 10 years and above is calculated in the
survey by giving each individual his/her household’s final weight.

« The initial weight of an individual is the product of multiplying the weight of the
individual’s household by the number of members in the category 10 years and above
according to gender in that individual’s household.

« The initial weights of individuals are adjusted according to the region (the West Bank,
Gaza Strip), individual’s sex, and the five age groups of 10 years and above, which are
15 age groups according to the individuals’ estimates in mid-2023. Thus, we have
obtained the final weight of the individual in the age group of 10 years and above.

3.5 Fieldwork Operations

Fieldwork operations represent the real work of the survey in obtaining the required data from
the household. Therefore, ensuring the presence of the elements for success at this stage is one
of the basic issues that have been worked on in detail.

This included securing all technical and administrative requirements, including training and
the necessary material supplies to perform the work the best possible way.

3.5.1 Training and Appointment

The fieldwork team was trained on the various field operations in general as part of the main
survey training before the beginning of the survey implementation. The field team's training
included data collection processes, fieldwork literature, including asking questions, recording
answers, and interviewing literature, in addition to special training focusing on the specifics of
the Household Culture Survey, including the survey form, survey specific questions, and the
terms and concepts used in it. The training operations were conducted in Ramallah for the
fieldworkers who worked in the northern, central, and southern West Bank, and the second in
Gaza for the fieldworkers who worked in Gaza Strip. The training of the fieldworkers in Gaza
Strip was conducted via video conference. The number of trainees reached 86, including 17
reserve trainees.

The training program included the following basic issues:
» Introducing the Household Cultural Survey and its objectives.
« Definition of terms used in the questionnaire.
* Questionnaire completion.
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The training included theoretical lectures in addition to practical exercises with the aim of
providing the fieldworkers with the necessary skills to collect data.

3.5.2 Data Collection

The process of completing the questionnaires was done through a personal interview with an
adult household member capable of answering the first part of the questionnaire. In this part,
the questions are directed at all members of the household, in addition to a second part. A
male or female from the household was chosen randomly using Kish tables, and the questions
were asked to him/her directly. The fieldwork of the project began on 21/05/2023 in the
governorates of the West Bank and Gaza Strip and ended on 26/06/2023. The fieldwork team
was distributed in all governorates according to the sample size for each governorate, and the
field team was also provided with all fieldwork tools and supplies. The number of project
staff was (69) distributed as follows: (13) area supervisors, (1) office auditor, and (55)
fieldworkers in addition to (4) governorate coordinators and (1) principal coordinator.

3.5.3 Field Supervision and Editing

» Data collection and coordination process was carried out in the field according to the
previously prepared plan, as the instructions, forms, and tools necessary for fieldwork
were available.

« With regard to working on PC-tablet devices, the editing process was carried out by
setting automatic and office editing rules on the program in advance so that it covers all
the required controls according to the standards specified by the questionnaire.

» Due to the particularity of the Jerusalem questionnaires (J1), data were collected on
paper, and the supervisor edited the questionnaires formally and technically according to
the editing rules prepared in advance.

« Field visits were conducted by the project coordinator, supervisors, and project
management to monitor the progress of work and verify the office-checked
questionnaires and the fieldworkers performance in the field.

3.5.4 Office Editing and Coding
The office editing was conducted only for Jerusalem (J1), due to the use of paper
questionnaires, and the occupation was coded at the sixth level.

3.6 Data Processing

Tablet devices were used to collect survey data in both the West Bank and Gaza Strip, and a
special electronic application was designed for this purpose (in the Kobo Toolbox language).
It is a special application for collecting survey data, designed according to the survey
questionnaire and supported with automated editing rules to examine the logic of the data and
their consistency. It is also supported with alerting and warning messages in case of lack of
logic or consistency in the data.

The mapping program was also designed to infer addresses, and which complete 25
completed questionnaires for each enumeration area.

3.6.1 Data Entry Program

The use of PC-tablet devices reduced the stages of survey implementation, as the fieldworker
enters and codes data by collecting data on the handheld device and sends the data directly to
the project management.
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In order to work in parallel with Jerusalem (J1), an office program was prepared using the
same PC-tablet hardware technology, as it uses the same database and the data collected on
paper is entered on the same database.

3.6.2 Data Cleaning

In parallel with data collection process, a daily and weekly examination of the centrally
entered data was conducted and followed upon. Work was done to carefully examine the
questions and variables, ensure that all required items are met, and examine transitions, stops,
and range (and all previous items are tightly programmed within the survey application).

The post-fieldwork data processing process was limited to conducting a final check and
cleaning of the survey databases.

3.6.3 Tabulating Results

After completing data entry, editing, and cleaning it of any errors, the survey results tables
were extracted according to the tabulation list that was previously prepared for this purpose.
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Chapter Four
Quiality

4.1 Data Accuracy

The concept of data quality covers many aspects, starting from the initial planning of the
survey up to the dissemination of the results and how users understand and use the data. There
are seven dimensions of the statistical quality: relevance, accuracy, timeliness, accessibility,
comparability, coherence, and completeness.

Checks on data accuracy cover many aspects of the survey including statistical errors due to
the use of a sample, non-statistical errors resulting from fieldworkers or survey tools, and
response rates and their effect on estimations. This section covers:

4.1.1 Sampling Errors

Data of this survey might be affected by sampling errors due to the use of a sample and not a
complete enumeration. Therefore, certain differences can be expected in comparison with the
real values obtained through censuses. Variances were calculated for all report tables and
values with high variance were highlighted under each table.

4.1.2 Non- Sampling Errors

Non-sampling errors are possible at all stages of the project, during data collection or
processing. These are referred to as non-response errors, response errors, interviewing errors
and data entry errors. To avoid errors and reduce their effects, strenuous efforts were made to
train the fieldworkers intensively. They were trained on how to carry out the interview, what
to discuss and what to avoid, and practical and theoretical training took place during the
training course. Training manuals were provided for each section of the questionnaire, along
with practical exercises in class and instructions on how to approach respondents to reduce
refusal cases. Data entry staff were trained on the data entry program, which was tested before
starting the data entry process.

4.2 Response Rates

The survey sample consisted of 9,628 households, of which 6,500 households completed the
interview: 4,400 households in the West Bank and 2,100 households in Gaza Strip. Weights
were modified to account for the non-response rate.

4.3 Comparability

This criterion is related to the statistical product, as statistics must have the feature of
comparison with other sources and in other time periods, as many analyses are based on
comparison. The results of the Household Cultural Survey, 2023 indicated that there is
consistency and logic in the data compared with the data of the Household Cultural Survey,
2009 and 2014 for the most important main indicators. A table of these comparisons has been

included in the tables of the survey report.
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
