One year after the Israeli aggression
on the Gaza Strip from October 7,
2023, and up to the date of issuing
this report, the number of martyrs has
reached 42,344, including over
11,585 women. Women and children
constitute about 69% of the total
number of wounded, which is 99,013.
Additionally, 10,000 people were
reported missing in the Gaza Strip,
70% of whom are children and
women. Approximately 2 million
people were displaced from their
homes, half of whom are females. In
the West Bank, there were 759
martyrs, including 13 women.

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As of the beginning of October
2024, the total number of detainees
in the occupation's prisons reached
approximately 10,100, including 97
female detainees, three of whom are
from Gaza Strip. The number of
administrative detainees is estimated
to be around 27. It is important to
note that this figure does not include
all female detainees from the Gaza
Strip, as there may be other female
detainees held in camps under the
occupation's control.

There is no safe place for women in
the Gaza Strip due to the ongoing
Israeli bombardment, which has
destroyed over 25,000 buildings, the
complete destruction of around
150,000 housing units, partial
damage to 200,000 housing units,
and 80,000 housing units became
uninhabitable. This devastation has
forced women and girls to flee and
seek shelter in overcrowded places
such as schools and hospitals,
limiting privacy and increasing the
likelihood of violence and conflict
due to resource shortages. They also
face difficulties in accessing sanitary
facilities and basic needs, impacting
their dignity and physical and mental
health, which exacerbates their
psychological and physical strain
and affects their overall quality of
life.
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In the West Bank, between 7
October 2023 and 17 October 2024,
Israeli  authorities  destroyed,
demolished, confiscated, or forced
the demolition of 1,827 Palestinian
structures across the West Bank,
including East Jerusalem. This led
to the displacement of more than
4,647 Palestinians, including 1,947
children, 1,330 women, and 1,370

men. The demolitions after 7
October included over 809
inhabited residential units, 122

uninhabited residential units, more
than 398 agricultural structures,
more than 130 water, sanitation and

hygiene structures, and 264
livelihood structures.
Approximately 58 incidents of

demolition and destruction targeted
the infrastructure, most of them in
Tulkarm and Jenin, where water,
sanitation, and electricity

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Education

The impact of the Israeli
aggression on the education
sector

Education is a fundamental human
right granted to everyone under

Article 26 of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights.
However, the ongoing

bombardment and violent airstrikes
on Gaza Strip have resulted in the
destruction of a significant portion
of the infrastructure of schools and
universities. Additionally, many
schools have been used as shelters
for internally displaced people,
leading to the disruption of the
educational process since the
beginning of the Israeli aggression
on October 7, 2023 until
22/10/2024. This situation
represents a blatant violation of

individuals'  right to  access
education.
A total of 125 schools and

universities were destroyed, and 337
others were partially damaged,
depriving approximately 700,000
students of their right to school
education for the 2024/2025
scholastic year. The number of
martyrs among school students
reached 10,839 martyrs, while
16,617 students were injured.
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Additionally,  around 39,000
students were deprived of their right
to take the high school exam for the
2023/2024 scholastic year. As of
now, there is no accurate
information about the number of
school students whom the Israeli
military has arrested during ground
operations across various areas of
Gaza Strip.

The aggression resulted in the
deprivation of approximately 88
thousand students from enrolling in
their  universities.  Since the
beginning of the Israeli aggression,
the number of martyrs among
students enrolled in  higher
education institutions has reached
681 martyrs, while 1,468 students
were injured.

The Palestinian economy is facing a
severe economic crisis as a result of
the ongoing Israeli aggression since
October 7, 2023. This aggression has
destroyed the production base and
exacerbated unemployment to an
unprecedented level. Gaza Strip’s
contribution to the Palestinian
economy has fallen to less than 5%,
down from around 17% before
October 7. Initial estimates indicate
a contraction of the gross domestic
product by more than 85% in Gaza
Strip and around 22% in the West
Bank. As a result of these
repercussions, unemployment rates
have risen to unprecedented levels in
the labor market, reaching 80% in
Gaza Strip and 35% in the West
Bank. This is attributed to the strict
restrictions imposed on movement
and the prevention of workers from
reaching the occupied interior,
which has led to an increase in the
unemployment rate in Palestine to
51%.

Strip, the current circumstances have
prevented the collection of the
Household Expenditure and
Consumption Survey data 2023 for
Gaza Strip sample for the fourth
quarter of 2023. This is a result of
the ongoing genocidal crimes being
committed by the Israeli occupation
against the people of Gaza Strip.
Consequently, poverty indicators for
Gaza Strip are limited to the general
rate, without details on the period
before the aggression (January-
September 2023).

About 64% of the Individuals in
the Gaza Strip suffered from
poverty on the eve of the Israeli
aggression.

Since the onset of the Israeli
aggression on October 7, 2023,
indicators related to women's health
have significantly deteriorated due
to the immense pressure on the
health system and infrastructure.
Women are facing difficulties in
accessing  essential  healthcare,
particularly  reproductive health
services and prenatal care, amid
shortages of medications and
medical supplies.  Additionally,
women are at increased risk of
mental health issues due to trauma
and psychological stress caused by
ongoing bombardments and loss of
family members. These conditions
make it challenging to provide the
necessary healthcare for women,
leading to a severe decline in their
physical and mental well-being.

There are around 545,6 thousand
women and girls of reproductive
age (15-49 years) living in the Gaza
Strip

Displaced women and girls suffer
from a lack of privacy and security
due to overcrowding in shelters and
the shared use of inadequate and
distant toilets. They also face
difficulties in accessing water and
hygiene services, which affects their
health, particularly reproductive
health and menstrual hygiene. Due to
shortages in hygiene products, they
resort to primitive options, and many
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have taken contraceptive pills to
maintain sexual and reproductive
health. Additionally, many have
experienced gynecological
infections due to a lack of
medications and the absence of
many women's hygiene products.
This has had a negative impact on
their physical and mental health,
undermining their ability to live with
dignity and well-being, and placing
them under significant psychological
and physical stress. The ongoing
displacement conditions may lead to
long-term negative health effects.

This means that there
is a high probability of an increase
in births under unsafe health
conditions, which constitutes a
serious violation of women's rights
and endangers their lives and those
of their newborns. Women in Gaza
Strip face tragic conditions during
preghancy and childbirth, where
they suffer from a difficulty to
access healthcare facilities and
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following upon pregnancies due to
lack of medical services and
essential medicines, 131
ambulances were targeted, and
hospitals suffer from a lack of
supplies and fuel. In addition, 114
hospitals and healthcare centers
have stopped providing health
services, in addition, to the loss of

986 martyrs from the healthcare

staff, which has resulted in a
shortage of medical personnel; all
these conditions increase
miscourages and mortality during
childbirth and increase in caesarean
sections. Care Organization
reported that the number of
premature births among women
increased by almost one third due to
factors such as stress and trauma,

where some of them had
miscourages as a result of fear,
which led to an increase in

miscourage cases by 300%.

Women and girls often find
themselves marginalized in crises,

where they reduce their food
consumption  when  conditions
deteriorate, pregnant and

breastfeeding women suffer from
malnutrition and dehydration as
they face severe food poverty,
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where many of their newborns are
underweight and suffer from health
problems. Also, mothers
breastfeeding their children also
suffer from a lack of milk
production as a result of
malnutrition and it is difficult to
provide formula for their babies or
the fact that their prices increases to
an extent that cannot be purchased,
which, in a sense, drives mothers to
resort to insufficient or even unsafe
alternatives to breastfeeding their
children.

Women in the West Bank face
difficult living conditions due to
economic deterioration and the
escalation carried out by the
occupying authorities and settlers,
particularly in the camps in
northern West Bank. These
conditions  include increasing
violations such as strict movement
restrictions,  whether  through
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military checkpoints, gates, or the
separation wall. Israeli occupation
practices in the West Bank mirror
those in Gaza Strip in terms of

infrastructure  destruction  and
targeting of health facilities,
medical personnel, and
ambulances, as well as cutting off
water, electricity, and
communication  networks.  This

directly affects women's ability to
access health facilities for essential
services such as chronic disease
diagnosis, prenatal and postnatal
care, and family planning services.

Additionally, pregnant women
experience delays in receiving
necessary medical care during

childbirth, which increases the risk
of health complications for both
mothers and newborns.

In the ongoing Israeli aggression
against Gaza Strip, the
telecommunications and
information technology sector were
deliberately and  systematically
targeted, resulting in the destruction
of infrastructure. The Israeli
occupation has intentionally and
repeatedly cut off
telecommunications and internet
services to Gaza Strip, with
increasing frequency, aiming to
isolate Gaza Strip from the world
and to suppress the transmission of
facts and evidence of genocidal
crimes being shared through various
communication channels. This has
worsened the suffering, complicated
rescue efforts in the area, and
isolated more than two million
people, limiting their ability to
communicate and seek help. It has
also hindered the work of journalists
and reporters on the ground. These
actions violate international laws
and basic rights, constituting a
means to conceal the crimes of
aggression and represent an ongoing
violation of human rights, including
the right to  freedom  of
communication and expression.

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Introduction

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS), and since its
establishment, worked to provide statistical data disaggregated by sex to
ensure developing its statistics in abidance to the gender concept, which is
based on the fact that women empowerment does not mean or require
marginalizing men, it simply comes through the promotion of women's
economic role and enabling them to enter the labour market to achieve equity
in employment, wages, and training. Therefore, the social, economic, and
political empowerment of women are perquisites for national development.

This report examines the status of women and men in Palestinian society by
providing comprehensive data and key indicators on gender issues. However,
the context in which this report is presented is significantly affected by the
major challenges faced by the Palestinian people, including the ongoing
Israeli aggression on Gaza Strip since October 7, 2023. These difficult
conditions directly impact the opportunities for both women and men to
access essential resources and services, and hinder their ability to achieve
equality and empowerment. In light of these circumstances, the report's role
becomes even more crucial as it highlights the negative effects of the conflict
on the lives of women and girls, emphasizing the urgent need to develop
policies that support women's empowerment and ensure social justice during
times of crisis.

The report reviews a selected set of key indicators related to the status of
women and men and addresses a range of issues, including indicators of
Israeli violations against Palestinian women and demographic indicators for
both genders. It also discusses indicators on education and culture, health, the
labour force, and poverty, as well as indicators related to participation in
public life and decision-making, technology and information. The report
takes into account the indicators contained in the national framework of
gender, and within the regional and international frameworks.

This report is the most recent publication by PCBS, which is considered a
part of the series of many specialized reports on gender issues that can be
accessed for further details through PCBS website or through direct
communication with PCBS. It aims to shed light on the status of men and
women in the Palestinian society and to provide the necessary data for policy-
making pertinent to gender equity, and the data in this report depend on the
results of some surveys that have been conducted by PCBS, in addition to the
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administrative records of governmental and non-governmental institutions
and SDGs indicators.

We do hope that this report would be an additional and useful tool for policy
and decision-makers in the area of women empowerment and gender
equality.
