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Introduction

Children in Palestine constitute nearly half of the population, representing the future of
sustainable Palestine. This underscores the urgent need to intensify efforts to invest in this vital
segment of society and strive diligently to safeguard their rights, dignity, and provide them with
the means to lead decent and secure life in their homeland. Children in Palestine bear the
heaviest burden of the Israeli Occupation’s crimes and discriminatory practices. Throughout
over the century, not a single day goes by without Palestinian children experiencing various
hardships, from home demolitions, forced displacement, to intimidation, terror, and even
outright physical harm, including injuries and the tragic loss of their families. This leaves them
to navigate a harsh existence, deprived of the basic security and stability they surely deserve.

The release of this report comes amid the escalation of Israeli aggression since October 7, 2023,
highlighting the severe violations faced by Palestinian children and reflecting the catastrophic
humanitarian situation they endure due to the direct targeting of their homes and vital facilities.
In the face of this aggression, there is an urgent need for this report to shed light on the
devastating impact of the occupation on Palestinian children’s rights, making them the most
affected group. The current aggression has not only resulted in the deaths and injuries of
thousands of children but has also intensified their daily suffering, as many have been deprived
of their rights to education, healthcare, and a safe environment. The report aims to document
these violations, raise international awareness about the crisis faced by Palestinian children
under Israeli occupation, and call for urgent intervention to protect them and ensure their
fundamental rights in accordance with international charters and treaties.

This report is a pivotal tool for tracking the state of children's rights in Palestine, encompassing
various sectors such as education, health, and safety. It accomplishes this by establishing a
comprehensive database, pivotal in shaping policies, developing plans, programs, and
interventions, and crucial for their subsequent evaluation. The report also aids in building the
Palestinian vision concerning childhood. It is meticulously prepared based on data derived from
field surveys executed by the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS), enriched by
administrative records from collaborating institutions and integrated with various elements of
the national statistical system.

The inaugural report on children's rights in Palestine, published in 2013, marks the beginning
of a series to which this current edition is an update. This report offers a comprehensive analysis
and diagnosis of the state of Palestinian children's rights. It delves into demographic aspects
and crucial population indicators pertaining to children, examining the sectors of education,
health, and child protection. Furthermore, it addresses the impact of Israeli occupation measures
on children, and other indicators.

We aspire for this report to be a pivotal resource in fostering a brighter future for our children.
It is intended as an instrumental addition in developing national reports pertinent to the
Convention on the Rights of the Child. This report's goal is to offer an insightful diagnosis of
the current situation of children in Palestine and to aid in the formulation of strategic plans and
the implementation of focused developmental programs. These efforts are directed at fulfilling
and upholding the rights of Palestinian children, ensuring their well-being and progress.

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Chapter One

Terms and Indicators

1.1 Terms and Indicators

The terms and indicators used in this report are defined by the glossary and guide on statistical
indicators issued by PCBS, certified on the latest international recommendations in statistics,
and consistent with international systems.

A child:

Every human being below the age of eighteen years unless under the law applicable to the child,
majority is attained earlier. Without discrimination of any kind, irrespective of the child's or his
or her parent's or legal guardian's race, colour, sex, language, religion, political or other opinion,
national, ethnic or social origin, property, disability, birth or other status.

Juvenile child:
An individual who is below the age of 18 years at the time of committing a criminal act.

Household:
One person or a group of persons with or without a household relationship, who live in the same
housing unit, share meals and make joint provision of food and other essentials of living.

Head of Household:

The person who usually lives with the household and is recognized as head of household by its
other members. Often he/she is the main decision maker and is responsible for financial support
and welfare of the household.

Age-sex Structure:

The composition of a population as determined by the number or proportion of males and
females in each age category. The age-structure of a population is the cumulative result of past
trends in fertility, mortality, and migration rates. Information on age-sex composition is an
essential prerequisite for the description and analysis of demographic data

Median Age at First Marriage: (Indicator)
Indicator measures the age at first marriage that divides ages of marriages (at first marriage)
into two equal groups.

Fertility:
The actual reproductive performance of an individual, a couple, a group, or a population (refers
to actual number of children that would be born alive to the women during her childbearing).

Diarrhea:
The passage of loose or liquid stools more frequently than is normal for the individual. Diarrhea
may be defined as it is understood by respondents or mothers.

Crude Birth:
It is the new births, the Crude Birth Rate refers to the number of these new births per 1,000
persons in a given year. (Not to be confused with growth rate).

Infant Mortality:
It Refers to infant deaths (infants who are less than a year old), the infant mortality rate refers
to the number of infant deaths in a given year per 1,000 live births during the year.
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Under-5 Mortality:
The probability of dying between birth and the fifth birthday.

School:
Any educational institution excluding kindergartens, regardless of students” number and grade
structure.

Government School:
Any educational institution run by MOE or any other ministry or governmental instrument.

UNRWA School:
Any school run or supervised by UNRWA.

Private School:
Any licensed local or foreign non-governmental educational institution.

Basic Stage:
The first nine scholastic years of schooling on which other stages of education depend.

Secondary Stage:
The stage consisting of three scholastic years following the basic stage, the years 10 and 11 and
12 of schooling.

Class:
A group of students (pupils) at any educational stage who make up one grade or more and share
one classroom.

Student/Pupil:
Any one attending an educational institution.

Supervising Authority:
The body legally and administratively responsible for running the school. It can be
governmental, UNRWA, or private.

School Gender:
The school is classified according to the sex of the students studying in it, either male or female
or a mixed school for both males and females.

Kindergarten:
Any educational institution licensed by MOE offering education to four or five year olds.
Kindergarten Consists of the first and second grades.

Repeater:
A student who fails one or more subjects and therefore is not promoted to the following grade.

Drop-out Student:
A student who left school during the last scholastic year and who did not transfer to another
school.

Gross Enrollment Rate (Indicator):

Indicator measures total enrolment in a specific stage of education, regardless of age, expressed
as a percentage of the eligible official school-age population corresponding to the same stage
of education in a given scholastic year.
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Net Enrollment Rate in Primary Education: (Indicator)

It is the total number of students who are of official enrollment age in primary education (6-15
years), regardless of the grade they are enrolled in, expressed as a percentage of the total
population in the corresponding age group (6-15 years).

Net Enrollment Rate in Secondary Education: (Indicator)

It is the total number of students who are of official enrollment age in secondary education (16-
17 years), regardless of the grade they are enrolled in, expressed as a percentage of the total
population in the corresponding age group (16-17 years).

Health Insurance:
Indemnity coverage against financial losses associated with occurrence or treatment of health
problems.

Suspected pneumonia:
Children under five years who suffer from cough with quick breath or have difficulty
breathing due to problem in chest or both problem in chest and blocked nose.

Breast feeding:
It Refers to the method of feeding infants and children, and is defined as a child having been
fed breast milk directly from the breast or expressed.

Exclusive breastfeeding:
Children aged 0-5 months who are being breastfed and have not received any other food or
drink, except for vitamins and medications.

Malnutrition:

Malnutrition means “badly nourished” but it is more than a measure of what we eat or fail to
eat. Clinically, malnutrition is characterized by an inadequate intake of protein, energy and
micronutrients and by frequent infections or disease. Nutritional status is the result of the
complex interaction between the food we eat, our overall state of health and the environment
in which we live — in short, food, health and caring, the three “pillars of well-being”.

Percentage of Children under 5 years of age who suffer from stunting (Indicator):
Indicator measures the percentage of children under age 5 who fall below minus two standard
deviations of the median height for age of the WHO standard.

Immunization:
Immunization is the process whereby a person is made immune or resistant to an infectious
disease, typically by the administration of a vaccine.

Percentage of Children under 5 years of age who suffer from Underweight (Indicator):
Indicator measures the percentage of children under age 5 who fall below minus two standard
deviations of the median weight for age of the WHO standard.

Percentage of Children under 5 years of age who suffer from wasting (Indicator):
Indicator measures the percentage of children under age 5 who fall below minus two standard
deviations of the median weight for height of the WHO standard.

Maternal Mortality:

It is number deaths between women due to pregnancy and birth complications, the maternal
mortality rate refers to the number of dead women due to these reasons per 100,000 live
births.
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Work:

All activities performed by persons in order to gain profit or wage either monthly wage, weekly,
daily, on piece for profit or family gain, in cash or in kind. One hour or more of such activity
constitutes work. Work also includes unpaid activity on a family farm or business.

Employed:

Persons aged 15 years and over who were work at least one hour during the reference period,
or who were not at work during the reference period, but held a job or owned business from
which they were temporarily absent (because of illness, vacation, temporarily stoppage, or any
other reason) he\ she was employer, self-employed, wage employed, unpaid family member or
other. The employed person is normally classified in one of two categories according to the
number of weekly work hours, i.e. 1-14 work hours and 15 work hours and above. Also the
absence due to sick leave, vacation, temporarily stoppage, or any other reason considered
employed from 1-14 hours.

Self-employed:

A person who work in an establishment that is totally or partially belonging to him/her (partner)
and do not hires any wage employees. This includes self-employed who worked to own selves
outside establishments.

Paid-employed (wage employee):

A person who works for a public or private employer or under its supervision and receives
remuneration in wage, salary, commission, tips, piece rates or in kind ...etc. This item includes
persons employed in governmental, non — governmental and private institutions along with
those employed in a household enterprise in return for a specific remuneration.

Employer:

A person who work in an establishment that is totally or partially belonging to him\ her and
hires or supervises the work of one or more waged employees. This includes persons operating
their projects or contracting companies provided they employ a minimum of one waged
employee. Shareholders are not considered employers even if they are working in it.

Worked Hours:
Time spent by employed person in his/her occupation.

Cash Wage:
Cash net wage paid to the wage employees.

Household Consumption:

It refers to the amount of Cash spent on purchase of goods and services for living purposes, and The
value of goods and service payments or part of payments received from the employer, and own-
produced goods and food, including consumed quantities during the recording period, and Imputed
rent for owned houses.

Household Expenditure:

It refers to the amount of cash spent on purchase of goods and services for living purposes, and the
value of goods and services payments or part of payments received from the employer, and cash
expenditure spent as taxes (non-commercial or non-industrial), Zakat, Insurance, gifts, contributions,
interests on debts and other non-consumption items.

Poverty line:

The monetary value for the household basic basket (shelter, clothes, and food), in addition to other
needs including health care, education, transportation, personal care, and housekeeping supplies. The
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poverty lines has been adjusted to reflect the different consumption of families based on their
composition (household size and the number of children).

Deep Poverty line:
The monetary value for the household basic basket (shelter, clothes, and food).

Income:
Cash or in kind revenues for individual or household within a period of time; could be a week or a
month or a year.

Internet:

The Internet is a worldwide public computer network. It provides access to a number of
communication services including the World Wide Web and carries e-mail, news, entertainment and
data files, irrespective of the device used (not assumed to be only via a computer — it may also be by
mobile telephone, tablet, PDA, games machine, digital TV etc.). Access can be via a fixed or mobile
network.

Computer Use:
For the purposes of this survey, defined as the basic use of the computer (during the last twelve
months), such as opening the computer and files, creating, copying, pasting, and saving files.

Internet Use:

For the purposes of this survey, defined as the basic uses of the Internet (during the last twelve
months), such as access to certain sites, reading newsletters, and downloading files or programs from
the Web.
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Chapter Two

Children Under Israeli Occupation

2.1 Child Martyrs

More than a year has passed since the beginning of Israeli aggression against Gaza Strip on
07/10/2023, and its impacts have accelerated at all levels of Palestinian society, including
structures, nature, and people, placing more pressure on the resources of the Palestinian people.
As a result, there are devastating human and material losses. It is an attack that keeps going on
in both Gaza Strip and the West Bank, with arrests, raids, closures, and restriction of movement.
The number of massacres against civilians committed by the Israeli occupation army in Gaza
Strip reached 3,798; the number of martyrs reached more than 43,552 in Gaza Strip until
09/11/2024, including 17,385 child and 209 infants who were born and martyred during the
aggression. Furthermore, as a result of the aggression, 825 child under one year of age were
martyred. Of the total wounded, which reached 102,765, child and women amount to about
70%. In addition, in Gaza Strip, more than 10,000 people were reported as missing, 69% of
whom are child and women. In the same period, the number of martyrs in the West Bank
reached 780, including 167 child.

2.2 Detained Child

According to data issued by the prisoners' institutions?, the number of arrests in the West Bank
since the beginning of the ongoing aggression after October 7 has reached more than 11,500
cases in the West Bank, including Jerusalem, of them 750 child under 18 years age. As for Gaza
Strip, accurate information is not available due to the enforced disappearance that the
occupation continues to carry out against detainees in Gaza Strip. It is noteworthy that the
number of prisoners still under arrest in the occupation prisons reached 10,100 male and female
prisoners until October 28, 2024, including 270 child, these minors are being deprived of their
childhood experiences, including their education. Furthermore, they are subjected to various
violations during their detention, such as nighttime arrests, physical assaults witnessed by their

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households, gunfire during arrests, being shackled, blindfolded, and denied access to legal
assistance. These practices contravene international legal standards and the principles set forth
in the Convention on the Rights of the Child. Before October 7, 2023, the total number of
detainees in prisons exceeded 5,250, including 170 child.

2.3 Demolitions by the Occupying Authorities

There is no safe place for children in Gaza Strip due to the ongoing Israeli bombardment, which
has destroyed over 25,000 buildings, the complete destruction of around 150,000 housing units,
partial damage to 200,000 housing units, and 80,000 housing units became uninhabitable. This
devastation has forced child to flee and seek shelter in overcrowded places such as schools and
hospitals, limiting privacy and increasing the likelihood of violence and conflict due to resource
shortages. They also face difficulties in accessing sanitary facilities and basic needs, impacting
their dignity and physical and mental health, which exacerbates their psychological and
physical strain and affects their overall quality of life.

In the West Bank, between 7 October 2023 and 31 October 20242, Israeli authorities destroyed,
demolished, confiscated, or forced the demolition of 1,844 Palestinian structures across the
West Bank, including East Jerusalem. This led to the displacement of more than 4,694
Palestinians, including 1,965 children, 1,342 women, and 1,387 men. The demolitions after
seven October included over 815 inhabited residential units, 122 uninhabited residential units,
more than 408 agricultural structures, more than 130 water, sanitation and hygiene structures,
and 265 livelihood structures. Approximately 58 incidents of demolition and destruction
targeted the infrastructure, most of them in Tulkarm and Jenin, where water, sanitation, and
electricity infrastructure were repeatedly damaged in those areas during Israeli operations,
affecting entire neighborhoods and beyond, and there were 46 other classified demolition
incidents.

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Chapter Three
Demographic Reality

A child means every human being below the age of 18 years unless, under the law
applicable to the child, majority is attained earlier.
(Child’s Rights Convention, Article 1)

3.1 Demographic Growth

As of mid-2023, the child population in Palestine (individuals below 18 years) was estimated
at 2,393,288, representing approximately 44% of the total population. This includes 1,222,510
males and 1,170,778 females. Breaking it down regionally, in the West Bank male children
counted 688,510 compared to 658,378 females while in the Gaza Strip the male children
counted 534,000 compared to 512,400 females. Children in the Gaza Strip represent 47% of the
total population of the Strip, while in the West Bank they represent 41% of the total population
of the West Bank.

Estimates for the middle of mid-2023 indicate that the percentage of individuals aged 60 years
and above decreases to 6%, and these percentages indicate that fertility rates have been
declining continuously since the year 2000. The Palestinian society is a young society.

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3.2 Crude birth rates

Birth rates are influenced by various factors, including levels of fertility and childbearing,
health services, and state policies on maternal and childcare. Based on estimates from the
Population, Housing, and Establishment Census 2017, the crude birth rate in Palestine has
declined to 28.8 births per thousand population in 2023, down from 32.6 births per thousand
population in 2013. This decrease is likely attributable to reduced fertility levels and the
effective implementation of reproductive health and family planning programs.

Regionally, there are significant differences in crude birth rates between the West Bank and the
Gaza Strip. In 2023, the West Bank recorded a crude birth rate of 26.6 births per thousand
population, a decrease from 29.7 in 2013. In contrast, the Gaza Strip saw a decrease to 32.0
births per thousand population in 2023 from 37.1 births per thousand in 2013.

Palestine is expected to witness a decline in birth rates in the coming years, influenced by
multiple factors, including decreasing fertility and the implementation of reproductive health
programs in family planning, alongside the impact of political and economic conditions. The
recent Israeli aggression on Gaza Strip, which began on October 7, 2023, and continues to date,
has led to deteriorating economic conditions and increased unemployment in both the West
Bank and Gaza Strip, prompting families to reduce the number of children. Furthermore, the
aggression has damaged healthcare infrastructure, negatively affecting maternal and child
health services. These direct and indirect impacts of the Israeli aggression contribute to
declining birth rates.
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3.3 Child Mortality
States Parties recognize the right of the child to the enjoyment of the highest attainable
standard of health and to facilities for the treatment of iliness and rehabilitation of health.
States Parties shall strive to ensure that no child is deprived of his or her right of access to
such health care services.
(Child’s Rights Convention, Article 24)

Child mortality is measure of the country's social and health conditions. In Palestine, infant and
under-five mortality rates have declined over the past two decades. However, this improvement
must be understood within the complex context of life in Palestine. The ongoing Israeli
aggression has both direct and indirect impacts on children's health. Repeated attacks have
damaged healthcare infrastructure, limiting access to essential maternal and child healthcare.
Additionally, the economic decline due to blockades and imposed restrictions has led to
shortages in medical supplies and medications, negatively affecting children's health and
survival in health emergencies. Furthermore, psychological and social factors such as poverty,
displacement, and psychological stress heavily impact children's health, making the effects of
Israeli aggression evident despite improvements in child mortality rates: there were 209 infants
who were born and martyred during the aggression, and 825 children who were martyred during
the aggression and were less than one year old.

3.4 Road Accidents

The issue of child fatalities and injuries in traffic accidents is a significant concern globally;
this situation underscores the various risk factors that contribute to these tragedies. Children are
particularly vulnerable on the roads due to their limited experience and understanding of the
dangers involved in road travel. Their lack of attention can be a critical factor in these accidents.
Additionally, drivers may not exercise sufficient caution in areas frequented by children,
thereby increasing the risks. The problem is compounded by inadequate road infrastructure and
the distracting influence of mobile phone technology on children, especially when they are
walking.

In 2023, the data showed that 2,402 children were injured in road accidents in this region. The
age distribution of these victims is particularly concerning: 61% were between 7 to 17 years
old, while 39% were under 7 years old. The highest incidences of these accidents were reported
in the governorates of Nablus, Hebron, and Jenin.

The number of child fatalities resulting from road accidents in the West Bank reached 49 cases
in 2023. The data indicated that the mortality rate was higher in the age group below 7,
accounting for 57% of the total deaths, while the mortality rate for children in the age group of

7-17 years was 43%.

3.5 Maternal Mortality Rate*
The maternal mortality rate in Palestine decreased to 21.9 women per 100,000 live births in the

year 2022, compared to 28.5 women per 100,000 live births in the year 2020.

In Gaza Strip, there are 60,000 pregnant women, with an average of 180 births daily, about 15%
of these women are likely to suffer from complications in pregnancy and childbirth that are
difficult to treat due to lack of medical care. This means that there is a high probability of an
increase in births under unsafe health conditions, which constitutes a serious violation of
women's rights and endangers their lives and those of their newborns. Women in Gaza Strip
face tragic conditions during pregnancy and childbirth, where they suffer from a difficulty to
access healthcare facilities and following upon pregnancies due to lack of medical services and
essential medicines, 132 ambulances were targeted, and hospitals suffer from a lack of supplies
and fuel. In addition, 114 hospitals and healthcare centers have stopped providing health
services, 162 health facilities were also targeted, in addition, to the loss of 1,047 martyrs from
the healthcare staff, which has resulted in a shortage of medical personnel; all these conditions
increase miscourages and mortality during childbirth and increase in caesarean sections. Care
Organization reported that the number of premature births among women increased by almost
one third due to factors such as stress and trauma, where some of them had miscourages as a
result of fear, which led to an increase in miscourage cases by 300%.

3.6 Median Age at First Marriage
The median age at first marriage was 21.0 years for females and 26.0 years for males in 2022,
with no difference between the West Bank and the Gaza Strip.

A notable pattern emerged when correlating marriage age with education. For Palestinians with
university degrees (bachelor’s or higher), the median marriage age was 24.3 years for women
and 27.3 years for men. On the other hand, those with a preparatory education or less married
much younger, with women at 17.0 years and men at 24.4 years.

Additionally, there was a slight decrease in early marriages (before age 18) in Palestine in 2022
compared to 2021. It decreased from 12% to 11% for females among all females who got
married. For males, it was 0.4% among all males who got married during the years 2021 and
2022.
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3.7 Households by Sex of the Head of the Household

In Palestine, women head 12% of all households. Within these female-headed households, a
significant portion, 20%, have children under the age of 18. Conversely, the majority of these
households, constituting 80%, do not have children under the age of 18.

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Chapter Four

Education Sector

States Parties recognize the right of the child to education, and with a view to achieving
this right progressively and on the basis of equal opportunity, they shall, in particular:
(a) Make primary education compulsory and available free to all; (b) Encourage the
development of different forms of secondary education, including general and vocational
education, make them available and accessible to every child, and take appropriate
measures such as the introduction of free education and offering financial assistance in
case of need;

(Child’s Rights Convention, Article 28)

4.1 The Impact of the Israeli Aggression on the Education Sector

Education is a fundamental human right granted to everyone under Article 26 of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights. However, the ongoing bombardment and violent airstrikes on
Gaza Strip have resulted in the destruction of a significant portion of the infrastructure of
schools and universities. Additionally, many schools have been used as shelters for internally
displaced people, leading to the disruption of the educational process since the beginning of the
Israeli aggression on October 7, 2023 until 12/11/20243. This situation represents a blatant
violation of individuals' right to access education.

A total of 129 schools and universities were destroyed, and 344 were partially damaged,
depriving approximately 700,000 students of their right to school education for the 2024/2025
scholastic year. The number of martyrs among school students reached 11,249 martyrs, while
17,335 students were injured. Additionally, around 39,000 students were deprived of their right
to take the high school exam for the 2023/2024 scholastic year. As of now, there is no accurate
information about the number of school students whom the Israeli military has arrested during
ground operations across various areas of Gaza Strip.

The number of martyrs among teachers and school administrators reached 444 martyrs, while
2,491 were injured, so far, there is no information available about the number of educational
cadres who were arrested by the Israeli occupation army during the ground operations in all
areas of the Gaza Strip.

In the West Bank, since October 7, 2023, the number of martyrs among the students enrolled
in schools has reached 80, and the number of wounded students enrolled in schools has reached
479. In addition, 237 students have been arrested by the Israeli occupation army. As for teachers
and administrators, 3 teachers have been martyred, and 17 others have been wounded. 144
members of the teaching staff in schools have been arrested.

4.2 Percentage of public expenditure on Education out of total government expenditure
In 2023, the expenditure per student in the education sector in Palestine increased to 1,124 US
Dollars in 2023, compared to 1,057 US Dollars in 20224, However, the public expenditure on

4.3 Enrollment in Kindergartens and Schools

4.3.1 Enrollment in Kindergartens

The total enrollment rate in kindergartens, encompassing KG1 (Kindergarten Year 1) and KG2
(Kindergarten Year 2), is determined based on the total number of children enrolled in these
kindergarten levels in a specific year. This figure is expressed as a percentage of the total
population of children in the official early kindergarten enrollment age group, which is (4 - 5
years), for the same year.

In the 2023/2024 scholastic year, there is a slight difference between females and males in the
total enrollment rate in kindergartens in the West Bank.

The number of kindergartens in the West Bank in the scholastic year 2023/2024 reached 1,611
kindergartens, and the number of children in kindergartens in the West Bank reached 100,390
children, including 51,135 males and 49,255 females. Regarding the staff, there were 4,918
caregivers, and the number of classes reached 4,866 classes in the West Bank, including 4,767
mixed classes, 31 classes for males, and 68 classes for females.

4.3.2 Number of Students in Schools in the West Bank the Scholastic Year 2023/2024

In the Scholastic year 2023/2024, the total enrollment in Palestinian schools in the West Bank
reached 791,546 students. The sex distribution among these students is 388,588 male students
and 402,958 female students.

When categorized by the supervising authority, the students are distributed as follows: 609,089
in public schools, 45,135 in UNRWA (United Nations Relief and Works Agency for Palestine
Refugees in the Near East) schools, and 137,322 in private schools.

4.3.3 Enrollment in Basic Education* and Secondary Education**

The net enrollment rate in basic education in the West Bank reached 99.0% in the scholastic
year 2022/2023, while in the scholastic year 2023/2024 it reached 101.0%, with a disparity
between males and females in favor of females, reaching 102.4% among females compared to
99.7% among males. *(Sustainable Development Indicator 4.5.1.1).

The net enrollment rate in secondary education in the West Bank reached (77.0%) in the
scholastic year 2023/2024, with a clear disparity between males and females in favor of

females; 64.6% among males compared to 89.9% among females. **(Sustainable Development
Indicator 4.5.1.2).

4.4 Completion Rates for Different Educational Levels* (Basic, Lower Secondary, Upper
Secondary)

In 2023, Palestine achieved a notable accomplishment in its education sector, evidenced by the
completion rate for the basic education stage. This rate stood at 99.4% for both sexes, with
99.5% for males and 99.2% for females during the year 2023. *(Sustainable Development Indicator 4.1.2).

4.5 Distribution of Schools in the West Bank for the Scholastic Year 2023/2024
In the West Bank, the educational infrastructure encompasses 2,428 schools. This total includes
1,915 government-operated schools, 96 schools managed by the United Nations Relief and
Works Agency (UNRWA), and 417 private school. Furthermore, the schools are categorized
by educational stage, comprising 1,391 basic schools and 1,037 secondary schools.

4.5.1 Average Number of Students Per Classroom for the Scholastic Year 2023/2024

The average number of students per class in government-supervised schools in the 2023/2024
academic year in the West Bank was 26.8 students, 33.6 students in UNRWA-supervised
schools, and 23.9 students in private schools. As for the average number of students per class
by stage, it was 27.3 students in the Basic stage, and 23.7 students in the secondary stage.

4.5.2 School Drop-out and Repetition Rates

In the scholastic year 2022/2023, the West Bank reported relatively low overall dropout rates
across all educational stages, with a rate of 0.79%. This rate, however, exhibited a sex disparity:
it was 1.07% among male students and 0.52% among female students. Breaking down these
rates further by educational stage, the basic education stage saw a dropout rate of 0.47%, with
males at 0.73% and females at 0.21%. In contrast, the dropout rate in secondary education was
notably higher at 2.13%, with male students having a rate of 2.76% compared to 1.66% for
female students.

The Drop-out rates can be attributed to a decline in the ability to study and enter the workforce,

especially among males, or due to engagement in early engagement and marriage, particularly
among females. Other reasons include repeated failure, lack of interest in co-education or
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attending a school outside the residential area, in addition to the presence of some disabilities
such as visual impairment and psychological or medical conditions.

In the scholastic year 2022/2023, the rate of grade repetition in the West Bank was relatively
low across all educational stages, recorded at 0.28%. This rate showed a slight sex variation,
with 0.32% for male students and 0.25% for female students. When analyzed by educational
stage, the basic education level had a repetition rate of 0.27%, with a slightly higher rate of
0.32% for males compared to 0.22% for females. In secondary education, the repetition rate
was somewhat higher, at 0.34%, with male students having a rate of 0.32% and female students
slightly higher at 0.35%.

4.5.3 Average number of Students per Teacher for the Scholastic Year 2023/2024

In the scholastic year 2023/2024, the average student-to-teacher ratio in the West Bank schools
was 19.5 students per teacher. In Government schools, the average was 19.6 students per
teacher, in schools operated by the UNRWA, the ratio was significantly higher at 26.6 students
per teacher. Private schools, on the other hand, reported the lowest student-to-teacher ratio, with
an average of 17.4 students per teacher.

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4.5.4 School Counseling in the West Bank for the Scholastic year 2023/2024

School counseling is crucial in shielding students from the adverse social, economic, and
political impacts of their environments. It provides essential tools for students' survival and
development, mitigates risks, and facilitates the early identification and intervention for
students facing social or psychological challenges.

The percentage of schools in the West Bank covered by counseling services reached 72%, and
the average number of students per educational counselor in the West Bank schools reached
465 students per educational counselor in the 2023/2024 scholastic year. These numbers are not
sufficient, especially if the primary goal is preventive, especially under the current
circumstances.

4.5.5 Distribution of Schools in the West Bank by Main Source of Water, Electricity and
Wastewater Disposal

The educational statistics from the scholastic year 2023/2024 demonstrate that the majority of
schools in the West Bank have access to basic infrastructure, specifically in terms of electricity
and water supply, with around 99% of schools connected to the electricity network and
approximately 93% of schools connected to a public water network.

4.5.7 Average Number of Students per Drinking Water Fountain, Toilet, and Hand Sink
The student-to-unit ratio for drinking water fountains, toilets, and hand sinks represents the
number of students relying on a single unit of these essential facilities in schools. These ratios
help assess the adequacy of school infrastructure to ensure student health and comfort, thereby
supporting a healthy and safe learning environment.

A drinking water fountain provides students with access to clean drinking water. In the West
Bank schools, around 32 students share a single drinking fountain, reflecting the efficiency of
water provision for students; the higher the number of students per fountain, the lower the
convenience and speed of access to drinking water.

The number of toilets allocated per age group or sex (male or female) is crucial for ensuring
personal hygiene and comfort. The data indicates that approximately 32 students share a single
toilet in the West Bank schools. Higher student-to-toilet ratios may lead to difficulties in
maintaining hygiene and comfort.

Around 45 students also share a single hand sink in the West Bank schools. The hand sink is
where students wash their hands, which is essential for maintaining hygiene after using the
toilet and before eating. The higher the number of students per hand sink, the more likely it is
to cause congestion and difficulty accessing it during peak times, such as break periods.

4.6 Students with Disabilities in Schools
Data shows that the percentage of schools with infrastructure and materials adapted to the needs
of students with disabilities in the West Bank in the 2023/2024 scholastic year reached 68.4%.

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The data from the scholastic year 2023/2024 shows that among students with disabilities
attending government schools in the West Bank, communication disorders are the most
common type of disability, accounting for 29.2% of cases and are more prevalent among males
than females. Following this, movement disabilities and cerebral palsy constitute a significant
portion, representing 26.3% of disabilities among these students. And then learning difficulties
at (22.2%), which are more prevalent among females than males.

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Chapter Five

Health Sector

State parties recognize the child’s rights to enjoy the highest possible health level and to
have access to medical treatment and health rehabilitation. State Parties shall exert utmost
efforts to ensure that no child gist denied its right to these health care services.

Child’s Rights Convention, Article 24-1)

Investing in children's health is a crucial step towards creating a society that is both healthy and
productive. Achieving this goal requires a multifaceted approach, encompassing legal,
legislative, policy, and planning dimensions. It involves the implementation of comprehensive
programs, the allocation of appropriate budgets, and the provision of both curative and
preventive healthcare services. Building partnerships and enhancing awareness among children,
households, society, and the state about the importance of children's health is also vital.
Equipping children with the knowledge to make healthy lifestyle choices and to understand
prevention strategies is key. A special focus should be placed on marginalized children and
those at risk of marginalization, as this will help to bridge the health and social disparities
among children in different regions of Palestine. By targeting these groups, there can be a
significant reduction in the financial and health burdens on the society. This approach not only
protects children in the present but also safeguards their future, particularly against chronic
diseases. The most prominent health indicators for the Gaza Strip will be presented due to the
lack of updated data on the health situation in the West Bank.

The ongoing Israeli aggression on the Gaza Strip since October 7, 2023, which has had a
devastating impact on the health status of Palestinian children, as the bombing and military
attacks. Bombing and military attacks have exposed children to direct injuries, which may result
in permanent disabilities or even death. The destruction of healthcare infrastructure impedes
access to essential medical care. In addition, children endure immense psychological stress,
leading to mental health disorders such as anxiety, depression, and post-traumatic stress
disorder (PTSD). The destruction of water and sanitation facilities has further led to the spread
of infectious diseases, while malnutrition worsens due to the blockade and deteriorating
economic conditions. These health challenges impact children's physical and mental
development, limiting their chances for a better future and deepening the health and social crisis
within Palestinian society.

5.1 Orphaned children in Gaza Strip
In 2020, there were 26,349 children aged (0-17 years) in Gaza Strip living as orphans, (having

lost one or both parents). Data indicates that 35,055 children in Gaza Strip became orphans
since October 7, 2023, due to the loss of one or both parents, representing 1% of the total
displaced population, which reached two million people in Gaza Strip. This brings the total
number of orphaned children to 61,404, As a result, they live in extremely difficult conditions
and exceptional circumstances, lacking proper shelter, which can lead to profound negative
effects on children, including psychological and social impacts such as loneliness, deteriorating
mental health, diminished learning, and social development.
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5.2 Famine and Malnutrition in Gaza Strip

The right to access sufficient and nutritious food is considered one of the fundamental rights
essential for the survival, growth, and development of children. Studies highlight the
importance of proper nutrition for both the child and the mother during pregnancy, emphasizing
the need for vitamins and necessary supplements to protect the child. Furthermore, exclusive
breastfeeding during the first six months of a child's life is crucial for providing the necessary
Immunity against diseases during this period.

The Integrated Food Security Phase Classification (IPC)® report indicates that the number of

people classified in Phase 5 (Emergency) is expected to nearly triple in the upcoming months,
specifically from November 2024 to April 2025. Approximately 1.95 million people,
representing over 90% of the population in Gaza Strip, are experiencing high levels of acute
food insecurity, classified at Phase 3 (Crisis) or higher. This includes 345,000 individuals (16%)
in a state of Emergency (Phase 5) and 876,000 people (41%) in a state of Crisis (Phase 4).
Despite the lower population in Rafah and northern governorates, these areas are likely to face
more severe acute food insecurity. These phases are characterized by extreme food shortages
and famine, exhausting coping mechanisms, which results in alarmingly high rates of acute
malnutrition among children under five, alongside a significant increase in mortality rates.

According to the Integrated Food Security Phase Classification (IPC) report, approximately
60,000 cases of acute malnutrition are expected among children aged 6 to 59 months from
September 2024 to August 2025, with 12,000 children (20%) suffering from severe acute
malnutrition. Additionally, 16,500 pregnant and lactating women will require treatment for
acute malnutrition. This situation arises from a combination of severe food deprivation, the
collapse of healthcare and nutrition services, and lack of access to safe water and sanitation
facilities, compounded by winter temperatures, rainfall, and flooding, which will worsen acute
malnutrition and increase the risk of disease outbreaks in densely populated areas.

Data from the Ministry of Health indicates that 37 children have died due to malnutrition,
dehydration, and famine so far, with 3,500 children at risk of death due to malnutrition and food
shortages. In northern Gaza Strip, nearly one in five children suffers from wasting, the most
life-threatening form of malnutrition.

It is worth mentioning that in 2020, the percentage of children suffering from moderate
underweight in Gaza Strip was 2.1%, while severe underweight was 0.3%, and the percentage
of children suffering from moderate stunting was 9.0% timely, while 1.8% suffered from severe
stunting. The percentage of children suffering from moderate wasting was 1%, and severe
wasting was 0.5%.

5.3 Newborn Children

Newborns in Gaza Strip find themselves in a tough battle for survival. Health data from
UNICEF reveals that around 20,000 children have been bornsince the beginning of the Israeli
aggression on Gaza Strip. Pregnant women suffer from malnutrition, dehydration, and severe
food scarcity; as a result, many of their children are born underweight and suffer from health
problems, in addition to the possibility of not receiving vaccinations due to their shortage, this
means the emergence of diseases that have been eradicated and were not present among
children, such as measles, whooping cough, polio, hepatitis and others.

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In 2020, the neonatal mortality rate in Gaza Strip reached 8.8 deaths per 1,000 live births. The
estimated number of children in the vaccination age group (0-23 months) was 208,300. It is
estimated that 16,854 children were unable to receive routine vaccinations, leading to the
resurgence of several epidemic diseases, most notably hepatitis. This situation underscores the
alarming future of health in Gaza Strip and the urgent need for humanitarian intervention and
sustainable solutions to address the health crisis.

5.4 Disease incidence

Children in Gaza Strip face increasing health risks amid the ongoing aggression, with
deteriorating living conditions leading to the spread of various diseases. The prevalence of
gastrointestinal diseases, such as diarrhea and stomach infections, has risen due to the lack of
clean water and contamination of drinking sources. This shortage has also contributed to the
rise of skin diseases, including scabies and skin infections.

Moreover, overcrowding in unhealthy shelters and air pollution from bombings have led to a
spike in respiratory illnesses, such as asthma and pneumonia. Additionally, children suffer from
psychological issues due to repeated trauma, including anxiety and sleep disorders, which affect
their emotional and social development. The lack of food resources resulting from the blockade
has worsened malnutrition, leading to weakened immunity and increased vulnerability to
various diseases.

According to the latest data from the World Health Organization (WHO)’, the rates of

communicable diseases are alarming across Gaza Strip. More than 1.1 million cases of acute
respiratory infections, 669,000 cases of acute watery diarrhea, 225,000 cases of skin diseases,
and 132,000 cases of acute jaundice syndrome have been reported. Additionally, there have
been 18 reported cases of acute flaccid paralysis, 71,338 cases of hepatitis infections due to
displacement, and 1,737,524 cases of infectious diseases linked to displacement.

The destruction of the healthcare system in Gaza Strip, ongoing displacement, shortages of
medical supplies, and obstacles to accessing primary healthcare have led to a decline in routine
vaccination rates during the months of aggression. Poor water quality and inadequate sanitation
have facilitated the spread of many dangerous viruses and epidemics, increasing the risk of
vaccine-preventable diseases, including the poliovirus.

On July 19, 2024, the WHO announced the spread of the type two poliovirus strain in Gaza
Strip, marking the first reported cases of polio in the region in at least 25 years. The vaccination
rate against polio before the onset of the aggression was 99%, but it has now dropped to 86%.
Children under five are at the highest risk of contracting the virus, particularly infants under
two, many of whom have not received vaccinations due to the ongoing conflict. If the virus
spreads uncontrollably and children do not receive the necessary vaccinations, it poses a threat
to neighboring countries as well.

In response, the WHO, in collaboration with the United Nations and the Palestinian Ministry of
Health, organized the first round of polio vaccinations for approximately 640,000 children over
12 days (September 1-12, 2024). The new oral polio vaccine type 2 (nOPV2) was administered
to 559,161 children aged 0-10 years throughout Gaza Strip. The second round of polio
vaccinations then took place (October 10-25, 2024), where 556,774 children received the
vaccine.

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However, due to escalating violence, intense bombardment, mass displacement orders, and the
absence of guaranteed humanitarian ceasefires in much of northern Gaza Strip, the technical
committee responsible for polio in Gaza Strip, which includes the Palestinian Ministry of
Health, WHO, UNICEF, UNRWA, and partners, was forced to postpone the third phase of the
polio vaccination campaign, which was scheduled to begin on October 23. This final phase aims
to vaccinate 119,279 children throughout northern Gaza Strip. To stop the transmission of the
poliovirus, at least 90% of all children across Gaza Strip must be vaccinated, which is essential
for an effective campaign to halt its spread and prevent further outbreaks.

5.5 Access to Safe Drinking Water

Under normal circumstances, prior to the Israeli aggression, only about 4% of households in
Gaza Strip used a safely managed drinking water source (households with improved sources of
drinking water free from bacteria, such as E. coli) available when needed in 2019. However,
since the onset of the aggression, residents in Gaza Strip are living on one-fifth of the amount
of water available before the Israeli assault, with daily individual water allocation ranging from
3 to 15 liters. This amount is below the World Health Organization's recommended quantity to
meet an individual's water needs, indicating a severe shortage in water quality.

The aggression has led to the destruction of water infrastructure, exacerbating the situation.
Many vital facilities, including wells, desalination plants, and storage tanks, have been
damaged, negatively affecting residents' ability to access clean and safe drinking water.

This acute shortage in both the quantity and quality of water has led to the spread of
gastrointestinal diseases, such as diarrhea and food poisoning, adversely impacting children's
health. Additionally, the lack of sufficient water affects personal hygiene and public health,
increasing the risk of disease transmission. Washing hands with soap and water is considered
the most cost-effective method to combat diarrhea and acute respiratory infections in children
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under five years old. Furthermore, the difficult living conditions may lead to psychological
issues, such as anxiety and depression, along with negative effects on children's growth and
development.

5.6 The Need for Psychological Support Due to the Effects of Israeli Aggression

Data indicates that over 816,000 children in Gaza Strip require psychological assistance due to
the ongoing Israeli aggression. Witnessing scenes of killing and destruction resulting from the
ongoing Israeli aggression for the past 400 days, it leaves deep psychological effects on the
children of Gaza Strip. These effects may include negative emotions such as fear, anxiety,
depression, and psychological shock due to continuous psychological pressure and material and
human losses, such as the loss of relatives or homes. The aggression can also affect their
behavior and daily life patterns, such as changes in sleep patterns, nutrition, and social
relationships. Additionally, children may suffer from painful physical injuries or the loss of
loved ones, increasing their need for psychological and emotional support to recover from these
traumatic experiences.

Chapter Six

Protection

6.1 Child in Labour

The percentage of working children aged (10-14 years) in the West Bank reached 1.4%, with
2.5% for males and 0.2% for females, while this percentage for the age group (15-17 years)
reached 9.3%, with 18.1% for males and 0.6% for females for the year 2023.

The percentage of working children aged (10-14 years) in Gaza Strip reached 0.5%, with 0.8%
for males and 0.0% for females, while this percentage for the age group (15-17 years) reached
3.4%, with 6.7% for males and 0.3% for females for the year 2023.

For working children who are not enrolled in education, the percentage reached 22.9% of the
total children not attending school in the West Bank and 7.5% in Gaza Strip for the age group
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(10-17 years) in 2023. Meanwhile, the percentage of children who are working and enrolled in
education for the same age group and year was 29.1% in the West Bank and 25.5% in Gaza
Strip.

More than a quarter of children aged (10-17 years) are working as unpaid family members in
Gaza Strip, and about half of working children are paid employees in the West Bank and Gaza
Strip in 2023.

The disparity appears clearly in the average daily wage for wage-employed children aged (10-
17 years) by region, as the average wage in the West Bank reached (85.3 NIS) compared to
(15.4 NIS) for wage-employed children in the Gaza Strip. Table 21 shows that the average
number of weekly working hours worked by children higher than the average working hours
for individuals 15 years and above.

The phenomenon of child labor is considered a serious social problem, indicating the use of
children for work during their early years instead of focusing on their fundamental rights and
comprehensive development. This phenomenon results from various factors, including poverty,
which forces households to rely on the income of children to meet their basic needs. Children
also turn to work in the face of limited educational opportunities and dropout rates, where work
becomes a tangible alternative to education. Households are affected by challenging economic
conditions and job loss, leading children to contribute to supporting the household.
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6.2 Unemployment

The gap remains large in unemployment rates between men and women in the West Bank and
Gaza Strip, as this rate reached 24.4% and 66.7% among women in the West Bank and Gaza
Strip, respectively. Compared to 16.9% and 40.0% among men in the West Bank and Gaza
Strip, respectively, in 2023.

As for the unemployment rate among women who head households reached 8.6% and 37.2%
in the West Bank and Gaza Strip, respectively, in 2023, compared to 12.4% and 28.1% among
men who head households in the West Bank and Gaza Strip, respectively. This may be reflected
on children who live in households headed by women or men who are among the ranks of
unemployment, whether on the standard of living or psychologically for these children.

6.3 Poverty in the West Bank

Two poverty lines were prepared according to the consumption patterns of households, the first
is known as the poverty line and the second is the deep poverty line. The poverty line reflects a
budget covering basic needs, in addition to other necessities like healthcare, education,
transportation, communication, personal care, household items, furniture, and other home
essentials. The extreme poverty line, however, reflects the budget for only essential needs, such
as food, clothing, and housing. Both poverty lines were adjusted to account for the diverse
consumption needs of households, based on household composition, family size, and number
of children, with the reference household being a family of five (two adults and three children).2.

6.3.1 The prevalence of Poverty
11.5% of Individuals suffer from Poverty in the West Bank, 2023

The poverty percentage among individuals in the West Bank in 2023, based on monthly
consumption patterns, reached 11.5%. Additionally, 4.3% of individuals in the West Bank

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suffer from deep poverty according to monthly household consumption patterns. Based on
average income, the poverty percentage among individuals was 22.9%, and 15.3% of
individuals in the West Bank have a monthly income below the deep poverty line.

The poverty percentage according to monthly consumption patterns in the West Bank
decreased, reaching 11.5% in 2023, while it was 13.9% in 2017. On the other hand, the poverty
percentage according to monthly income increased, as it was 15.1% in 2017 and reached 15.3%
in 2023.

6.3.2 Poverty and Number of Children in the Household

There is a clear relationship between the number of children in households and poverty
Percentages. The poverty percentage among individuals in households with children was
12.2%, compared to 8.6% among those in households without children. The poverty percentage
increases with the number of children in the household; individuals in households with one or
two children are less vulnerable to poverty, with a poverty percentage of 11.2%. This
percentage begins to exceed the national poverty percentage in households with three or more
children, reaching 12.5% for households with 3-4 children and peaking at 13.4% for households
with five or more children.

6.3.3 Poor Children

The poverty percentage among children under 18 years old in the West Bank reached 11.7% in
2023, with an estimated 148,000 children living in poverty. Additionally, 60,540 children suffer
from extreme poverty, representing 4.5% of children in the West Bank.

6.4 Children In Conflict With the Law

The 2023 data from the Ministry of Social Development highlights the issue of children in
conflict with the law in the West Bank. A total of 1,646 juveniles were referred to the Juvenile
Protection Counselor during the year. Out of these, a notable number, 193 juveniles, were
admitted to Dar Al Amal, an institution dedicated to observation and social care.

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The data also showed that 98.7% of juveniles referred to the Juvenile Protection Counselor in
the West Bank were males, compared to 1.3% females.

56% of the juveniles who were referred to the Juvenile Protection counselor in the West Bank
were in the age group (16-18 years), compared to 41% in the age group (13-15 years), and while
3% committed the violation while they were of the age of juveniles in the year 2023 in the West
Bank.

Regarding to the actions assigned to juveniles when referring them to the Juvenile Protection
advisor in the West Bank, we find that 29% of the juveniles were assigned the act of “harm,”
then comes the juveniles who were assigned the act of traffic violations and other violations at
a rate of 20%, and a percentage of 17% of the juveniles were assigned the act of theft, and 11%
were assigned the act of quarrels and threats.

6.5 Social Welfare, Emergency assistance

Data from the Ministry of Social Development for the year 2023 show that the number of
children from poor households receiving Emergency assistance reached 212,104 children,
39,381 in the West Bank and 172,723 in Gaza Strip.

The data clearly indicates a disparity in the distribution of aid to children from poor households
between Gaza Strip and the West Bank. Children in poor households residing in Gaza Strip
received a greater amount of aid compared to those in the West Bank.

6.6 Children of Unknown Parentage and Illegitimate

Data from the Ministry of Social Development for the year 2023 indicate that the number of
children of unknown parentage and born out of wedlock for the year 2023 who were reported
in all social development offices in the West Bank reached 3 children, and the issuance of birth
certificates for them was followed up, and the children were nominated for households qualified
for fostering and foster households and they were handed over according to the system: 1 male
children and 2 female children. Special amendments were also made to the first and last names
of a number of children fostered through the Ministry of Interior.
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6.7 Children Victims of Violence

The data from the Ministry of Social Development for the year 2023 indicated that the number
of children who were victims of violence in the West Bank in 2023 and reported across all
social development directorates in the West Bank reached 1,040 children. Of these, 38.1% were
in the age group (5-9 years), while 27.3% were in the age group (10-14 years), 19.1% were in
the age group (15-17 years), and 15.5% were in the age group (0-4 years). Additionally, four
children with disabilities were reported as victims of violence, equally distributed between sex,
with two males and two females.

According to the data, Nablus Governorate recorded the highest number of child violence cases,
with 224 children, followed by the Ramallah and Al-Bireh Governorate with 151 children, and
then the Hebron Governorate with 138 children. Meanwhile, Tubas and the Northern Valleys
Governorate recorded the lowest number of cases, with 15 children.

6.8 Child Sexual Harassment Cases

The records of the Palestinian police for 2023 indicated that the number of child victims of
sexual harassment (defined as an act of hostility and unwanted behavior of a sexual nature that
violates a person’s dignity, body, privacy, and feelings, creating an uncomfortable environment
for the individual, and taking various forms such as verbal harassment, gestures, threats, and
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intimidation) reported in the West Bank amounted to 26 children, distributed by sex as 19 males
and 7 females.

The Palestinian police records for 2023 indicated that the number of child victims of sexual
harassment in the West Bank was higher in urban areas compared to rural areas and camps. In
urban areas, 12 cases were recorded, while 8 cases were reported in rural areas, and 6 cases in

camps.

6.9 Child Begging Cases
The Palestinian police records for 2023 showed that the number of reported child victims of
begging in the West Bank reached 68 children, distributed by sex with 67 males and only one

females.

The data showed that child begging cases in the West Bank were higher in urban areas
compared to rural areas and camps, with 39 cases recorded in urban areas, 24 cases in rural
areas, and only 5 cases in camps.
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6.10 Child Runaway Cases

The Palestinian police records for 2023 reported that the number of child runaway cases
reported in the West Bank reached 17, distributed by sex with 14 cases for males and 3 cases
for females.

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The Palestinian police records for 2023 indicated that the number of child runaway cases in the
West Bank was higher in rural areas compared to urban areas and camps. In rural areas, 9 cases
were recorded, while 8 cases were reported in urban areas and 2 cases in camps.

6.11 Licensed nurseries

The number of licensed nurseries in the West Bank was approximately 298 in 2023, catering to
around 7,327 children. These nurseries operate under the supervision of qualified caregivers,
totaling about 1,254, which contributes to providing early educational care for children in a safe
and stimulating environment. The nurseries adhere to standards set by the Palestinian Ministry
of Social Development, ensuring the quality of services provided and promoting the healthy
growth and development of children. They are also subject to regular inspections to verify
compliance with the required standards, which enhances parental trust and ensures the provision
of a suitable educational and care environment.

According to data from the Ministry of Social Development for 2023, Ramallah Governorate
ranks first in terms of the number of licensed nurseries in the West Bank, accounting for
approximately 36% of the total nurseries. It is followed by Nablus Governorate with 16%, and
then Bethlehem Governorate, which represents 10% of the total number of licensed nurseries.

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Chapter Seven

Children and the Information Society

7.1 Computer Use and Internet Access for Households with Children Aged (5-17 Years)
In 2023, 24.5% of households in Palestine with children aged (5-17 years) used computers
(desktop, laptop, or tablet), with 31.9% in the West Bank and 13.2% in Gaza Strip. Additionally,
97.8% of households with children in this age group had internet access, with 98.9% in the
West Bank and 96.1% in Gaza Strip.

7.2 Purpose of Websites Visited by Children

Regarding the purpose of websites visited by children online, 96.2% of households in Palestine
with children aged (5-17 years) use the internet for entertainment (games, music, songs, etc.),
while 76.8% use it for studying, 45.2% for information and knowledge, 17.0% for chatting, and
26.4% for messaging and communication, according to the 2023 ICT Household Survey data.

7.3 Regulating Internet Usage Hours for Children Aged (5-17 Years)

The results of the 2023 ICT Household Survey indicated that 75.5% of households with children
aged (5-17 years) monitor the programs their children use online, with 79.8% in the West Bank
and 69.0% in Gaza Strip. Additionally, 80.9% of households regulate the daily hours of internet
usage for their children aged (5-17 years), with 79.3% in the West Bank and 83.8% in Gaza
Strip.

7.4 Protective Measures Taken by Households to Protect Children During Internet Use
There are several measures that households take to protect and safeguard children when using
the internet. Data from the 2023 survey indicated that 88.2% of households sit with their
children aged (5-17 years) while they use the internet. Additionally, 85.0% of households
reported communicating with their children about what they do online and educating them
about internet safety. Furthermore, 77.2% of households establish agreed-upon household rules
regarding internet and personal device usage.

7.5 Monitoring Programs Used by Children Aged 5-17 Years on Computers

The percentage of households that monitor the types of programs used by children aged (5-17
years) on computers reached 83.3%, with 88.6% in the West Bank and 63.6% in Gaza Strip.
Regarding the monitoring of programs used by children online, 75.5% of households in
Palestine reported that they monitor the programs their children use. Additionally, 17.3% of
households with children in this age group stated that their children do not use the internet,
according to the 2023 ICT Household Survey data.

7.6 Prohibited Activities for Children Aged (5-17 Years) on the Internet by Households

Regarding households preventing their children from engaging in certain online behaviors, data
revealed that 88.8% of households in Palestine prohibit their children aged (5-17 years) from
talking to strangers online, with 89.1% in the West Bank and 88.3% in the Gaza Strip. The
results also showed that 85.7% of households prevent their children in this age group from
sharing personal information online, with 87.7% in the West Bank and 82.1% in Gaza Strip.
Additionally, 83.2% of households with children aged (5-17 years) restrict their children from
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using chat rooms, with 80.4% in the West Bank and 88.3% in Gaza Strip. Meanwhile, the
percentage of households that prevent their children aged (5-17 years) from purchasing goods
or services online is 82.5%, with 82.2% in the West Bank and 83.0% in Gaza Strip.
