The official statistics system is one of the basic pillars of the civic society in any country.
We have, thus, paid special attention to laying solid foundations for this system in the
Palestinian society. We have raised and allocated local and international resources to lay well
balanced bases for the Palestinian statistical system in parallel with the task of achieving the
Palestinian political and socio — economic independence. In acknowledging and stressing the
importance of setting up a modern central statistical bureau capable of collecting, compiling
and disseminating statistical data in accordance with the international standards and
recommendations, we included the establishment, funding and creation of the enabling
atmosphere for the success of the system among our top personal and official priorities.

It pleases us to present the findings of the first Population, Housing and Establishment Census
that was successfully planned, implemented underwent various dissemination processes by
Palestinian hands. Our independent Palestinian decision to carry out the project came in
response to our awareness of the crucial need for building a Palestinian statistical system, as
part of our rights to sovereignty and complete independence. We are very confident that the
findings of the Population, Housing and Establishment Census-1997 shall be utilized in
enhancing our efforts aiming to provide the enabling environment for achieving the complete
Palestinian sovereignty as well as to optimally utilize and allocate available resources in a
way that ensures balanced development.

In view of the importance of the project findings in enhancing our liberation, independence
and state building, we issued presidential directives (in the session of the Palestinian cabinet
held on January 16th 1998) requiring all ministries and governmental agencies to make
optimal utilization of the findings, including revising their plans and program based on the
results of this project.

The implementation of the Population, Housing and Establishment Census- 1997 and the
derivation of its findings crowns our march for the informatic independence launched in 1993
when issued by our directives for the establishment of the Palestinian Central Bureau of
Statistics. The success of the census would have been impossible, without the dedication and
commitment of the national team we established for following up and supervising the
implementation of this highly pivotal project. The census national team, comprised of senior
PNA officials including ministers, deputy ministers, and director generals representing the
Palestinian government, as well as many thousands of our Palestinian people who worked
hard day and night to ensure the availability of the enabling conditions for the successful
implementation of the census.

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Preface

Censuses of Population, Housing, or Establishments are crucial undertakings in the life of any
official statistical system. The United Nations recommends the implementation of Population
censuses every 5 or 10 years to obtain a comprehensive set of data about population size,
composition and characteristics. Such data are essential for economic and social development.

Upon launching of the peace process between the Arab countries and Israel, the Palestine
Liberation Organization, PLO, has given highest priority to making available the needed data
for establishing national plans of actions for rebuilding the country, especially the economic,
social, cultural and service sectors in the Palestinian Territory. The PLO has recognized that
the available gap in the needed statistics for planning will only be filled through the
implementation of a population and housing census. The census will be a proper vehicle for
providing various ministries and institutions with crucially needed data for effective planning
and for the integration of demographic indicators into the overall development planning
process.

Our efforts in planning for carrying out the census, which have started in the fall of 1993 have
culminated in the issuance of a presidential decree (June 5, 1997) on conducting the
Population, Housing, and Establishment Census at the end of 1997 in the Palestinian
Territory. The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics was entrusted through that decree to
lead the implementation of this strategic exercise.

The census covered all of the Palestinian Territory except those parts of Jerusalem, which
were annexed by Israel in 1967. The Israeli authorities have conducted an extensive
campaign against our teams in Jerusalem, including the arrest of scores of fieldworkers,
declaring those areas as closed military areas, and passing a law outlawing census activities in
Jerusalem, thus preventing the Palestinian side from exercising its legitimate rights in
Jerusalem, and the right to collect statistical information about the Palestinians of Jerusalem.

This report summarizes the main results of the census in this field, more reports are being
prepared to cover other topical aspects as well as other geographical areas. Of course, the
exhaustion of all areas covered by the census will take along time, however, we count on the
interests of various users to help us release all results in record time. In the meantime, we
welcome any suggestions from users on further utilization of these data.

Important Remarks

The final results of the overall pogulation enumeration indicate that the number of the
total population on December 9-10" 1997 amounted to 2,895,683 persons. This figure
includes, the number of persons actually enumerated in the reference date which
amounted to 2,601,669, the estimates of population number in those parts of Jerusalem
which were annexed by Israel in 1967 which amounted to 210,209 persons and the
estimates of the uncounted population based on the post-enumeration study which
amounted to 83,805 persons.

Jerusalem governorate includes all localities and areas that were defined for the purpose
of the 1996 Palestinian election. The administrative boundaries were based on the election
boundaries in coordination with the Ministry of Local Government and Jerusalem
governorate. For statistical purposes, Jerusalem governorate was divided into two main
areas: J1 and J2.

J1 area: Includes those parts of Jerusalem, which were annexed by Israel in 1967.

J2 area: Includes the other parts of Jerusalem, governorate.

These classifications were only used for statistical purposes

The detailed tables published in this report are related to the final results of the buildings,
housing units and population actually enumerated during census filed work, in addition to
the estimates of population in the J1 area of Jerusalem governorate. However, the results
do not include the buildings and housing units in the J1 area of Jerusalem governorate and
the estimates of uncounted population according to post enumeration study.

The administrative classifications of the Ministry of Local Government were used in the
1997 census. These classifications divided the Palestinian Territory into 14 governorates
in addition to 2 districts.

The governorates are Jenin, Tulkarm, Qalqiliya, Nablus, Ramallah and Al-Bireh, Jericho,
Jerusalem, Bethlehem, Hebron, North Gaza, Gaza, Deir Al-Balah, Khan Yunis, and
Rafah.

The two districts are Tubas and Salfit.

The detailed households tables published in this report are related to Palestinian and non
Palestinian private households and the collective households.

Administrative Boundaries of Localities:

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics spent great efforts to obtain detailed maps of
localities in the Palestinian Territory prior to the commence of fieldwork activities for the
Population, Housing, and Establishment Census — 1997. PCBS obtained these maps from
different sources, most importantly from the Ministry of Local Government,
municipalities, village councils, and engineering offices.



Maps of localities in the West Bank were drawn with clear administrative boundaries due
to geographical and natural partitions among most of these localities. However, Gaza Strip
is distinct in the adhesion of construction chunks that are adjacent to each other. PCBS was
able to define the outside boundaries of all localities in the Palestinian Territory in
accordance with the maps that were available at that time. However, the working team that
was in charge could not maintain the boundaries of some of the overlapped camps with the
central governorates in the Gaza Strip because of the contradiction between the different
sources of maps.

Despite the fact that PCBS had coordinated with and contacted all governmental parties
involved, PCBS was not able to obtain detailed, unified, and approved maps. There was no
correspondence in the administrative boundaries between maps for the same locality
except Ash Shati’ camp, where an official map was obtained from the municipality of
Gaza. This map showed that several Enumeration Areas were considered part of Ash Shati’
camp and these Enumeration Areas were officially considered part of Gaza City according
to the map.

Due to these facts, statistics about all localities including Ash Shati’ camp were
disseminated according to the actual enumeration which was conducted during the census
fieldwork activities.

Taking into consideration the ratified official map that was obtained from the municipality
of Gaza, there is an addition in the building, housing units and population data related to
Ash Shati’ camp of about 40.4%, 56.3% 52.1%, respectively on the account of the
buildings, housing units and population data related to the Gaza city respectively. This
shall result in an addition of 7.1%, 10.0%, 9.0% respectively to the total number of
buildings, housing units and population in the camps in the Gaza governorate respectively;
and an addition of 2.2%, 3.7% 3.2% respectively to the total number of buildings, housing
units and population in the camps in the Gaza Strip respectively; and an addition of 0.7%
1.2%, 1.2% respectively to the number of buildings, housing units and population in the
camps in the Palestinian Territory on the account of the urban areas respectively.
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Summary

1. Introduction

The locality (in the Palestinian Territory) is defined as agglomeration of population,
regardless of the number of inhabitants. Based on the findings of the field work of the
Maps Updating Project 1997, and the Population, Housing and Establishment Census —
1997. The number of localities amounted to 708 localities, of which 20 in those parts of
Jerusalem governorate which were annexed by Israel in 1967.

The “ City ” was used to be defined as a locality that has a municipality. Nevertheless,
and following the inception of the Palestinian National Authority, the Ministry of Local
Government Affairs established municipalities in many villages although considerable
numbers of the population living therein still have a rural way of life. Thus, it became
essential to put forward a definition involving a distinction between the urban and rural
localities in the Palestinian Territory.

2. Urban and Rural in Palestinian Territory:

In order to formulate a definition for the rural locality that suits the national peculiarities
of the Palestinian society, a workshop was held in the Palestinian Central Bureau of
Statistics on October 10™ 1997. The participants list comprised representatives of the
different governmental and non-governmental organizations, sociologists, specialists and
other parties interested in the field.

The recommendations of the workshop called for classifying the Palestinian localities
into urban, rural and refugee camps, based on the following inputs:

Number of population based on the findings of the Population, Housing and
Establishment Census 1997.

- Public water network based on the findings of the Population, Housing and
Establishment Census 1997.

- Public electricity network based on the findings of the Population, Housing and
Establishment Census 1997.

- Post office based on the findings of the Population, Housing and Establishment
Census 1997 and data obtained from the Ministry of Post and Telecommunications.

- Health centers based on the data obtained from the Ministry of Health.

- Secondary schools based on the findings of the 1997/ 1998 the education survey
conducted by the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics and the Ministry of
Education.

3. Basic Definitions and Concepts

Locality:

A permanently inhabited place, which has an independent municipal administration or a
permanently inhabited, separated place not included within the formal boundaries of another
locality



Locality Code:
It refers to the national code allocated for the locality. Every locality in the Palestinian
Territory has been given a national code comprised of sex digits.

Locality Type:
Localities have been divided into three types: Urban, Rural, Camps

Urban: Any locality whose population amounts to 10,000 persons or more. This applies to all
governorates/districts centers regardless of their size. Besides, it refers to all localities whose
populations vary from 4,000 to 9,999 persons provided they have, at least, four of the
following elements: public electricity network, public water network, post office, health
center with a full — time physician and a school offering a general secondary education
certificate.

Rural: Any locality whose population is less than 4,000 persons or whose population varies
from 4,000 to 9,999 persons but lacking four of the aforementioned elements.

Camp: It refers to any locality referred to as a refugee camp and administered by the United
Nations Refugees and Work Agency in the Near East (U.N.R.W.A.).

Building:

The building is defined as any fixed construction that is temporarily or permanently erected
on the surface of the earth or water. The building is surrounded by four walls or with at least
one completed ceiling at the time of the visit, regardless of the construction material and the
purpose of construction and utilization at the time of the Census. The building might be
utilized for habitation, for work, for both, vacant, closed or under construction at the time of
the Census.

Housing Unit:
A building or part of a building constructed for one household only, with one or more
independent entrance leading to the public road without passing through another housing unit.
The unit might not be constructed for living purposes but found occupied with a household
during the enumeration. Likewise, the unit might be utilized for habitation or for work
purposes or both purposes. Also, it might be closed, vacant or occupied by one or more
households during the Census.

Collective Households (Institutional Households):

It refers to the place constructed for the residence of a group of individuals, who live therein
and benefit from the services it provides. The collective household, may be comprised one
building or more or one housing unit or more. Examples of collective households include
hotels, hostels, elderly and orphans homes, psycho-therapy clinics and hospitals, collective
households for university students, collective living quarters (camps) at the passages, and
housing units of priests and nuns in the monasteries and churches (who do not have other

households).

Household:

The household was defined as one person or a group of persons with or without a family
relationship, who live in the same housing unit or part of the housing unit, share meals and
make joint provision of food and other essentials of living.

Average Household Size:

It refers to the average number of private household members. This average calculated
through dividing the total number of members for a certain category by the number of
households for that particular category.

Room:

The housing unit or part of the housing unit surrounded with walls and has a ceiling, provided
that its area is not less than 4m®. If the area of the glassy balcony equals or surpasses more
than 4m”and is used for living purposes, it is considered a room. Likewise, the salon or living
room is considered a room. The kitchen, bathroom, paths and toilet are not considered rooms.
Areas allocated for animals and poultry along with those used for work purposes, only, are
not considered rooms.

Average Number of Rooms in Housing Unit
It refers to the average number of rooms per housing unit. This average calculated through
dividing the total number of rooms by total the number of housing units.

Average Number of Persons Per Room

It refers to the average number of persons living in the room. This average calculated through
dividing the total number of individuals for a certain category by the total number of rooms
for that particular category.

Connection to Water Public Network:
This category applies to housing units connected to public water networks belonging to the
Water Company, municipalities, or municipal councils.

Connection to Electricity Public Network:
This category applies to housing units connected to public electricity networks belonging to
the Electricity Company, municipalities, or municipal councils.

Connection to Public Sewage System:
This category applies to housing units connected to public sewage system belonging to the
municipalities, municipal councils, or a special entity.

4. Final Results

Upon the completion of the population enumeration on December 24™ 1997, the enumerators
and crew leaders carried out a comprehensive office revision and managed to manually derive
the preliminary findings in the period between December 25™ 1997 and December 28™ 1997.
They were announced on February 26" 1998. Starting January 1998, several activities were
undertaken including editing, coding, data entry, and verification, coupled with consistency
and coverage checks to ensure the quality of data and tabulation. The final results were
released on November 30™ 1998.

4.1 Final Results on Buildings and Housing Units

These final results present the number of buildings and housing units in the period between
October 30" 1997 and November 23™ 1997. These findings indicate that the number of
buildings in the Palestinian Territory(excluding those buildings in the J1 area of Jerusalem
governorate) amounts to 359,562 buildings, 243,117 building in the West Bank (67.6%) and
116,445 in Gaza Strip (32.4%)).

These findings indicate also that the number of under construction buildings from the total
number of buildings in the Palestinian Territory amounts to 20,901 building (16,563 building
in the West Bank and 4,338 building in Gaza Strip).

These findings indicate that the number of housing units used for habitation or for work or for
habitation and work or closed or vacant in the Palestinian Territory (excluding those housing
units in the J1 area of Jerusalem governorate) amounts to 466,651 housing units, 314,230
housing unit in the West Bank (67.3%) and 152,421 housing unit in Gaza Strip (32.7%)).

4.2 Final Results on Housing Units

These final results present the number of housing units in the period between December 10
1997 and December 24™ 1997, These findings indicate that the number of inhabited housing
units in the Palestinian Territory (excluding the J1 area of Jerusalem governorate) amounts to
389,753 housing units, from which 256,935 housing units are in the West Bank (65.9%) and
132,818 housing units are in Gaza strip (34.1%).

These findings indicate that the percentage distribution of housing units for urban, rural,
camps are 53.4%, 31.9%, 14.7%, respectively.

These findings also indicate that the percentage distribution of housing units according to
connections to water network, electricity network, sewage system, are 83.4%, 94.6%, 33.3%,
respectively.

4.3 Final Results on Population
The final results of the overall population enumeration indicate that the number of the total
population on December 9 — 10™ 1997 amounted to 2,895,683 persons, 1,470,506 and

1,425,177, males and females respectively. The geographic distribution of this figure reveals
that 1,873,476 persons live in the West Bank (951,693 and 921,783 males and females,
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respectively) and 1,022,207 persons live in Gaza Strip (518,813 and 503,394 males and
females respectively).

This figure includes the following:
4.3.1 Final Results on Actually Enumerated Persons

The final results of the population enumeration in the Palestinian Territory indicate that the
number of persons actually enumerated in the reference date amounted to 2,601,669
persons, 1,322,624 and 1,279,405, males and females respectively. This number excludes
the final results of the post enumeration study and those living in the J1 area of Jerusalem
governorate.

4.3.2 Estimates of Population Number in the J1 Area of Jerusalem Governorate

The PCBS obtained data on the Palestinians living in the J1 area of Jerusalem governorate
from special resources. Those sources provided data involving some demographic
characteristics of the people living therein. We utilized those data in estimating the number
of people living in this area. Our estimates indicated that the number of Palestinians living
in the J1 area of Jerusalem governorate amounted to 210,209 persons in the eve of 1997
(105,392 and 104,817 males and females, respectively).

4.3.3 Estimates of Uncounted Population Based on the Post — Enumeration Study

The post enumeration study indicated that the actual number of population might be higher
than the number we provided by 83,805 persons (42,850 and 40,955 males and females,
respectively).

4.4 Final Results on Households

The final results of the population enumeration process indicate that the number of actually
enumerated households amounted to 407,265 households, of which 407,065 were private
households comprising 2,595,118 persons and 200 collective (institutional) households
comprising 6,551 persons. Estimates of households in the J1 area of Jerusalem governorate
amounted to 40,552 households.
