Faisal Al Husseini

In the Memory of Jerusalem and Palestine

Faisal Al Husseini was born on 17 July 1940 in Baghdad, Iraq, to a notable
Palestinian Muslim family. Faisal is Abdel Qader Husseini’s son, a legendary
Palestinian leader, who died in the Battle of Jerusalem on 8 April 1948. He is the
grandson of Musa Qassem Pash Al-Husseini, a celebrated Palestinian Patriot during
the Ottoman and British rule and a former mayor of Jerusalem.

Faisal completed his primary and high school education in Cairo, Baghdad and
Damascus. He joined the Arab Nationalist Movement (ANM) in 1957. He was one
of the founding members of the General Union of Palestinian Students (GUPS) in
1959; Faisal returned to Jerusalem and worked for the PLO after its establishment in
the city, as deputy manager of the Public Organization Dept. (1964-65). He
graduated from Damascus Military College in 1967 and worked as an x-ray
technician in Jerusalem from 1969-1977. He studied history in Beirut; and returned
to Jerusalem and founded the Arab Studies Society in 1979; he was the Society’s
chairman and remained so ever since.

Faisal was repeatedly placed under constant house arrest by Israel from 1982-87;
several times imprisoned under "administrative detention" and without trial, last in
October 1990 in the wake of the Al-Agsa Mosque massacre.

He became a PLO Executive Committee member and a member of the Higher
Islamic Council, in Jerusalem, in 1982. Faisal was a Palestinian spokesperson and a
highly respected (Fateh) leader during the 1987 Palestinian Intifada. He headed the
Palestinian delegation to the Middle East Peace Conference in Madrid, 1991 and the
subsequent negotiations; long time Arafat's chief representative in the PT.

More recently, Faisal became a minister without Portfolio in the PNA, in charge of
the Jerusalem file; head of the Orient House, the first national address in Jerusalem.

He struggled all his life for justice and independence of Palestine, based on UN
Resolutions 181, 242 and 338 and international law, and pursued tirelessly his dream
to see Jerusalem as the capital of a free Palestine.

Faisal died in 2001, he will remain alive in the memory of Jerusalem and Palestine
for ever.

This yearbook is indicating the history and geography of Jerusalem and indicates
different statistics in the field of population, education, health, labor, and living
standards, consumer prices, land use, commerce, construction works, energy, and
tourism sectors. Besides, it shows the impact of Israeli measures against Palestinian
people since the end of September 2000, including data on the martyrs and the
injures.

We hope that this report would be a statistical important source of data on our
immortal capital of Jerusalem, and to enrich the capacity of Palestinian planners and
all researchers and to materialize our Palestinian sovereignty over Jerusalem.

Looking forward to issue the next volume under a sovereign Palestinian state with
Jerusalem as its capital.

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The Methodology

Methodology

The methodology adopted in preparing this book is based on three main
determinants, namely: Geographic coverage, temporal start-off, and the variety of
used data sources. These determinants should be taken into account when using the
statistics included in this book.

1. Administrative Borders and Geographic Coverage

For mere statistical purposes, the Jerusalem Governorate was divided into two parts.
The first part (J1) includes that part of Jerusalem, which was annexed forcefully by
Israel following its occupation of the Palestinian Territory in 1967. This part
includes the following localities: (Beit Hanina, Shu’fat Refugees Camp, Shu’fat, Al’
Isawiya, Sheikh Jarrah, Wadi Al - Joz, Bab Al-Sahira, As Suwwana, At -Tur,
Jerusalem “Al - Quds™), Ash - Shayyah, Ras Al-Amud, Silwan, Ath — Thuri, Jabal
Al — Mukabbir, As — Sawahira Al — Gharbiya, Beit Safafa, Sharafat, Sur Bahir, and
Um Tuba). The second part (J2) includes the remaining parts of the governorate,
namely: Rafat, Kufr A’qab, Mikhmas, Qalandya Refugees Camp, the Bedouin
Community - Jaba’, Qalandya, Beit Duqqu, Jaba’, Al — Judeira, Beit Anan, Al — Jib,
Bir Nabala, Beit Ijza, Al — Qubeiba, Khirbet Um Al — Lahem, Biddu, An — Nabi
Samu’eil, Hezma, Beit Hanina Al Tehta, Qatanna, Beit Surik, Beit Iksa, A’nata, The
Bedouin Community — Al — Khan Al — Ahmar, Az Za’eem, Al — Eizariya, Abu Deis,
Al — Sawahreh Al — Sharqiyeh, Ash — Sheik Sa’d.

In relation to administrative division and geographic coverage, we would like to
note that the term “Remaining West Bank” includes the West Bank except that part
of Jerusalem which was forcefully annexed by Israel following its occupation of the
Palestinian Territory in 1967, which is referred to as J1. “Remaining West Bank
Governorates” refers to the West Bank except the Jerusalem Governorate (i.e. J1 +
J2).

2. Reference Period

This book, basically presents the statistical data of 2000. But there were some
exceptions due to the lack of data for public use, such as previous year’s data, in
addition to comparison data for main indicators to show the changes according to
the time.

3. Data Sources

Data produced in this report are based on two main data sources, namely: the

Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics, where data are derived from different
surveys and censuses. The second source is the data obtained from the
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The Methodology

administrative records, in addition to selected studies and research publications.
Reference has been made to these sources in the text as well as in the tables. Also,
reference has been made to more than one source.

Following is an overview of the most prominent PCBS' surveys, upon which the
preparation of this report is based:

1.

The Demographic Survey, 1995. This survey was conducted in 1995 to provide
statistical data on the characteristics of the population. A multi — stage random
cluster sample of a size of 15,000 households was used in this survey.

The Health Survey, 2000. This survey was conducted in 2000, based on a multi —
stage random stratified sample. The sample size was 6,349 households of which
888 households were in Jerusalem Governorate.

The Education Statistics Survey, 1997/1998, 1998/1999, 1999/2000 and
2000/2001. Comprehensive surveys in the West Bank and Gaza Strip. These
surveys targeted the licensed educational institutions that are supervised by the
different supervising authorities (Government, UNRWA, and private sector
institutions). These surveys excluded the schools supervised by the Jerusalem
Municipality and the Israeli Ministry of Education in Jerusalem.

The Labor Force Survey. A household survey regularly carried out since 1995 on
a quarterly basis in order to collect data on the basic indicators of the labor
market. A multi — stage stratified cluster sample was used in this survey. The
sample size in each round was 7,559 households of which 730 households in
Jerusalem Governorate.

The Palestinian Expenditure and Consumption Survey, 1998: This survey was
carried out in 1998 with a random stratified cluster sample. The sample size was
3,000 households, of which 264 households in Jerusalem Governorate.

Time Use Survey: This survey was conducted in 9/5/1999 — 7/5/2000, based on a
multi — stage random stratified sample. The sample size was 4,019 households of
which 346 households in Jerusalem Governorate.

Media Survey — 2000: This survey was conducted in 17/6 — 15/7/2000, based on
a multi — stage random stratified sample. The sample size was 8,276 households
of which 720 households in Jerusalem Governorate.

The Establishments Census of 1994. This census involved a comprehensive

enumeration of all establishments operating in the various economic sectors in
the Palestinian Territory, except for agriculture and fishing.

The Methodology

The Industrial Survey (1994 — 1999 Rounds). This survey was implemented in
the Palestinian Territory in the years 1994 — 1998. It was based on a single —
stage stratified systematic sample. The sample size was 3,555 establishments in
1994 of which 465 establishments were in Jerusalem Governorate. In 1995, the
sample size was 2,064 establishments of which 364 establishments were in
Jerusalem Governorate. In 1996, the sample size was 2,064 establishments of
which 381 establishments were in Jerusalem Governorate. In 1997, the sample
size was 2,204 establishments of which 435 establishments were in Jerusalem
Governorate. In 1998, the sample size was 2,540 establishments of which 265
establishments were in Jerusalem Governorate, and in 1999, the sample size was
2,548 establishments of which 201 establishments were in Jerusalem
Governorate.

The Internal Trade Survey (1994 — 1999 Rounds). This survey was implemented
in the Palestinian Territory in the years 1994 — 1999. it was based on a single —
stage stratified systematic sample. The sample size was 1,966 establishments in
1994; 2,366 establishments in 1995; 2,366 establishments in 1996; 1,393
establishments in 1997, of which 412 establishments were in Jerusalem
Governorate, In 1998, the sample size was 2,170 establishments of which 365
establishments were in Jerusalem Governorate, and in 1999, the sample size was
2,050 establishments of which 369 establishments were in Jerusalem
Governorate.

The Constructions — Contractors survey (1994 — 1999 Rounds). it was
implemented in the Palestinian Territory in the years 1994 — 1999. This survey
involved a comprehensive listing of all institutions operating in the constructions
sector, except for the 1994 survey which was based on a single — stage stratified
systematic sample. The sample size was 218 establishments, of which 8
establishments were in Jerusalem Governorate. In 1995, the sample size was 457
establishments, 8 of which were in Jerusalem Governorate. In 1996, sample size

was 455 establishments, 8 of which were in Jerusalem Governorate. In 1997, the

sample size was 488 establishments, In 1998, the sample size was 408
establishments, and in 1999, the sample size was 337 establishments.

The Services Survey (1994 — 1999). This survey was implemented in the
Palestinian Territory in the years 1994 — 1999. it was based on a single — stage
stratified systematic sample. The sample size was 1,506 establishments in 1994.
In 1995, the sample size was 1,820 establishments. In 1996, sample size was
1,820 establishments. In 1997, the sample size was 1,416 establishments, of
which 300 establishments were in Jerusalem Governorate. In 1998, the sample
size was 1,840 establishments, of which 350 establishments were in Jerusalem
Governorate, and in 1999, the sample size was 1,843 establishments, of which
313 establishments were in Jerusalem Governorate.

The Methodology

The Transportation, Storage and Communication Survey (1995 — 1999). This
survey was implemented in the Palestinian Territory in 1995 — 1999. it was
based on comprehensive listing of the establishments of this sector.

The sample size was 365 establishments in 1995, 72 of which were in Jerusalem
Governorate. In 1996, sample size was 377 establishments, including 78
establishments in Jerusalem Governorate. In 1997, the sample size was 621
establishments, 70 of which were in Jerusalem Governorate. In 1998, the sample
size was 650 establishments, including 68 establishments in Jerusalem
Governorate, and In 1999, the sample size was 687 establishments, 82 of which
were in Jerusalem Governorate.

Prices and Price Index Survey (1996 — 2000). This survey was carried out in the
Palestinian Territory in order to collect prices of goods and services comprising
the consumer basket within five levels for aforementioned years, with 1996 as
the base year.

The Hotels Activities Survey (1996 — 2000). This survey constituted a
comprehensive enumeration of all hotels operating in the Palestinian Territory.
The findings of this survey indicated that there were 66 hotels in 1996, of which
39 hotels in Jerusalem Governorate; 85 hotels in 1997, 44 of which were in
Jerusalem Governorate; 92 hotels in 1998, 48 of which were in Jerusalem
Governorate, 91 hotels in 1999, including 42 hotels in Jerusalem Governorate,
and 106 hotels in 2000, 43 of which were in Jerusalem Governorate.

The Population, Housing and Establishments Census, 1997. This was the first
Palestinian census in the Palestinian Territory occupied in 1967. It involved data
collection activities on the population, housing units and establishments. This
census excluded that part of Jerusalem annexed forcefully by Israel following its
occupation of the West Bank and Gaza Strip in 1967, due to the Isracli measures
that prevented the census field work teams from carrying out the census in that
area.

The Local Community Survey, 1998. This survey covered all communities in the
Palestinian Territory with the purpose of updating the database available on these
communities in the various fields.

Impact of the Israeli Measures on the Well-being of the Palestinian Children,
Women and Household” Survey, 2000: Data Collection of this survey took
place during 11/4-15/5/2001. A random stratified cluster sample, composed of
3,393 households including 2,301 in the West Bank and 1,092 in Gaza Strip, was
selected to represent the target population. The sample included enumeration
areas close to Jewish, settlements, and Israeli checkpoints. The sample covered
also areas exposed to direct Israeli military forces aggression (shelling, shooting,
uprooting of trees, bulldozing of land, etc), in addition to other areas.
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Jerusalem Throughout History

Introduction

Jerusalem and other Arab Palestinian towns have fallen under Israeli military
occupation in different periods of time. Israel is still refusing to end its military
occupation of this land, especially Arab Jerusalem.

Following its occupation of the West Bank of which Jerusalem is an integral part,
particularly on June 28" 1967, Israel issued the first illegal administrative order by
announcing the annexation of Arab Jerusalem (approximately seven km?) and other
surroundings to the Western part of the city (the total area of which was around 38
km?® at that time). This was followed by other illegal procedures including the
dissolution of the Palestinian Secretariat Council; distribution of Israeli Identity
Cards on the Palestinian Jerusalemites; nullification of Jordanian laws, courts,
banks; imposing Israeli curricula in the Palestinian educational system, etc. Such
measures were aimed to remove any feature of the Arab authority as well as to
subject the land and the population to the types of Israeli authority.

In order to create a state of geographic integrity with cities inside Israel, the
boundaries of Jerusalem were extended by annexing more land from the occupied
West Bank, almost a two-fold extension as compared to the total area of the
Jerusalem governorate prior to June 1967. Thus, the current area of occupied
Jerusalem governorate amounts to 126,000 dunums ( a dunum is 1,000 m?*)based on
a rule stressing the annexation of more less populated land along with complete
demolition of any Palestinian communities that may threat or obstruct the intended
geographic integrity, especially in the western side of the governorates. The
demolition and complete depopulation of the three Latroon villages (i.e. Imwas,
Yalu and Beit Nuba) has been a live example on the measures Israel has been taking
in this respect.

The Israeli illegal measures have not stopped at this point but rather underwent
serious acceleration. The Israeli occupation authorities embarked on knotting a
settlement belt around Jerusalem as a preventive security armor for Jerusalem to be
as a first defense line of its boarders. This implied the adoption of a more aggressive
land confiscation policy by the Israeli government, which targeted thousands of
dunums of the Arab Palestinian land under different pretexts. This policy had other
dimensions including construction of Israeli settlements on the confiscated land,
coupled with a serious obstruction of Palestinian construction growth in nearby
areas as well as domination of more land.

In this way, the Israelis achieved the greatest part of their plans and intentions for

long years in the future. Israel managed to secure many constituents for making
Jerusalem its capital before declaring that. Geographically, the boundaries of the
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occupied city were expanded to an extent that allows the absorption of as many
settlers as possible. Demographically, less populated Palestinian communities were
annexed while stressing the obstruction of any growth of the communities. At the
security level, a belt of settlement that functions as a wall surrounded Jerusalem.

Thus, Israel imposed this reality which received complete Palestinian, Arabic and
international dismissal. Following thirteen years of its military occupation of
Jerusalem, namely on July 30" 1980, the Isracli Knesset enacted the basic law
proposed by the Israeli government, which stipulate that “Unified Jerusalem is
capital of Israel”. This is clearly an outcome dated to the early days of its occupation
of Arab Jerusalem.

From Israel’s viewpoint, it succeeded in surrounding Jerusalem and accomplishing
its historic project through illegal administrative regulations and measures, which at
the end lead to imposing its authority on the Arab City. This includes the annexation
and domination of the various aspects of living conditions of its Palestinian people
via distortions of realities and creation of new realities on the ground. These
endeavors are aimed to legitimize its illegal procedures and exclude Arab Jerusalem
in the text of relevant UN and international resolutions.

International resolutions and conventions at the top of which The Fourth Geneva
Convention of 1949 completely reject any change in the status of occupied
territories. Articles 3 , 49 and 53 of The Fourth Geneva Convention of 1949
prohibits all practices of the Israeli occupation including demolition, evacuation,
depopulation, and endangering the security and lives of people.

As for the annexation of East Jerusalem (that part of the city occupied by Israel in
1967) to the Western part of the city in order to form the unified capital of Israel, it
was rejected by the whole world except for the Dominican Republic. Except for two
small states, no countries moved their Israeli embassies to Jerusalem although the
illegal annexation of Jerusalem is now more than thirty years old and although more
than twenty years elapsed since enactment of the basic law making Jerusalem capital
of Israel. World states and UN including Security Council and other international
agencies and organizations still deal with Jerusalem as part of the occupied West
Bank on which relevant UN resolutions apply (Security Council Resolutions: 242,
252,253,254,267, 198 and General Assembly Resolutions 2253, 2254). These
Resolutions stress that the international legitimacy deems the annexation of
Jerusalem’s illegal; abort the Israeli plans for having Jerusalem as its unified capital
and stress the Arab identity of Jerusalem which is deeply rooted in the Arab
Palestinian history.

Jerusalem is one of the ancient cities yearned for by all nations and civilizations
throughout history. Although Jerusalem underwent numerous attacks and sieges
amounting to no less than twenty five times, it survived all attempts to change its
identity and vitality. Jerusalem is the cradle of three monotheistic faiths and the
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holiest city of all. It is the first Kiblah of Islam “Direction to which Moslems turn in
prayer”, the site from which Prophet Mohammad ascended to heaven, the site of
Christ’s resurrection; symbol of tolerance and love, and crown of the homeland and
honor.

Talking about Jerusalem in this chapter “Jerusalem throughout History” is only a
brief overview of some historic eras that constitute a small part of the vital history of
the city and its people and holy places. The following pages shed light on some of
the historical facts that stress the Arab identity of the city and its citizens. Each of
the names of Jerusalem has a deeply rooted historic significance. The following
historic transitions are an expression of the deep roots existing throughout history.
Likewise, UN resolutions stress the historic rights of the Palestinian people in
Jerusalem and the inadmissibility of all illegal Israeli measures and laws.

1. Names of Jerusalem Throughout History

Jerusalem has the special characteristic of hosting many civilizations that stayed
there for times through violence, peace, etc. Jebusites castle, which is currently
known as Jerusalem, was built six thousands years ago. This name has had a unique
distinctive echo throughout history in terms of being targeted as a location,
civilization, and name, too.

The Arabic identity of Jerusalem is a living fact that does not require evidence,
therefore, the historic narration of these lines is not intended to defend the Arab
identity of Jerusalem since such identity is self-evident. It is solely a historic
overview, for history is the primary spokesperson of land. Jerusalem, capital of
Palestine, had tens of names that were either given after founders or invaders. A
review of such names has many significant indications that are normally offered by
history to concerned researchers. These names are mentioned in many documents
and manuscripts all over the world. They shed light on the conflicts among the
various civilizations over Jerusalem, which is evident from the different names
given to the city by the Canaanites, Persians, Greek, Roman, and Islamic nations.

5. Confiscated Palestinian Property in Jerusalem Governorate

It is a difficult task to list the losses of the Palestinian people as a result of the Israeli
occupation of Palestine. In Jerusalem, this issue would be the most difficult and
complicated. In this respect, we tackle only the losses in land confiscated from its
legal owners in addition to the various aspects of dominating the small proportion
remained in the hands of the original Palestinian owners. As indicated in the
following table, we notice that a total of 73,142 dunums of the city was confiscated
following the 1948 and 1967 Wars. Furthermore, Israel kept escalating its land
confiscation policy on daily basis, which until the moment of preparing this report is
still on — going under different pretexts, e.g. military zones, by-pass roads for
settlements, and security purposes.

6. Demolished Communities in Jerusalem in 1948

The most prominent effects of the Israeli occupation is depopulation and land
domination. That part of Jerusalem occupied in 1948 was almost completely
destroyed in terms of infrastructure and built area. The great majority of population
was uprooted during the war, where part of them sought refuge in the eastern part of
the city and others settled in other Palestinian governorates and in Arab and other
countries in the world.

2,213 in the Remaining West Bank, and in Gaza Strip it was USD 1,577.

e The Gross National Disposable Income Per Capita was USD 3,250, whereas
it was USD 2,309 in the Remaining West Bank, and in Gaza Strip it was
USD 1,672.

3. Consumer Prices (2000):

e The percentage of change in the consumer price index in Jerusalem
governorate was 5.7% for 1999 compared to 1998, and 2.3% for 2000
compared to 1999.

4. Indicators of the most prominent economic activities (1999-2000):
1- Industrial Activities (71999):

e The number of industrial establishments was 913 enterprises. The number of
persons employed in these enterprises was 4,008 employees.
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e Production size (ratio) to the total number of these establishments was USD
108.3 million.

e Value added from industrial activities was USD 170.2 million

2- Construction Activities (2000):
(Buildings in Jerusalem governorate (J2))

e The licenses issued for non-residential purposes in Jerusalem governorate
(J2) was 22, in about 12,200 m* new areas and 2,600 m’ existing areas.

e The number of building licenses issued in Jerusalem governorate for new
buildings (J2) was 142 for residential building with an area of 51,600 m* and
15 for non-residential building with an area of 5,400 m’.

3- Internal Trade Activities (71999):

e The number of establishments engaged in this sector was 3,007 enterprises.
The number of persons employed in these enterprises was 6,741 employees.

e Production size (ratio) to the total number of these establishments was USD
112.3 million.

e The value added which Internal Trade Activities realized, was USD 86.0
million.

4- Transport, Storage, and Communications Activities

1. Formal/ Transport Activity (1999):

e The number of establishments engaged in this sector was 87 enterprises. The
number of persons employed in these enterprises was 1,056 employees.

e Production size (ratio) to the total number of these vehicles was USD 56.1
million.

e The value added which Organized Transport Activity realized, was USD 45.2
million.

2. Informal / Transport Activity (1999):

e The number of vehicles engaged in this sector was 1,264 vehicles. The
number of persons employed in these enterprises was 1,436 employees.

e Production size (ratio) compared to the total number of these vehicles was
USD 38.8 million.

e The value added which Unorganized Transport Activity realized, USD 24.2
million.
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5- Services Activities (1999):

e The number of establishments engaged in this sector was 795 enterprises.
The number of persons employed in these enterprises was 5,006 employees.

e Production size (ratio) to the total number of these activities was USD 114,8
million

e The value added which Services Activities realized, USD 80.4 million.

+  Tourism (2000):

e The total number of hotels in Jerusalem governorate for 2000 was 43 hotels,
The numbers of rooms and beds in these hotels were 1,997 rooms and 4,345
beds.

e The average number of hotels staff in Jerusalem governorate in 2000 was 203
staff members in the management and 816 in the operations side.

e The total number of guests in Jerusalem governorate hotels was 206,583
which constitute 61.5% of all guests in Palestinian Territory’s hotels in 2000.

e There were 50 tourist agencies in Jerusalem governorate in 1999 including,
216 eastern masterpieces shops and 180 tourist guides.

« Education (2000/2001):
1. Schools in Jerusalem governorate
e The total number of schools was 152.

e The total number of schools pupils/students was 52,724 pupils/students,
25,113 males and 27,611 females.

e Average number of students per teacher by supervising authority government
22.3, UNRWA 30.4 and private schools 16.7.

e Average number of students per section by supervising authority government
29.6, UNRWA 35.5 and private schools 25.8.

2. Higher Education in Jerusalem governorate (2000/2001):

e The total number of universities and colleges are two universities and two
colleges.

e The total number of university students was 6,097, 2,982 males and 3,115
females.

e The total number of college students was 293, 54 males and 239 females.

! Data exclude the schools supervised by the Jerusalem municipality and the Israeli ministry of education.
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. Illiteracy (2000):

Illiteracy rate for persons aged 15 years and above was 8.4%, 5.2% of which
were males and 11.5% were females.

Culture (2000):
The total number of operating theatres in Jerusalem governorate was 3.

The total number of licensed operating magazines in Jerusalem governorate
was 11.

The total number of presented plays in Jerusalem governorate was 175.

The total number of play audience in Jerusalem governorate was 61,705.

Time Use Survey (1999/2000):

The average daily time spent at work (for individuals aged 10 years and over)
in Jerusalem Governorate was 8 hours and 6 minutes, including 8 hours and
47 minutes for males and 4 hours and 13 minutes for females.

The individuals in Jerusalem Governorate spent in average 3 hours and 26
minutes daily in housekeeping, house management and household related
shopping, with significant gap between men and women; men spent one hour
and 25 minutes daily on average, while women spent 4 hours and 16
minutes.

32.4% of the individuals aged 10 years and over in Jerusalem Governorate
spent their time on working, 53.9% of which was for males and 10.0% was
for females.

23.3% of the individuals aged 10 years and over spent their time in
educational activities, with no significant difference between males and
females this percentage was 24.8% for males and 21.8% for females.

Mass Media (2000):

21.8% of Children Aged 6-17 years in Jerusalem Governorate read
newspapers, 32.1% of them listened to the radio, 98.2% watched television,
and 27.4% used computer.

15.8% of households in Jerusalem Governorate have computers, 63.3% of
households have telephones, and 3.5% of households have connection to the
Internet.
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Health (1999):

The total number of hospitals in Jerusalem governorate was seven hospitals
involving 553 beds.

The total number of admissions to hospitals in Jerusalem governorate was
24,737,

The total number of discharges from the hospitals was 24,277.
The total number of hospital operation (nursing) days was 106,409.
Bed occupancy rate was 52.7.

82.4% of persons in Jerusalem Governorate have Health insurance, 97.9% of
which in J1 area and 55.5% in J2 area.

23.0% of persons aged 12 years and over smoke, including 25.2% in J1 area
and 18.7% in J2 area.

55.8% of ever married women aged less than 30 years in Jerusalem
Governorate ever used modern contraceptive method, compared with 77.1%
for ever married women aged 30-49 years.

Israeli Violations in Jerusalem Governorate (2000):

The total number of confiscated identity cards in Jerusalem governorate was
6,386 from 1967-2000, including 207 in 2000.

The total number of sentenced detainees in Jerusalem governorate (J1) at the
end of 1999 was 223.

In 2000, there were 13 martyrs in Jerusalem governorate (J1) shot by Israeli
soldiers and settlers.

The Israeli authority demolished during 2000 about 79 houses” in Jerusalem

governorate (J1), the total area of these houses was 1,819 m* including 76
rooms.

The total number of constructed settlements on Jerusalem governorate lands
was 40 at an area of 85,709 dunums, and living in it about 213,257 Israeli
settlers.

22 Settlements located in (J1) area living in it 170,703 settlers, and the
number of settlements does not include small and other settlements branches.

Israel confiscated approximately 85% of the land of Jerusalem governorate
(J1) area.

2 Include 46 tents& barracks, but the other data cover 17 houses only.
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% Agqsa Intifada (2000-2001):

e (The Agsa Intifada 29/9/2000 — 30/6/2001).
e Number of Martyrs was 547.

o 24.5% of Martyrs were children (less than 17 years of age).
e Number of Injuries was 14.565.

o 15.2% of Injuries caused by Live Ammunition, 30.4% by Rubber Bullets,
34.6% by Gas, and 19.8% by Miscellaneous causes, which including beating,
torture,.. etc.

e About 56 thousand Palestinians (7,600 households) changed their place of
residence due to the current crisis. includig, 53% children. 10,300 persons
changed their place of residence permanently (18%), 38,700 temporarily
(69%), while 7,000 reported that they don’t know whether it is temporary or
permanent (12%). The majority 60% (about 33,500) changed their place of
residence because their residence is close to military checkpoint or Israeli
settlements.

e The results revealed that 14% of total number of students 5-17 years (about
126,495 students) reported that their schools were exposed to Israeli attacks
(closures of schools, bombarding, etc). About 60% of students (about
542,123 students) were absent from their schools for at least one day with a
median of absence of 10 days. About 2.4% of students (about 21,685) have
changed their schools, and the 4,518 students dropped out.

e As a response to what is heard, seen, or read in the media, the majority of
households (98%) reported that at least one of the household members
showed signs of sadness, 95% showed signs of anger, 94% felt insecure, 89%
were frustrated, and 80% have the desire to take revenge.

e About 596,000 children (less than 18 years) showed signs of crying, 788,000

children showed fear of loneliness, 839,000 showed fear of darkness and
172,000 suffered from involuntary urination.
