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Preface

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics PCBS is pleased to issue the sixth annual bulletin
on Foreign Trade Statistics in Palestine for the year 2000. After the Palestinian National
Authority managed to take control of administrative, economic, financial and commercial
institutions, a number of steps were taken to ensure the transition to statehood. One such step
concerns economic independence.

This report is useful for decision-makers at the political and economic levels for proper
channeling of the flow of goods to and from Palestine. With it, PCBS hopes to pave the way
for establishing sound economic relations with all countries.

The PCBS has been diligently working on compiling statistical information at the national
level. One important achievement of PCBS is its Foreign Trade Statistics Program which
copes with the requirements of international and regional reporting. Statistical comparisons in
the area of foreign trade statistics shall cover all indicators pertinent to foreign trade statistics.
Such indicators are among the basic data required by decision-makers at the political and
economic levels, as well as by researchers and investors at the local and regional levels.

The classification used in the computation process is ‘“Standard International Trade
Classification, 1988 (SITC-Rev.3), as well as the correlation tables between the SITC and
Classification by Broad Economic Catagories (BEC).

This report provides data regarding imports, total exports, national exports, and monthly net
balance trade by country. Likewise, other data on imports and exports are available by means
of transportation and passage. This stresses the need of foreign trade statistics program to
determine the entry passages between West Bank and Israel. Also the report provides
complete data on the national exported and re—exported goods by country of destination. As
for imports, relevant data are provided by material and country of origin, and complemented
by other aggregated tables and statistical comparisons for 1999 and 2000. It is noteworthy to
point out that such data are highly valuable for the system of national accounts, as well as for
the balance of payments.

This report is implemented in spite of all difficulties and obstacles that labour group

(administrative, technical and fieldwork) were exposed to, including mainly the Israeli
procedures which affected all our people in the public and private institutions.

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Executive Summary

Due to the importance of international relations in a period that focus on the coalition
policies that governed the nature of economic relations between countries, PCBS
established the foreign trade statistics department to control the palestinian foreign
trade statistics (imports and exports) and related figures.

PCBS has published Five reports since 1996.

We enclose herewith the main findings of the report for the year 2000.

Min Indicators:
The main indicators of the report of 2000 can be summarized as followed:

Total value of Imports 2,382.8 Million US$ distributed on 2353 commodities.
Total value of Exports 400.9 Million US$ distributed on 968 commodities.
Palestinian Net Trade Balance (—1,982) Million USS.

Out of trade transaction with 103 countries, Israel represents 73% of whole
imports, 92.2% of whole exports.

Total value of direct imports 643.265 Million USS, Italy represents 15% of
this value.

Direct exports 31,177 Million US$, 63% to Saudi Arabia.

Direct imports from the EU Countries 263.6 Million US$

Direct imports from Arab Countries 39.7 Million US$

Direct imports from American Countries 67.0 Million US$

Total value of direct exports to EU countries 1.7 Million US$

Total value of direct exports to Arab countries 29.1 Million US$

Total value of direct exports to American countries 71 Thousand US$

Note: The figures of 2000 direct imports will be adjusted in the report of 2001 due to
the new files that will be received from some sources after publishing this report.



1. Introduction:

The Foreign Trade Statistics with its three major indicators (imports, exports and trade
balance), are considered vital and necessary for the National Accounts and Balance of
Payments, for these reasons the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS) lays heavy
emphasis on constructing sound database for Foreign Trade Statistics in Palestine. Therefore,
PCBS initiated the Foreign Trade Statistics Program in the year 1995.

The Foreign Trade Statistics Program is covering the influx of goods flowing to and from
Palestine, PCBS is planning for conducting data on the international trade in services for the
year 2000 which will cover trade on services with Israel only.

2. Objectives:
The project aims to obtain data on:
2.1 Values of imported, exported and re-exported commodities distributed according
to the country of origin and destination .
2.2 The countries that Palestine deals with commercially.
2.3 Flowing goods through the means of entery and exit.
2.4 Entries, borders and the volume of trade movement.
2.5 Flowing goods according to the economic purposes.

The mentioned data enable to achieve the following:
* Determining the general net trade balance with other countries.
* Determining the percapita imports and exports (total and detailed according to the
commodities).
» Distribution of the Palestinian imports and exports according to governorate level.
* Obtaining these indicators would be constituted in:
- Providing data needed for national accounts, balance of payments, prices and
family expenditures.
- Providing data needed for research and analysis purposes.
- Providing data for decision-makers and planners.

3. Definitions:
The Statistical Unit:
The commodity is the statistical unit in the Palestinian Foreign Trade Statistics.

Imports:
The whole commodities (goods) entered to the country by air, land and sea that are used in
consumption, convertibility on the manufacturing sector, and re-exportation.

CIF:
Means the total cost of loaded goods in the country of origin, in addition to the insurance and
freight fees till goods reach the customs centers of the country.

Exports:
The whole commodities (goods), that are exported outside the country, conditioned with
ownership transcription to another economy, or to free customs regions.

FOB:
Freight on board, valuation for exports, which includes the loading costs by means of
transportation in the country of origin.

Origin of Goods:

According to industrial goods, it is the country of the last industrial stage. Incase of animal
and agricultural crops, it is the country of production. Regarding raw commodities, it is the
one which derives commodities from its mines.

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5. Methodology:

The clearance voucher of the value-added tax of data related to the trade transaction with
Israel is used. Transactions with Israel represent 73% of the total palestinian imports during
2000, and 92% of total palestinian export during the same year.

New procedures and tools will be implemented in order to improve the current methodology:

* A new data entry system developed by PCBS will be implemented for VAT data
collection, in order to simplify the current process.

» The implementation of Eurotrace will facilitate the production of foreign trade
statistics through a higher autonomy of foreign trade statistics in data processing,
additonal data control features and an extended functionality in statistical tables
generation.

5.1 The Mechanism of Data Collection:

By using special forms and specialized technichal team at the PCBS. Data is being obtained
from the different sources, especially from the Value Added Taxation Department at the
Ministry of Finance (directly dealt with vouchers), while the customs data was received as an
excel file then transferred to the Oracle main file at PCBS after some office operations.

Palestinian Foreign Trade has many specificities that lead to a peculiar dispersion in the
number and type of data sources.
Besides the VAT vouchers and the Customs declerations data, which are the main sources,
there are 7 other types of data suited for the Foreign Trade Statistics in Palestine. The sources
of foreign trade statistics are:

» The Ministry of Finance -Value Added Taxation Department

» The Palestinian Customs General Department

* The Ministry of Economy and Trade and Industry

» The Palestinian Water Authority

» The General Petroluem Corporation

» The Ministry of Agriculture

e The Ministry of Post and Telecommunications

5.2 Data Quality:
1. The 2000 data is more comprehensiv compared with previous reports.
2. Links between SITC-3 and Harmonized System (H.S) used for custom
declerations data.
3. The Standard International Trade Classification Revision-3 (SITC -3) is used
for VAT and other data sources.
4. Imports and Exports values exclude VAT.

6. Project stages:

1. Preparation stage: Examining available data, identifying data sources, designing
special forms, including developing the work-plan, setting up timetable, editing
and coding rules.

2. Implementation stage:
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* Fieldwork operations: Conducting the needed data from the sources depending
on the administrative records (Clearance vouchers of value added tax, customs
clearance).

» Data processing and tabulation:

- Developing the data entry program and training of operators.

- Organizing data entry processes.

- Post-data entry editing.

- Tabulation.

- Data dissemination: It includes Printing the bulletin and maintaining the
User Producer Dialogue.
