A glimpse on Classification:
The International Classification of Activities for Time-Use Statistics 2016 (ICATUS 2016) was endorsed by the United Nations Statistical Commission for use as an international statistical classification during its forty-eighth session, from 7 to 10 March 2017, in its decision 48/109. ICATUS 2016 is a three-level hierarchical classification (composed of major divisions, divisions and groups) of all possible activities undertaken by the general population during the 24 hours in a day. The purpose of the classification is to provide a framework that can be used to produce meaningful and comparable statistics on time use across countries and over time. 

Structural classification:

ICATUS has 165 groups classified into 56 divisions and 9 major divisions, which represents a manageable number of categories facilitating the usability of the classification. ICATUS categories have titles that are in a standard format and their explanations clearly mention which activities should be included and which should be excluded
