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A glimpse on  Classification:
 The Inter-governmental  Panel on Climate Change was established in 1988 by The World Meteorological Organization (WMO) and the United Nations Environment Program. The establishment of such a organization is aiming at providing information on climate change from a scientific point of view to the world's governments . The first task of The Inter-governmental  Panel on Climate Change as set out in the Decision of the General Assembly of the United Nations  number 43/53  dated in Dec.6,  1988, was the preparation of a comprehensive review and recommendations regarding the situation of knowledge on the science of climate change ; social and economic impacts of climate change and possible response strategies  and elements to be incorporated into possible future international agreements on  climate .
Structural  classification:

The guidelines include four sectors : energy, industrial processes and product use , agriculture, forestry and other land uses  and waste. There are three levels as it reflects the complexity of the methodology . The first level is the basic methodology , the second one is the average, while the third level is the most popular one in terms of  demand on data. Sometimes referred to as the second and third level with  wording of  top - level methods and are considered more accurate than the basic level. The preparation of methods of first level for all categories in a way that permit using of  available statistics on the national and global level in addition to  default emission factors and additional granted parameters and therefore  they are suitable for all countries.
Uses of the classification:

The 1996 guidelines comprised the Revised 1996 IPCC Guidelines for National Greenhouse Gas Inventories , together with the Good Practice Guidance and Uncertainty Management in National Greenhouse Gas Inventories  and the Good Practice Guidance for Land Use, Land-Use Change and Forestry  . The 2006 Guidelines have built upon this body of work in an evolutionary manner to ensure that the transition from the previous guidelines to these new ones will be as straightforward as possible. These new guidelines include new sources and gases as well as updates to the previously published methods whenever scientific and technical knowledge have improved since the previous guidelines were issued
