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The map shows that Ramallah and Al Bireh governorate in the West Bank recorded the
highest percentage of households whose main source of water was a public network
(96.6%); while the lowest was in Tubas governorate (50.8%). Regarding Gaza Strip, the
highest percentage of households connected to public water network was North Gaza
governorate (71.7%), and the lowest wasin Dier a Balah (17.9%).

The figure shows that the majority of households in the West Bank are connected to
public water network (80.8%) as main source of water. However in the Gaza Strip,
33.2% of households rely on public water network as main source of water; while the
majority of households rely on other sources of water (49.5%).
