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The Settlements in the West Bank by Regional Council and Governorate, 2007
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The map shows the settlements in the West Bank by “Regional Council” which is an
administrative authority that include several settlements. All regional councils belong to a
supreme council “Yasha’ that represents settlers in the West Bank. The representation of this
Council does not extend to Jerusalem (J1) and other settlements that have been annexed to
Israel. The map shows also that there are six types of regional councils in the West Bank,
where the regional council "Shomeron" has the highest number of settlements (34), followed
by “Matte Binyamin” with (31) settlements. The Regional Council “Har Hevron (Mount
Hebron)” contains (14) settlements that are all located in the governorate of Hebron .

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The Settlements in the West Bank by Type of Settelment and Governorate, 2007
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The map shows that the largest number of settlements in the West Bank are rural settlements
(99); while urban settlements amounts to (45) concentrated in the Jerusalem, Qaldiliya,
Bethlehem, Ramallah & Al Bireh, Salfit and Nablus governorates. There are no urban
settlements in the governorates of Jenin, Tubas, Tulkarm, as well as Jericho and Al Aghwar
governorates. The Map also shows that the rural settlements in the West Bank are mostly
classified as Communal Settlements (54), followed by 17 settlements of type Moshav .

The map shows that the population of rural
settlements living in 99 settlements distributed as 38 religious, 36 secular, 8 of mixed
settlements, while there is no data on the religious nature for the rest of settlements

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The map shows that the highest number of settlements is found in the governorate of
Ramallah and Al Bireh with (24) settlements, followed by Hebron governorate with (19)
settlements then Jericho and Al Aghwar with (17) settlements. The least number of
settlements are found in the governorates (Tulkarm, Jenin, Tubas and Qalqiliya). The parts of
Jerusalem which were annexed by Israel in 1967 (Jerusalem J1), includes a larger number of
settlements (16 settlements) compared to (10) settlementsin the Jerusalem J2 .
