On the Main Findings of the Household Expenditure and  

Consumption Survey 2004  

 
 

The Average Household’s Monthly Expenditure was (JD 535) Jordanian Dinars, and 

36.0% of Household Monthly Expenditure was Spent on Food 

 
Introduction: 

With the latest developments in the peace process, and the Israeli aggression on the PNA and 

the Palestinian public at large, many of the gains in socio-economic conditions have received 

a severe blow. Since the beginning of the Intifada in September 2000, the Palestinian 

community has been under one of the strictest closures, standards of living have deteriorated a 

great deal, and the economy has lost more than a third of its value. In the present conditions 

Palestinian households have been particularly affected. 

 

Given the day-to-day developments in the political realities of the Palestinian situation, this 

report provides an effective basis for analyzing the effects of border closures and other 

political measures hindering the living standards of the population. It also provides a unique 

opportunity to track the changes in living standards. 

  

The results presented here are based on the available data from the Household Expenditure 

and Consumption Survey (PECS 2004). Data collection for this survey took place from 

January 15, 2004, to January 14, 2005. These results are based on a random sample of 3,871 

households, of which 3,098 households completed the interview: 2,060 in the West Bank and 

1,038 in Gaza Strip. 

 

Household Expenditure (household consisting of about 7 persons): 
-1     The average household monthly expenditure was (JD 535) Jordanian Dinars: (JD 

554) in the West Bank and (JD 498) in Gaza Strip. 
 

-2     Place of residence is another geographical area by which expenditure is expected to 

vary.  The average household monthly expenditure was (JD 568) in urban areas 

compared with (JD 503) in rural and (JD 490) in the refugee camps. 
 

-3     Results indicated that food share of total expenditure is 36.0% (JD 193): 35.5% (JD 

197) in the West Bank and 37.0% (JD 184) in Gaza Strip.  
 

-4     In urban areas, food expenditure share of total monthly household expenditure 

represents 34.8% (JD 197), with 37.3% (JD 187) in rural areas and 38.1%  (JD 187) in 

the refugee camps. 
 

-5 The average household monthly expenditure was (JD 35) spent on clothing, (JD 53) spent 

on housing, (JD 32) spent on furniture, utensils and household operations, (JD 29) spent 

on health care, (JD 31) spent on education and recreation, (JD 69) on transport and 

communication. 
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Dwelling Tenure and Durable Goods 

Results showed that the percentage of households living in owned housing units in the 

Palestinian Territory is 91.1% (owned or provided free), of which 88.9% in the West Bank 

and 95.4% in Gaza Strip. 

 

Household ownership of private car and durable amenities are indicators of standard of living. 

Data showed that 25.6% of households in the Palestinian Territory owned a private car, of 

which 31.2% in the West Bank and 14.6% in Gaza Strip, and 90% or more of households 

owned a TV set, refrigerator, washing machine and cooking stove, while the ownership of 

telephone, cellular or satellite dish, and solar heater ranged between 40%-71%. 

 

 

Household Expenditure Comparisons  

In comparison between the years1998 and 2004, the results indicated that: 

 

-6     The household monthly expenditure decreased by 2.2%. However, if the increase of 

prices is taken into account during the same period (24.8%), figures show that 

expenditure decreased by 27%.  

 

-7     The household monthly expenditure on food decreased by 12.3%.  If the increase of 

prices is taken into account during the same period (16.1%), figures show that the 

expenditure decreased by 28%. 

 

-8     Clothing and footwear expenditure decreased by 24%. 

 

-9     Education expenditure decreased by 5.2%. 

 

-10     Medical care expenditure increased by 38.1%. 

 

-11     Dwelling expenditure increased by 32.5%, and estimated rent value increased by 

10.8% 

 

-12     Transport and communication expenditure increased by 25.5%. 

 

-13 There was a slight increase on personal care and furniture, utensils and household 

operations. Data indicated that household expenditure was (JD 32) on furniture, utensils 

and household operations; and (JD 13) on personal care during 2004 compared with (JD 

30) and (JD 11) respectively during 19 
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Concepts and Definitions: 

 

Household: One person or group of two or more persons with or without a 

family relationship who live in the same dwelling unit, who 

share meals and make joint provisions for food and other 

essentials of living.   

Head of household: The person who usually lives with the household and is 

recognized as head of household by its other members.  Often, 

he/she is the main decision-maker and is responsible for 

financial support and welfare of the household. 

Expenditure: Includes the following: 

- Cash spent on purchase of goods and services for living 

purposes. 

- The value of goods and services payments or part of 

payments received from the employer. 

- Cash expenditure spent as taxes (non-commercial or non-

industrial), gifts, contributions, interests on debts and other 

non-consumption items. 

Consumption: Includes the following: 

- Cash spent on purchase of goods and services for living 

purposes. 

- The value of goods and service payments or part of 

payments received from the employer. 

- Own-produced goods and food, including consumed 

quantities during the recording period. 

- Estimated rent value of the dwelling. 

Recording period: The temporal point during which data on household expenditure 

and consumption are recorded.  It includes one month for record 

keeping, and twelve months for the last visit interview on 

durable goods. 

Economic dependency 

ratio: 

It is the number of economic dependent household members 

divided by number of economic independent household 

members.  

Economic dependent: household members less than 15 years of 

age old and members 15 years of age or more who are not 

income earners.  Economic independent: household members’ 

15 years of age or more who are income earners. 

Level of Living: = Food Consumption divided by Total Consumption.  

This indicator is based on the following assumption: the Level 

of Living is identified by the proportion of consumption on food 

out of the total consumption (Angles Law of Poverty). 

It is distributed to three categories: 

- Better-off: “Food Consumption to Total Consumption less 

than 30%” 

- Middle category: “Food Consumption to Total 

Consumption  between 30-44%” 

- Worse-off: “Food Consumption to Total Consumption 
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between 45-100%” 

Other non-consumption 

expenditure: 

Interests on loans, fees and taxes. 

Other non-food 

consumption 

expenditure: 

Financial and legal services, advertisement fees, copy services, 

translation and printing, writing and drawing equipment, tickets 

for traveling abroad, jewelry, watches, precious stones, etc. 

*Average Consumption 

Unit 

Adult equivalent scale used to estimate number or persons by 

age as follows: 

0.4  for persons aged 0-4  years old. 

0.5  for persons aged 5-14 years old. 

0.1  for persons aged 15+  years old
