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Main Results

The labour force participation rate of
persons aged 15 years and above was 46.0%

The number of persons participating in the
labour force in Palestine was about 1,254,100
in the 2" quarter 2014; about 804,600 in the
West Bank and about 449,500 in Gaza Strip.

The labour force participation rate in the
West Bank was 46.4% and 45.2% in Gaza
Strip, the gap in the participation rate
between males and females in Palestine still
very big it reached 71.8% for males
compared with 19.7% for females.

Labour Force Participation Rate by Sex,
Q2-2012- Q2-2014
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26.2% the unemployment rate among
labour force participants

Using ILO standards, the number of
unemployed was 328,500 in the 2™ quarter
2014 compared with 328,000 in the 1%
quarter 2014; distributed as 200,100 in Gaza
Strip and 128,400 in the West Bank during
2" quarter 2014

The unemployment rate in Gaza Strip
increased from 40.8% in the 1* quarter 2014
to 44.5% in the 2" quarter 2014 while it
decreased in the West Bank from 18.2% to
16.0% during the same period. And the
unemployment rate for males in Palestine
was 22.6% compared with 39.4% for females
in the 2" quarter 2014.

Unemployment Rate by Region,
Q2-2012- Q2-2014
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The highest unemployment rate in the

2" quarter 2014 was 42.8% among youth aged
20-24 years. For years of schooling, the highest
unemployment rate among females with 13
years of schooling or more was 52.4%.

The highest unemployment rates in the West
Bank governorates was in Bethlehem with
19.4%. In Gaza Strip, the highest
unemployment rate was in Deir ALBalah with
52.6%.

According to the relaxed definition of
unemployment in Palestine, the unemployment
rate decreased from 29.3% in the 1% quarter
2014 to 28.9% in the 2" quarter 2014.

Decreased in the number of employment in
the local market between the 1 quarter and
2" quarter 2014

The number of employed in the local market
decreased from 814,600 in the 1% quarter 2014
to 809,900 in the 2" quarter 2014. The number
of employed persons in the West Bank
increased by 7,600 employed, while the number
of employed persons in Gaza Strip decreased by
12,300 employed.

The services sector was the biggest employer in
the local market with 32.3% in the West Bank
and 57.0% in Gaza Strip.
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The public sector employed 22.4% of those
in employment: 40.7% in Gaza Strip and
15.6% in the West Bank.

The average daily wage for wage employees
in the West Bank was 90.7 NIS compared
with 61.1 NIS in Gaza Strip.

The average weekly hours worked by wage
employees in the West Bank was 44.2 per
week in the 1% quarter 2014 compared with
44.7 in the 2" quarter 2014. The average
number of days worked per month increased
from 21.9 to 22.7 over the same period. The
average number of hours worked per week in
Gaza Strip was 38.3 hours per week in the 1%
quarter 2014 compared with 37.3 in the 2™
quarter 2014, while the average number of
days worked per month was 23.9 days in the
1% quarter 2014 compared with 23.8 days in
the 2" quarter 2014.

Number of employed in Israel and Israeli
settlements about 109,400 in the 2™
quarter 2014

The number of employed persons from the
West Bank employed in Israel and Israeli
settlements was 109,400 in the 2" quarter
2014 compared with 110,300 in the 1°
quarter 2014. Of these, 57,600 had a permit,
38,000 worked without a permit and 13,800
employed persons have an Israeli identity
card or foreign passport.

Increased the number of employees in Israeli
settlements from 23,200 in 1% quarter 2014 to
24,200 in 2™ quarter 2014.

60.6% of employed in Israel and Israeli
settlements work in the construction sector.

The average daily wage for persons
employed in Israel and Israeli settlements
reached 184.3 NIS in the 2" quarter 2014
compared with 182.6 NIS in the 1% quarter
2014.

The average number of hours worked per
week reached 43.4 in the 2" quarter 2014
compared with 43.1 in the 1% quarter 2014.
The average number of days worked per

month reached 20.2 days compared with 19.8
days in the same period.

Employment status in the 2" quarter 2014
66.9% of employed persons are wage
employees: 63.5% in the West Bank compared
with 76.1% in Gaza Strip.

19.5% of employed persons are self-
employed; 20.2% in the West Bank and 17.6%
in Gaza Strip.

7.1% of employed persons are unpaid family
members: 8.7% in the West Bank and 2.8% in
Gaza Strip.

6.5% of employed persons are employers:
7.6% in the West Bank and 3.5% in Gaza
Strip.

Working benefits for wage employees in the
private sector

26.9% of wage employees are hired by
contract (8.8% of them with limited period
and 18.1% with unlimited period), compared
with 52.5% hired without any contract.

19.7% of wage employees contribute to a
pension fund, 20.9% have annual paid leave
and 39.0% of wage employees women have
paid maternity leave.

27.1% of employed persons in Palestine are
affiliated to a workers vocational union:
14.6% in the West Bank and 61.0% in Gaza
Strip.

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37.0% of wage employees in the private
sector receive less than minimum wage
(1,450 NIS) in Palestine.

In the West Bank about 24.3% of wage
employees in the private sector who received
less than minimum monthly wage about
53,600 wage employees with average monthly
wage 1,037 NIS. the large number of those
who received less than minimum monthly
wage are in the northern governorates of the
West Bank about 26,900 person with average
monthly wage 1,084 NIS, followed by
southern governorates of the West Bank about
17,500 with 949 NIS.

In Gaza Strip the percentage of wage
employees in the private sector who received
less than minimum monthly wage was 68.9%
about 60,600 wage employees with average
monthly wage 689 NIS. the large number of
those who received less than minimum
monthly wage are in northern governorates of
Gaza Strip about 36,700 person with average
monthly wage 740 NIS, followed by middle
governorates of Gaza Strip about 17,300 with
664 NIS.

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Concepts and Definitions

Population of Working Age:
All persons aged 15 years and above.

Reference Week:
The week ending on Friday preceding the interviewer’s visit to the household.

Labour Force:
All persons aged 15 years and above who are either employed or unemployed.

Employed:

Persons aged 15 years and over who were at work at least one hour during the reference
period, or who were not at work during the reference period, but held a job or owned business
from which they were temporarily absent (because of illness, vacation, temporarily stoppage,
or any other reason) he\ she was employed, unpaid family member or other. The employed
person is normally classified in one of two categories according to the number of weekly
work hours, i.e. 1-14 work hours and 15 work hours and above. Also the absence due to sick
leave, vacation, temporarily stoppage, or any other reason considered employed from 1-14
hours. Employed persons are classified according to employment status as follows:

1.Employer 2.Self-employed 3. Paid- employed (wage employee)
4.Unpaid family member

Unemployed (According to the ILO Standards):

Unemployed persons are those individuals aged 15 years and above who did not work at all
during the reference period, who were not absent from a job, were available for work and
actively seeking a job during the reference period by one of the following methods news
paper, registered at employment office, ask friends or relatives or any other method.

Unemployed (According to the Relaxed Definition):

The Number Of Unemployed Persons was calculated under the definition by adding to
unemployed Persons according to the ILO Standards, those Persons outside labour force
because they were frustrated.

Underemployment:

Underemployment exists when a person’s employment is inadequate in relation to alternative
employment, account being taken of his\her occupational skills. The underemployed persons
are classified into two groups:1. Visible Underemployment: which refers to insufficient
volume of employment :Persons worked less than 35 hours during the reference week or
worked less than the normal hours of work in their occupation were considered as visibly
underemployed.2. Invisible Underemployment: refers to a misapplication of labour resources
or fundamental imbalance as between labour and other factors of production, such as
insufficient income.

Persons Outside Labour Force:

The population not economically active comprises all persons 15 years and above, who were
neither employed nor unemployed accordingly to the definitions over. Because they don’t
have any desire to work or because of the availability of another source of income.
