PCBS publishes this descriptive study on the industrial survey data in Remaining West Bank and Gaza Strip for the period 1999–2003.  It is hoped that this effort will also fulfill the various needs and expectations of users in both private and public sectors.

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Summary of main findings

The results of industrial survey 2003 indicate that there are 13,693 establishments working in industrial activities in Remaining West Bank and Gaza Strip employing 60,186 workers distributed as 90.7% males and 9.3% females. Out of them 61.5% as paid employees and 38.5% unpaid employees. The total compensation of  employees amount to 134.8 million US$.

The results indicate that total output amount to 1,058.4 million US$, distributed as 91.6% from main activity and 8.4% from secondary activities .The value added reached 477.0 million US$ representing 45.1% from total output, and fixed capital formation was 8.9 million US$ while depreciations was 46.9 million US$. Net investments was negative with  38.0 million US$.

The exports reached 102.1 million US$ which 9.6% from total industrial output. 

comparing previous main indicators with 1999, it is clear that there is decline in number of industrial establishments with 7.0%, and 18.1% in number of persons engaged  in same year for males and females especially for paid employees which decline with 27.0% causing decline in compensations with 57.6% and decline in annual compensation per paid employee from  4,486.7 in 1999 to 3,615.6 in 2000. 

The output  declined with 42.2% as result of the decline in number of persons engaged especially paid employee . and  the decline in gross fixed capital formation with 265.6%.

The labor group employing (1-4 employees) had the biggest share in industrial establishments with employing 33.8% from total employment in industrial sector and most of them are unpaid employees(72.4% whereas 27.6% paid employees). The annual compensation per paid person amount to 2,909.1 US$. It is noticed that this group  represent 19.2% from total  industrial output and 9.5% from total industrial exports. 

The second labor group employing (5-19 employees) represent 22.4% from total establishments and 40.9% from total employment persons in industrial sector , most of them paid employees amount to (69.9% and 30.1% unpaid employees). The annual compensation per paid person amount to 3,248.5 US$. It is noticed that this group represent 36.8% from total  industrial output and 42.7% from total industrial exports.

The labor group employing (20 employees and more) represent 2.5% from total establishments  and  25.3% from total employment in  industrial sector , most of them are paid employees (95.1% and 4.9% unpaid employees). The annual compensation per paid person about 4,327.2 US$. It is  noticed that this group  represent 44.0% from total  industrial output and 47.8% from total industrial exports.
