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Introduction

Since its establishment in 1993, the PCBS has worked vigorously to establish a national statistical database, including the provision of foreign trade statistics based on international standards and recommendations and aimed at providing useful data at both national level and comparable internationally, with the most important statistical indicators in detail.

PCBS is pleased to issue the fifteenth annual report of registered Foreign Trade Statistics for the Palestinian Territory for 2010. PCBS has started to publish monthly registered imports and exports to meet the requirements of the Special Data Dissemination Standards (SDDS). This report provides data on imports and exports and the net trade balance by month, year and trading partner. It also provides data by point of entry and exit and the nature of the structural composition of goods and services and their relative importance in the economy. 

PCBS hopes that the published figures in this report will serve researchers, scholars, and decision makers in the political and economic community who work on the flow of goods and services in and out of Palestine, in addition to the consolidation of trade and economic relations internationally and with global economic blocs.
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
