The percentage of households with a computer in the Palestinian Territory was 50.9% in 2011 compared with 49.2% in 2009. In addition, 30.4% of households had an Internet connection in 2011 compared with 28.5% in 2009. The percentage of households that own a TV satellite dish in the Palestinian Territory was 93.9% in 2011 compared with 92.0% in 2009.
