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Preface

The multiplicity of sources, concepts, and reference
periods for raw data makes it extremely difficult to
produce consistent and complete statistical data at this
stage.

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics is hopeful to

overcome any complications resulting from the
multiplicity and variation of sources in the future.
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Methodology

The methodology adopted in preparing this book is based on three main
determinants, namely: Geographic coverage, temporal start-off, and the
variety of used data sources. These determinants should be taken into
account when using the statistics included in this book.

1. Administrative Borders and Geographic Coverage

For mere statistical purposes, the Jerusalem Governorate was divided into parts. The
first part (J1) includes that part of Jerusalem which was annexed forcefully by Israel
following its occupation of the Palestinian Territory in 1967. This part includes the
following localities: (Beit Hanina, Shu’fat Refugees Camp, Shu’fat, Al’ Isawiya,
Sheikh Jarrah, Wadi Al - Joz, Bab Al-Sahira, As Suwwana, At -Tur, Jerusalem “Al -
Quds”), Ash - Shayyah, Ras Al-Amud, Silwan, Ath — Thuri, Jabal Al — Mukabbir,
As — Sawahira Al — Gharbiya, Beit Safafa, Sharafat, Sur Bahir, and Um Tuba). The
second part (J2) includes the remaining parts of the governorate, namely: Rafat,
Kufr A’gab, Mikhmas, Qalandya Refugees Camp, the Bedouin Community - Jaba’,
Qalandya, Beit Duqqu, Jaba’, Al — Judeira, Beit Anan, Al — Jib, Bir Nabala, Beit
Ijza, Al — Qubeiba, Khirbet Um Al — Lahem, Biddu, An — Nabi Samu’eil, Hezma,
Beit Hanina Al Tehta, Qatanna, Beit Surik, Beit Iksa, A’nata, The Bedouin
Community — Al — Khan Al — Ahmar, Az Za’eem, Al — Eizariya, Abu Deis, Al —
Sawahreh Al — Sharqiyeh, Ash — Sheik Sa’d.

In relation to administrative division and geographic coverage, we would like to
note that the term “Remaining West Bank” includes the West Bank except that part
of Jerusalem which was forcefully annexed by Israel following its occupation of the
Palestinian Territory in 1967, which is referred to as J1. “Remaining West Bank
Governorates” refers to the West Bank except the Jerusalem Governorate (i.e. J1 +
J2).

2. Reference Period
Due to the scarcity of data available for public use on Jerusalem for the same
reference period, all available statistical data were presented with reference to their

reference period. We hope we manage to issue a consistent series in the coming
reports, in terms of reference period.
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3. Data Sources

Data produced in this report are based on two main data sources, namely: Palestinian
Central Bureau of Statistics, whose data are derived from the different surveys and
censuses. The second source is the data obtained from the administrative records.
Reference has been made to these sources in the text as well as in the tables. Also,
reference has been made to more than one source, as shown in tables 3. 5 and 3. 6.

Following is an overview of the most prominent PCBS' surveys, upon which the
preparation of this report was based:

1. The Demographic Survey, 1995. This survey was conducted in 1995 to
provide statistical data on the characteristics of the population. A multi — stage
random cluster sample was used in this survey. The sample size was 15,000
households.

2. The Health Survey, 1996. This survey was conducted in 1996 based on a
three — stage stratified sample. The sample size was 4,000 households.

3. The Education Statistics Survey, 1997/1998 and 1998/1999. Comprehensive
surveys in the West Bank and Gaza Strip. These surveys targeted the licensed
educational institutions that are supervised by the different supervising
authorities (Government, UNRWA, and private sector institutions. These
surveys excluded the schools supervised by the Jerusalem Municipality and the
Israeli Ministry of Education in Jerusalem.

4.  The Labor Force Survey. A household survey regularly carried out since
1995 on a quarterly basis in order to collect data on the basic indicators of the
labor market. A multi — stage stratified cluster sample was used in this survey.
The sample size in each round was 7,500 households.

5. The Palestinian Expenditure and Consumption Survey, 1995 /1996: This
survey was carried out in the period October 1995 — September 1996 with a
random stratified cluster sample. The sample size was 4,800 households, of
which 336 households in Jerusalem Governorate.

6. The Palestinian Expenditure and Consumption Survey, 1997: This survey was
carried out throughout 1997 with a random stratified cluster sample. The sample
size was 3,600 households, of which 336 households in Jerusalem Governorate.

7. The Palestinian Expenditure and Consumption Survey, 1998: This survey was

carried out in 1998 with a random stratified cluster sample. The sample size was
3,000 households, of which 264 households in Jerusalem Governorate.
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8. The Establishments Census of 1994. This census involved a comprehensive
enumeration of all establishments operating in the various economic sectors in the
Palestinian Territory, except for agriculture and fishing.

9. The Industrial Survey (1994 — 1997 Rounds). This survey was implemented in
the Palestinian Territory in the years 1994 — 1997. This survey was based on a
single — stage stratified systematic sample. The sample size was 3,555
establishments in 1994 of which 465 establishments were in Jerusalem
Governorate. In 1995, the sample size was 2,064 establishments of which 364
establishments were in Jerusalem Governorate. In 1996, the sample size was 2,064
establishments of which 381 establishments were in Jerusalem Governorate. In
1997, the sample size was 2,204 establishments of which 435 establishments were
in Jerusalem Governorate.

10. The Internal Trade Survey (1994 — 1997 Rounds). This survey was
implemented in the Palestinian Territory in the years 1994 —1997. This survey
was based on a single — stage stratified systematic sample. The sample size was
1,966 establishments in 1994; 2,366 establishments in 1995; 2,366 establishments
in 1996; 1,393 establishments in 1997, of which 412 establishments were in
Jerusalem Governorate.

11. The Constructions — Contractors survey (1994 — 1997 Rounds). This survey was
implemented in the Palestinian Territory in the years 1994 — 1997. This survey
involved a comprehensive listing of all institutions operating in the constructions
sector, except for the 1994 survey which was based on a single — stage stratified
systematic sample. The sample size was 218 establishments, of which 8
establishments in Jerusalem Governorate. In 1995, the sample size was 457
establishments, of which 8 establishments in Jerusalem Governorate. In 1996,
sample size was 455 establishments, of which 8 establishments in Jerusalem

Governorate. In 1997, the sample size was 488 establishments.

12. Prices and Price Index Survey (1996 — 1998). This survey was carried out in the
Palestinian Territory in order to collect prices of goods and services comprising
the consumer basket within five levels for aforementioned years, with 1996 as the
base year.

13. The Hotels Activities survey (1996 — 1998). This survey constituted a
comprehensive enumeration of all hotels operating in the Palestinian Territory.
The findings of this survey indicated that there were 66 hotels in 1996, of which
39 hotels were in Jerusalem Governorate; 85 hotels in 1997, of which 44 hotels
were in Jerusalem Governorate; 92 hotels in 1998, of which 48 hotels were in
Jerusalem Governorate.
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14. The Population, Housing and Establishments Census, 1997. This was the first
Palestinian census in the Palestinian Territory occupied in 1967. It involved data
collection activities on the population, housing units and establishments. This
census excluded that part of Jerusalem annexed forcefully by Israel following its
occupation of the West Bank and Gaza Strip in 1967, due to the Israeli measures
that prevented the census field work teams from carrying out the census in that
area.

15. The Local Community Survey, 1998. This survey covered all communities in

the Palestinian Territory with the purpose of updating the database available on
these communities in the various fields.

A parking area (garage) is always
associated with the villa along with baked red bricks covering
its upper surface. Another building might be found inside the
boundaries of the villa, and considered one of its belongings.

2. House: A building usually established for the residence of
one household or more; it is the typical form of residential
buildings prevailing in Palestine. The house may be comprised
of one floor or more utilized by a single household.
Nevertheless, if the house is divided into housing units each of
which has its own utilities and occupied by a different
household, each housing unit would be classified as an
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Room:

3. Apartment: Itis a part of a building or a house, consisting
of one room or more and including a kitchen, bathroom and a
toilet, which are all, closed by an external door. It is prepared
usually for one household and the way to reach its door is
from a ladder or pathway leading to the road.

4. Independent Room: It is a separate room with no kitchen,
bathroom nor toilet but sharing with other households these
basic services and it is prepared for living.

5. Tent: It is either made of textile, wool, or hair. It is
typically used in the Bedouin localities, but it does not
undergo listing if it is not occupied.

6. Marginal: It is a separate unit, usually comprised of one or
more rooms. The main construction material of the ceiling
and the external walls is made of zinc, tinplate ...etc.

7. Others: It refers to any type of building other than the
aforementioned.
