A glimpse on Classification:
It is a part of the National Accounts System (SNA-2008) and used in three important statistical axes including: Surveys of Household Expenditure and Consumption, households' budget, consumer price indices, and ICP of Gross Domestic Product (GDP) and its constituent expenses
.
Structural classification:
 Using five digits (subclasses) of the COICOP has been committed, but the prevailing conditions of the Palestinian national economy need some kind of specificity that lead in developing more detailed and consistent classification, especially for compiling the consumer price index. Thus, more detailed digits have been introduced through fragmentations of subclasses to facilitate dealing with groups, classes and subclasses as stipulated by the International Classification. Accordingly, there will be 15 major groups instead of 14 main groups according to individual initialization of National Accounts 2008.
Classification of Individual Consumption is divided by Purpose into three parts:
· Sections of 1-13: per capita consumption expenditure of households.
· Section 14: per capita consumption expenditure of non-profit organizations serving households.
· Section 15: per capita consumption expenditure of government at general. 

The divisions were divided into groups then into classes and subclasses, then for national purposes, the subclasses were divided to get six and then to eight classification digit.
Example:
Live animals, meat and other parts of slaughtered land animals coded by  0112, is divided into several subclasses; one is Live land animals which is coded by 01121, then by several more detailed structure (sub-subclasses of six digits), as Bovine animal, live which is coded by 011211, and Poultry, live which is coded by 011214. Then, more details are added until the eighth digit is reached (the items), such as Fresh beef – weight of 1 kg and coded by 01121101.

Uses of classification:

The classification categories are divided according to individual consumption by purpose to services, non-durables goods, semi-durables goods, and these details are of high importance during analysis process, and this supplementary classification provides a field for applications of other analytical fields, taking into account the terms of comparison between countries and between statistics in different areas.
