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Chapter one

Objectives and Methodology of the Survey

1.1 Introduction

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics conducted this national Time Use Survey during
2012/2013 with support from the Core Funding Group (CFG), represented by the
Representative Office of Norway to the State of Palestine and the Swiss Agency for
Development and Cooperation (SDC), UNICEF and the United Nations Population Fund.

This survey is the second of its kind to be implemented nationally to review changes to the
Palestinian community. The survey was conducted on a sample of (5,903) households in
Palestine for a full year, with all its seasons and holidays, starting from the fourth quarter of
2012 and ending at the end of the third quarter of 2013. The survey provided data about
individuals aged10 years and over residing in Palestine

1.2 objectives of the survey

The survey provides basic data needed for the development of national policies. The main
objectives of the Time Use Survey were as follows:

1. Measurement and analysis of quality of life or general well-being.

2. ldentifying demographic and socio-economic characteristics of individuals of
Palestinian society.

3. Measurement and valuation of unpaid work (domestic and volunteer work) and
development of household production accounts.

4. Improving estimates of paid and unpaid work.

5. Assisting planners and policy makers to develop strategies and policies that may
contribute to developmental planning issues.

1.3 Reference Date

This survey was implemented during the period September 29™ 2012 — October 10"
2013, i.e., one complete calendar year, and covers all Palestinians in the West Bank and
Gaza Strip.

1.4 Methodology and Data Quality
1.4.1 Target Population

The target population of Time Use Survey consisted of all individuals in the age group 10
years and over normally resident in Palestine in 2012/2013.
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4.1.2 Sample Frame

The sample frame was composed of enumeration areas, similar in size and number of
households, as defined in the Population, Housing, and Establishments Census of 2007.
A total of 124 household and enumeration areas were used as primary sampling units.

4.1.3 Sample Size
The sample size for this survey consisted of 5,903 households; only 4,605 responded to the
Time Use Survey.

4.1.4 Sampling Design
The sample is a cluster strata sample (pps) of two stages:

The first stage: A cluster random probability sample proportional to the size of each
enumeration area of households (pps) composed of 220 enumeration areas was selected.

The second stage: Selecting a sample of 21 cadastral responsive households from all
selected numeration areas in the first stage (as then being selected from a random point and
documenting all the households that had been approached by field worker ( researcher) to
guaranteeing accessibility to 21 responsive households at the maximum.

The third stage: The third stage involved the random selection of two household members,
one male and one female in the age group 10 years and above. The selection of household
members from the households selected in the field is done by using random (KISH) tables.

4.1.5 Sample Strata
The society was stratified as follows:

1. The governorate: 16 governorates.
2. Type of locality: urban, rural and refugee camp.
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5. Response rates:

The survey included (5,903) Households in Palestine. The number of households completed
was 4,605, of which 3,072 households were in the West Bank and 1,533 in the Gaza Strip.
Weights were modified according to the design strata to modify the effect of denial rates and
non-response.

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Chapter two
Main Findings
2.1 Work activities 2012/2013:

e Males spent approximately 4 hours and 9 minutes at work during the day, comprising
17.3 % of their daily time spent on work activities. Females spent nearly 36 minutes
during the day on work activities, representing 2.5% of their time during the day.

e Person aged 10 years and over spent an average of 7 hours and 7 minutes in the formal
sector in Palestine: 7 hours and 45 minutes for males compared to 5 hours and 13 minutes
for females. In the West Bank, males spent an average of 8 hours and 18 minutes
compared to 6 hours and 9 minutes for females. In the Gaza Strip, males spent an
average of 6 hours and 29 minutes compared to 3 hours and 32 minutes for females.

e Person aged 10 years and over spent an average of 3 hours and 29 minutes in activities of
primary production (economic activities such as agriculture, hunting, forestry, fishing,
mining and quarrying) in Palestine: 4 hours and 7 minutes for males compared to 2 hours
and 17 minutes for females. In the West Bank, males spent an average of 4 hours and 25
minutes versus 2 hours and 52 minutes for females. In the Gaza Strip, males spent an
average of 3 hours and 22 minutes compared to 53 minutes for females.

e Person aged 10 years and over spent an average of 5 hours and 14 minutes in primary
production activities (manufacturing industries for the production of goods is primary
production, whether for the market or end-use sector) in Palestine: 6 hours and 57
minutes for males compared to 2 hours and 13 minutes for females. In the West Bank,
males spent an average of 6 hours and 49 minutes versus 2 hours and 12 minutes for
females. In the Gaza Strip, males spent an average of 7 hours and 5 minutes versus 2
hours and 21 minutes for females.

e Person aged 10 years and over spent an average of 7 hours and 41 minutes in construction
activities (bricklaying, installing panels, plumbing, painting and everything related to
construction) in Palestine: 7 hours and 58 minutes for males compared to 15 minutes for
females. In the West Bank, males spent an average of 8 hours and 48 minutes compared
to 18 minutes for females. In the Gaza Strip, males spent an average of 5 hours and 49
minutes compared to 10 minutes for females.

e Person aged 10 years and over spent an average of 7 hours and 11 minutes in services
related to income generation (sales of food and wholesale, repairs, installation and
maintenance, providing business and professional services, paid home services) in
Palestine: 7 hours and 47 minutes for males compared to 3 hours and 17 minutes for
females. In the West Bank, males spent an average of 8 hours and 3 minutes against 4
hours and 10 minutes for females. In the Gaza Strip, males spent an average of 7 hours
and 19 minutes versus one hour and 32 minutes for females.

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2.2 domestic work activities 2012/2013:

e Females aged 10 years and over spent an average of 15.1% of their time in household
chores during the day (preparing and serving food, cleaning, vacuuming, home care and
home shopping purposes) compared to 2.4 % of males’s time spent in this activity.

e Females aged 10 years and over spent an average of 3 hours and 55 minutes on activities
of domestic work (preparing and serving food, cleaning, vacuuming, home care and
shopping for house) compared to an hour and 18 minutes spent by males on this activity
In Palestine. In the West Bank, females spent 3 hours and 57 minutes on these activities
versus an hour and 20 minutes for males. In the Gaza Strip, females spent 3 hours and
51 minutes versus an hour and 15 minutes spent by males.

e Around 92.3 % of females aged 10 years and over performed this activity on household
chores (preparing and serving food, cleaning, vacuuming, shopping and home care for
house purposes) compared to 45.2 % of males.

e Females aged 10 years and over spent an average of 55 minutes on shopping for
Household (buying consumer and capital goods, surveying prices in storefronts, shopping
on the Internet) compared to 47 minutes spent by males.

2.3 leisure activities 2012/2013%:

e Males spent approximately 6 hours and 9 minutes during the day in leisure activities,
representing 25.7 % of their daily time spent on these activities, Females spent nearly 5
hours and 40 minutes during the day, representing 23.6% of their time during the day.

e There is convergence in the average time spent by males and females aged 10 years and
over during the day in activities involving media (reading, watching TV, listening to
radio, using the computer or in the library) with an average of two hours and 44 minutes
for males versus two hours and 43 minutes for females during the day in Palestine. In the
West Bank, males spent an average of two hours and 42 minutes compared to two hours
and 48 minutes spent by females. In the Gaza Strip, males spent an average of two hours
and 48 minutes compared to two hours and 35 minutes for females.

e Person aged 10 years and over spent an average of one hours and 54 minutes on activities
related to (practicing hobbies, games, entertainment and other activities, including actual
participation in arts, music, theater, collecting postal stamps and coins, sporting games,
etc.) with an average of two hours and 9 minutes for males and 32 minutes for females
during the day in Palestine; In the West Bank, males spent an average of two hours and
17 minutes on these activities versus one hour and 31 minutes for females. In the Gaza
Strip, males spent an average of one hour and 55 minutes on these activities versus one
hour and 34 minutes spent by females.

e Males aged 10 years and over spent an average of one hour and 50 minutes watching or
listening to TV or video clips compared to two hours and two minutes for females.

' leisure activities include: Socializing and communication, Participating in community cultural/social events,
Hobbies, games and other pastime activities, Sports participation, exercise and Mass media use
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e Males aged 10 years and over spent an average of 23 minutes during the day (using
computer technology, including use of computers and Internet technology, surfing the
World Wide Web to read or access information, watching and listening to programs and
music) compared to 13 minutes spent by females.

e Males aged 10 years and over spent an average of two hours and 55 minutes during the
day on socializing and communications (talk or face-to-face interaction, talking and
dialogue by phone, chatting on the Internet, exchange of official correspondence,
receiving visitors and friends) versus two hours and 54 minutes spent by females.

e The average time spent by males and females in reading during the day did not exceed
two minutes.

2.4 Care activities (children and the elderly) and learning during 2012/2013:

e Person at the age of 10 years and over spent an one hour and 53 minutes in care services
(care for children and the elderly) with an average of 57 minutes spent by males
compared to two hours and 14 minutes for females in Palestine; In West Bank, males
spent an average of 57 minutes against two hours and 9 minutes for females, while in the
Gaza Strip; males spent an average of 58 minutes in this activity compared to two hours
and 22 minutes for females.

e Around 43.8% of females of age 10 years and over who performed the activity care
( care for children and the elderly ) compared 16.1% for males.

e Females aged 10 years and over spent an average of 2 hours and 14 minutes providing
care for children compared to an average of 48 minutes spent by males.

e There is convergence in the average time spent during the day by both males and females
in learning activities (attending school or university, homework, training and teaching
with regard to career development and professional advancement) of 6 hours and 31
minutes for males against 6 hours and 50 minutes for females in Palestine. In the West
Bank, males spent an average of 6 hours and 14 minutes compared to 6 hours and 36
minutes by females. In the Gaza Strip, males spent 6 hours and 57 minutes in this activity
compared to 7 hours and 13 minutes spent by females.

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2.5 Personal Care during 2012/2013

e There is a convergence in the average amount of time spent by males and females aged
10 years and over during the day in activities of personal care (sleeping, eating and
drinking, religious activities, personal interests and personal health care). The total
amount of time was 11 hours and 37 minutes for males, accounting for 48.4 % of their
time, compared to 11 hours and 33 minutes for females 48.1%.

e Females aged 10 years and over spent an average of 59 minutes eating and drinking
compared to an average of 58 minutes for males.

e Females aged 10 years and over spent an average of 8 hours and 9 minutes sleeping and
related activities compared to an average of 8 hours and 19 minutes for males.

e Females aged 10 years and over spent an average of one hour and 14 minutes in religious
activities compared to an average of one hour and 5 minutes for males.

2.6 lIsraeli Occupation Measures during 2012/2013

Data indicated that persons in Palestine spent an average of 46 minutes, directly or
indirectly, during the day due to Israeli occupation measures. (1.2%) Percentage of
persons who performed this activities (standing, parking, delays, waiting at fixed and
mobile Israeli military checkpoints, beatings and abuse by Israeli military occupation and
settlers). Males spent 50 minutes (1.7%) compared to 36 minutes for females (0.6%) at
Israeli military measures. In the West Bank, males spent an average of 50 minutes due to
Israeli occupation measures (2.7%) compared to 44 minutes for females (0.7%). no case
were reported about females physical by the occupation in Gaza Strip due to the absence
of direct contacts with occupation forces over there .

2.7 Comparison of Data in Time Use Survey 1999/2000

e The average period of time spent by individuals in the main daily activities during
2012/2013 was the same as in the time use survey of 1999/2000.

¢ Increase can be noted in the average period of time spent for males 2012/2013 in labour
activities in establishments; 7 hours and 45 minutes for males compared to decrease in
the average period of time spent for females 5 hours and 13 minutes; compared with
1999/2000, 7 hours and 39 minutes for males compared to 6 hours and 17 minutes for
females.

e There is a decrease in the average time spent by an person in community activities and
helping other households during 2012/2013 (including helping other households,
community services, irregular voluntary services) to one hour and 20 minutes for males
and 39 minutes for females, compared with 1999/2000 to two hours and 13 minutes for
males and one hour and 35 minutes for females

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Chapter Three

Concepts and Definitions

This chapter presents the main concepts and terminology used in the report. These concepts
are based on the United Nations manual issued in 2006. These concepts and terminology are
compatible with the rest of the cross-cutting themes in the Palestinian Central Bureau of
Statistics as covered in the glossary of terms used in the PCBS statistical system.

Household

One person or a group of persons with or without a household relationship, who live in the
same housing unit, share meals and make joint provision of food and other essentials of
living.

Household membership
Persons staying in the dwelling unit are considered members of the household if the dwelling
unit is their usual or only place of residence.

Head of household

The person who usually lives with the household and is recognized as head of household by
its other members. Often he/she is the main decision maker and is responsible for financial
support and welfare of the household.

Refugee status
This status relates to Palestinians who were forced to leave their land in the Palestinian
Territory occupied by Israel in 1948. It applies to their male sons and grandchildren.

Registered refugees
It applies to registered refugees holding refugee registration cards issued by UNRWA.

Non-registered refugees
It applies to unregistered refugees who do not hold refugee registration cards issued by
UNRWA.

Non-refugee
It applies to any Palestinian not categorized under any of the two aforementioned statuses.

Activity
Human behavior in terms of what is being done and when during a specific time period.

Concurrent activities
Two parallel activities undertaken by one or more people over a period of time.

Age in completed years

The completed age in years of the person enumerated, which is the difference between the
date of birth and the survey reference period.

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Main economic activity

Nature of work practiced by a facility and that it was originally established for according to
the International Classification Standard of Economic Activities (fourth revision). It
contributes as much of the value added in the case of multiple activities within a single
institution.

Survey period
The period in which this survey was being implemented and lasting for an entire year.

Reference period

A period of time when time use data are being collected. The registration period should be for
one day only, where an individual begins to register his activities at 24:00 hours at midnight
up to the next 24:00 hours at midnight

Record time
An exclusive and scheduled registry covering all activities of respondents over a period of 24
hours.

Average time used in implementing an activity

Time spent by an individual who practiced an activity (in hours and minutes), whether the
individual is male or female, to do various activities, whether related to official paid work or
unpaid work, or time spent by an individual managing the home or caring for children or
adults, and other activities during the survey period.

Work for corporations/quasi corporations, non-profit institutions and government
(formal sector work)

All activities performed in relation to employment in corporations/quasi-corporations,
nonprofit institutions and government, and including both paid and unpaid employment
irrespective of the industrial sector of the activity and status in employment, work performed
under apprenticeship, internship and on-the-job training programmers and other activity.

Work for household in primary production activities

All activities performed in relation to the primary production of goods by households whether
for market or for own final use. A person’s activity is classified as primary production of
goods if it is performed in relation to the economic activities of agriculture, hunting, forestry,
fishing, mining or quarrying.

Work for household in non-primary production activities

All activities performed in relation to production of non-primary goods by household
enterprises whether for market or for own final use such as processing of food products,
making of other food products and beverages, making textiles, wearing apparel, leather and
associated products, or craft-making using all types of materials.

Work for household in construction activities

All activities performed in relation to construction activities by household enterprises either
for income or for own capital formation such as bricklaying, plastering, glazing, thatching,
cutting glass, plumbing, painting, wallpapering, carpentry, tiling, electric wiring, floor
sanding.

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Work for household providing services for income

All activities performed in relation to production of services by household enterprises for
income, such as working time in providing services for income, petty trading, door-to-door
vending, street vending, hawking, providing repair, installation and maintenance services,
providing business and professional services.

Providing unpaid domestic services for own final use within household

All activities performed in relation to unpaid domestic services such as preparing and serving
food, cleaning, sweeping etc of dwelling and surroundings, clothes care, all aspects of
household management, shopping, travel in relation to the activities in this major division.

Providing unpaid caregiving services to household members

All activities in relation to unpaid services for the care of children and adults of one’s
household, including care provided to members of the household who are sick or disabled,
and travel in relation to the activities in this major division.

Providing community services and help to other households

All activities both voluntary and obligatory services for the benefit of members of the
community as well as unpaid help extended to other households (such as households of
relatives, friends and neighbors).

Education or learning activities

includes time spent in full-time and part-time classes, special lectures, laboratories,
examinations, homework, leisure and special interest classes, travel related to education and
all other forms of active study. Education, skills acquisition and related activities are
considered personal activities: from the perspective of the student/pupil, studying is
a consumption activity because it is not possible to delegate to someone else.

Socializing and community participation

Includes socializing, communicating and participating in community events, conversing,
social activities, reading and writing mail and participating in community celebrations of
cultural/historic events.

Attending/visiting cultural, entertainment and sports events/venues

Includes visiting cultural events or venues, exhibitions, watching shows, movies, visiting
parks, gardens, zoos, visiting amusement centers, fairs, festivals, circus, watching sports
events.

Hobbies, games and other pastime activities

Includes active participation in arts, music, theatre, dance (not as a job), engaging in technical
hobbies such as collecting stamps, coins, trading cards, computing, programming, crafts,
playing games, taking courses in relation to hobbies.

Indoor and outdoor sports participation and related courses

Includes active participation in indoor and outdoor sports (not as a job), coaching, training,
looking for a gym, exercise program, trainer, assembling and readying sports equipment at the
sports centre and taking courses in relation to sports.

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Mass media mass media

Includes reading (not strictly in relation to work, learning), watching/listening to television
and video, listening to radio and other audio devices, use of computer technology (not strictly
for work, learning, household management, shopping), going to the library (not strictly for
work, learning).

Personal care and maintenance

Includes activities required by the individual in relation to biological needs: sleeping, eating,
resting, performing own personal and health care and maintenance or receiving this type of
care, activities in relation to spiritual/religious care, doing nothing, resting, relaxing and
meditating, thinking, planning.

Measures of Israeli occupation

These include practices carried out by the Israeli military occupation against members of
Palestinian society: waiting and standing at fixed or mobile military barriers (work, study,
treatment and others), arrest and detention by Israeli occupation troops and commuting via
bypass roads to avoid such practices and direct settler attacks, etc.

Political activities

These activities include participation in marches and protests, including marches against the
Israeli occupation and against the abuse of citizens and prisoners. Participating in marches
and protests may include marches against high prices, to demand higher wages and improved
living conditions for citizens.

Transportation (travel)

This concept refers to the movements of the individual (male or female) from one place to
another for purposes related to carrying out different activities and using various means of
transportation.

Means of transportation

The means of transportation used by the individual in moving from place to another. These
means include walking, private vehicles such as cars and bicycles, public means of
transportation such buses and taxis, and any other unmentioned means of transportation.

The total time used is 24 hours and the average time used for a care activity by those
who participated in an activity in the tables represents the division of the total time
used in child care by individuals actively involved in care activity during these
twenty-four hours. Thus, the hours and minutes in the time used are less than the
hours and minutes in the average time for those who actually participated in the
activity.

An example of a calculation mechanism:
A sample of 10 individuals was measured to calculate how they spend their time and
the average period of time used to exercise a certain activity as follows:
